OAKLAND NOTES
•	 The Oakland Athletics are 3-4 on this season-long 11-game homestand against Cleveland (2-2), Baltimore (1-2), and Houston (four games).
•	 The A’s recorded a season high tying five doubles (four times, last June 20 against Boston)
•	 Kendall Graveman is 0-3 with a 6.20 ERA (17 er in 24.2 ip), .298 (31-for-104) opponents batting average, four home runs, and 12 walks in 24.2 innings over 

his last five starts...is 2-4 with a 4.13 ERA (24 er in 52.1 ip) in nine starts at home compared to 4-3 with a 3.10 ERA (17 er in 49.1 ip) in nine starts on the 
road.

•	 Billy Burns (1-for-4, bb, sb, 2 so) is 7-for-38 (.184) over his last 12 games.
•	 Billy Butler (1-for-2, 2b, bb) is a .310 (68-for-220) career hitter against Baltimore.
•	 Brett Lawrie (0-for-4, rbi, sf, 2 so) is 14-for-74 (.190) over his last 21 games.
•	 Marcus Semien (2-for-3, 2b, bb, so, 2 rbi) has two home runs and six RBI in five games in August after tallying two home runs and seven RBI over his 

previous 68 games from May 13 to July 31. 
•	 Danny Valencia (1-for-5, so) made his first appearence as an Athletic.

his previous six outings against Oakland...in three career starts at O.Co coliseum is 2-0 with a 3.00 ERA (6 er in 18.0 ip)...is 2-1 with a 3.14 ERA (15 er in 43.0 
ip) over his last six starts on the road.

•	 Chris Davis (2-for-4, hr, bb, 4 rbi, 2 so) is batting .295 (13-for-44) and has seven home runs and 23 RBI over his last 12 games.
•	 J.J. Hardy (2-for-5, gidp, rbi) has hit safely in 41 of his last 52 games...is batting .275 (53-for-193) over that span.
