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ABOUT THE A’S: The A’s are 4-10 (.286) over the last 13 games, 11-20 
(.355) over the last 31 and 55-72 (.433) for the season...that is the worst 
record in the American League and seventh worst in the majors…are in 
last place in the AL West and trail fi rst place Houston by a season-high 
tying 15 games...have spent 102 of the last 106 days in sole possession 
of last in the West (dating back to May 8)…this is the sixth time in Oakland 
history the A’s have spent at least 100 days in last…it is the second time in 
the last 17 years (162 in 2009)…went 14-30 (.318) over the fi rst 44 games 
through May 22, 20-11 (.645) over a 31-game stretch from May 23 to June 
25, and are 21-31 (.404) since then.

OFFENSE: The A’s have scored eight or more runs in two of the past three 
games after scoring seven or fewer in each of the previous 30 games...
scored seven runs in an inning Sunday (7th inning) and Monday (5th in-
ning), which was the fi rst time the A’s scored seven or more runs in an 
inning in consecutive games since July 22, 1975 (both ends of a double-
header)...are hitting .240 (418-for-1745) with 181 runs scored over the last 
52 games (3.48 runs per game) dating back to June 26…hit .261 and aver-
aged 4.55 runs per game over their fi rst 75 contests…for the season, rank 
second in the American League in fewest strikeouts (844), third in stolen 
base percentage (69-for-90, 76.7%) and fourth in doubles (228)…have the 
second lowest slugging percentage (.389)…lead the AL and rank second 
in the majors in infi eld hits (135).

THE LONG BALL: The A’s have hit 101 home runs, which is second few-
est in the American League and fi fth fewest in the majors...have allowed 
117 home runs, which is fourth fewest in the AL…did not allow a home run 
Sunday afternoon to snap an Oakland record streak of allowing at least 
one home run in 16 consecutive games (26 home runs total)…broke the 
previous mark of 15 from Aug. 6-21, 1987.

ONE AND TWO-RUN GAMES: The A’s are 14-30 (.318) in one-run games, 
which is the worst record in the majors…the 30 losses are tied with the 
1968 club for second most in Oakland history...the Oakland record for one-
run losses is 32 by the 1976 A’s...the 44 one-run games are third most in 
the American League…the Oakland record for lowest winning percentage 
in one-run games is .381 in 1980…19 of the A’s last 29 games have been 
decided by two runs or fewer…are 22-46 (.324) in games decided by two 
runs or fewer for the season, which is also the worst record in the majors…
are 33-26 (.559) in games decided by three runs or more.

OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 8-17 in games decided in the last at 
bat…have seven losses when leading after seven innings, which is sec-
ond most in the American League (Seattle, 9)…have fi ve walk-off wins in 
their last 20 home games after tallying just one over their fi rst 45 home 
contests…are 5-9 (.357) in extra inning games, which is the fourth worst 
record in the AL…are tied for the second most extra-inning games (Seattle, 
20).

PITCHING: The A’s have a 3.57 ERA (25 er in 63.0 ip) and .219 (50-for-
228) opponents batting average over the past six games after compiling a 
6.93 ERA and .304 opponents average in the previous seven games...have 
a 3.61 ERA for the season, which ranks third in the American League…
lead the AL in shutouts (14), rank second in opponents slugging percent-
age (.374) and fewest extra base hits (321) and fourth in opponents batting 
average (.241) and opponents on-base percentage (.301).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have a 3.20 ERA, which is 
second lowest in the majors (St. Louis, 2.82)…the last time A’s starters 
had an ERA under 3.34 was in 1981 (3.16)…in the designated hitter era, 
the lowest ERAs by an American League starting pitching staff are 2.98 
(Oakland, 1974), 3.08 (New York, 1978) and 3.16 (Oakland and New York, 
1981)...rank second in the AL in fewest home runs (68), fourth in innings 
pitched (766.2) and tied for fourth in complete games (5).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed 100 errors, which are the 
most in the majors…the A’s rank second in the majors with 53 unearned 
runs (San Diego, 62)…Marcus Semien has 31 errors and Brett Lawrie 20, 
which rank fi rst and tied for second in the American League…the 51 errors 
are the most by two teammates since Troy Glaus (33) and Adam Kennedy 
(19) combined for 52 for the 2000 Angels.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 1-1 on this six-game road trip to Seattle 
(1-1) and Arizona (three games)...snapped an eight-game road losing 

streak Monday night, which matched the longest road losing streak by an 
A’s team over the last 10 years (July 23-Aug. 7, 2008)…that includes going 
0-7 on the last road trip to Toronto (0-3) and Baltimore (0-4)…it was the 
seventh winless road trip of seven or more games in Oakland history, the 
fi rst since July 21-27, 1998 (0-7 vs. Baltimore and Tampa Bay)…have lost 
12 of the last 14 on the road and 15 of the last 19…are 25-36 (.410) on 
the road for the season…have a 2.95 ERA (199 er in 607.0 ip) at home 
compared to 4.38 (254 er in 522.0 ip) on the road...went 3-2 on their last 
homestand against Los Angeles-NL (2-0) and Tampa Bay (1-1)…had their 
season-high fi ve-game home winning streak snapped Friday night…have 
won 10 of their last 14 home games but are 30-36 (.455) at home for 
the season, which is the third worst home record in the AL…the 36 home 
losses are the most by an A’s team over the last four years.

SINCE THE ALL-STAR BREAK: The A’s are 14-22 (.389) since the All-
Star Break, which is the worst record in the American League and fi fth 
worst in the majors…are batting .244 (299-for-1226) with 132 runs scored 
(3.67 runs per game)…have the second fewest runs scored in the majors 
(Atlanta, 114), the third fewest home runs (27) and the fi fth lowest batting 
average.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are 11-24 (.314) when the opponent starts 
a left-handed pitcher compared to 44-48 (.478) when they start a right-
hander...are batting .251 (306-for-1220) against lefties and .253 (796-for-
3142) off righties.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 21-27 (.438) in day games, which is the 
fourth worst record in the American League…lead the majors in plate ap-
pearances with the bases loaded (126) and sacrifi ce fl ies (14), rank third in 
RBI (93) and are second in grand slams (5)…A’s pinch hitters lead the AL 
in walks (15) but have the fourth lowest batting average (16-for-89, .180)…
are third in pinch plate appearances (107).

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have four players on the disabled list (Da-
vis, Graveman, Hahn, Parker)…Davis and Parker are on the 60-day DL…
have used the DL a total of 20 times, which is two more than the season 
total from last year…have not had fewer than two players on the DL since 
the end of the 2006 season when they had just one.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A’s are 4-8 against the Mariners but have out-
scored Seattle 59-50…six of the eight losses have been by one run…14 
of the A’s 18 losses over the last two years have been by two runs or 
fewer…are 3-4 in Oakland this year and 1-4 in Seattle…have lost each of 
the previous two season series and three of the previous four…are 42-46 
against the Mariners dating back to 2011…all-time, the A’s are 325-253 
(.562) against Seattle, which is the third best mark by any team against 
the Mariners (min. 20 games)...are 179-110 in Oakland, 145-141 in Seattle 
and 1-1 in Tokyo.

TODAY’S TIDBITS
Fernando Abad has a 1.42 ERA (4 er in 25.1 ip) over his past 28 games 
(beginning May 22)...posted a 7.36 ERA over his fi rst 20 appearances...
Billy Burns has 33 infi eld hits, which is second most in the majors (Gor-
don, MIA 40)…they are the most by an Athletic since Stats, Inc. began 
tracking infi eld hits in 1987...leads Major League rookies in stolen bases 
(25) and multiple hit games (37)…leads American League rookies in hits 
(122) and total bases (158)...Drew Pomeranz has allowed one run in 
his past 10 games (11.1 ip, 0.79 ERA)...yielded six over his previous 
six outings (10.13 ERA)...Marcus Semien is batting .303 (20-for-66) in 
August...is tied for fi fth in the AL in games played (123).  

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY
In 1916 Joe Bush no-hits Cleveland 5-0 in Philadelphia after lasting just 
three innings against Cleveland a day earlier…in 1973 Ken Holtzman 
tosses a four-hit shutout to improve to 19-11 in the A’s 1-0 win over New 
York…Vic Davalillo’s pinch hit RBI single in the eighth inning drives in the 
only run of the game…in 2011 the A’s tie an Oakland record with eight 
doubles in a 15-5 win at Boston.

LAST SIX STARTS: Is 1-3 with a 2.18 ERA (10 er in 41.1 ip) and .208 
(30-for-144) opponents batting average in six starts since he was recalled 
from Triple-A Nashville July 25 for his fourth stint with the A’s…the ERA is 
fi fth lowest in the American League over that span…has tossed at least six 
innings and allowed six hits or fewer in each of his six starts…has walked 
just eight batters (1.74 per nine innings) and struck out 36 for a strikeout-
to-walk ratio of 4.50.

RUN SUPPORT: Has received one run of support or fewer in six of his 
nine starts…his season run support average as a starter is 2.16 (14 rs in 
58.1 ip)…has 24 runs of support in 14 career starting assignments (87.0 
ip, 2.48 RSA).

STARTING AND RELIEVING: Is 1-5 with a 2.31 ERA (15 er in 58.1 ip) and 
.226 (47-for-208) opponents batting average in his nine starting assign-
ments compared to 0-0 with a 3.38 ERA and .135 opponents batting aver-
age in his fi ve relief appearances…has walked 10 batters in 58.1 innings 
as a starter (1.54 per nine innings), nine in 10.2 innings in relief (7.59)…all 
fi ve of his relief appearances came during his fi rst stint

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .188 (9-for-48) batting average 
with runners in scoring position…has issued 15 of his 19 walks to left-
handed hitters…opponents are batting .131 (17-for-130) with two strikes…
has a .182 (34-for-187) opponents batting average the fi rst two times 
through the lineup and .310 (18-for-58) after that…the opponents number 
fi ve hitter is 3-for-26 (.115).

INNING BY INNING: Has a 3.00 ERA (3 er in 9.0 ip) and .265 (9-for-34) 
opponents batting average in the fi rst inning, a 1.24 ERA (5 er in 36.1 ip) 
and .182 (22-for-121) opponents average in innings two through fi ve and 
a 4.18 ERA (11 er in 23.2 ip) and .233 (21-for-90) opponents average from 
the sixth inning on.

LOSING STREAK SNAPPED: Tossed seven shutout innings Aug. 4 
against Baltimore to snap a four-game losing streak that spanned fi ve 
starts from June 30 to July 30 (3.00 ERA)…tossed at least fi ve innings 
and allowed three runs or fewer in each start to become the sixth pitcher in 
Oakland history to toss at least fi ve innings and allow three runs or fewer 
in fi ve consecutive games without recording a win (last: Vin Mazzaro, Aug. 
3-26, 2010)…is the only one of those six pitchers with four losses during 
their streak.

IN RELIEF: Yielded at least one run in three of his fi ve outings and walked 
two batters or more four times…allowed 1-of-2 (50.0%) inherited runners 
to score…fi rst batters faced were 0-for-3 with a walk and hit by pitch…
tossed 4.1 innings in his fi rst outing April 25 against Houston.

BRIEFLY: Began the season at Triple-A Nashville and was called up for 
the fi rst time April 23…logged a 3.38 ERA and .135 opponents batting av-
erage in fi ve relief appearances before being optioned May 10…returned 
June 30 to make two starts for an ill Sonny Gray…lost both of the starts 
2-1 and allowed just three runs in 10.2 innings (2.53 ERA)…was sent back 
to Nashville following his start July 5…returned July 11 when Jesse Hahn 
went on the DL and had a no decision that day at Cleveland (2 er in 6.1 ip, 
2.84 ERA)…was optioned back to Nashville the next day with the All-Star 
Break approaching…recalled for his fourth stint July 25.

2015 START-BY-START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss 
to Colorado June 30 in Oakland…retired each of the fi rst 10 batters he 
faced…lost his second consecutive 2-1 game July 5 against Seattle…
blanked the Mariners on three hits and a walk over the fi rst fi ve innings 
before allowing a two-run single to Smith in the sixth…had a no decision 
in the A’s 5-4 win at Cleveland July 11…had a 2-1 lead when he allowed a 
RBI single to Perez in the seventh and left after 6.1 innings with the scored 
tied 2-2…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss at San Francisco July 
25…allowed a solo home run to Bumgarner in the third inning but the A’s 
came back to tie the game in the fourth…allowed a RBI single to Duffy in 
the sixth inning for the loss…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-1 loss to 
Cleveland July 30 in Oakland…retired 18 of the fi nal 21 batters he faced 
but Carrasco tossed a two-hitter for Cleveland…combined with Rodriguez 
and Abad on a seven-hit shutout in the A’s 5-0 win over Baltimore Aug. 4 in 
Oakland for his fi rst win as an Athletic…tossed seven innings and allowed 
fi ve of the hits while walking two…had a no decision in the A’s 5-4 win 
over Houston Aug. 9 in Oakland…struck out a career-high 10 batters and 
tossed a career-high 112 pitches in 6.2 innings…shut out the Astros over 
the fi rst fi ve innings to extend his scoreless streak to a career-high 18.0 
innings…left with the scored tied at 1-1…had a no decision in the A’s 4-3 
loss at Baltimore Aug. 15…tossed a career-high 8.0 innings.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss to Tampa Bay 
last Friday in Oakland…it was the fourth time this year he started a game 
that the A’s lost 2-1…allowed a RBI single to Jennings in the second inning 

but that was the only run he would allow in 6.2 innings…the A’s were shut-
out on six hits over the fi rst eight innings before scoring once in the ninth.

the relief appearance came on May
