ABOUT THE A’'S: Have lost six of the last nine games and are 10-19
(.345) over the last 29 contests...have a tragic number of six for elimination
in the American League West and eight for elimination from the playoffs...
are 61-81 (.430) for the season, which is the worst record in the AL and
tied for fifth worst in the majors...it is sixth worst in Oakland history after
142 games and is the worst since 1997 (56-86)...with one more loss, the
A's will clinch a losing record for the first time since 2011 when they were
74-88...have finished under .500 just four times over the previous 16 sea-
sons...are in last place in the AL West for the 51st consecutive day...have
spent 119 of the last 123 days in sole possession of last (dating back to
May 8), which are the fifth most days alone in last in Oakland history and
second most over the last 18 years (162 in 2009)...went 14-30 (.318) over
the first 44 games through May 22, 20-11 (.645) over a 31-game stretch
from May 23 to June 25 and are 27-40 (.403) since then.

OFFENSE: The A's have homered in 16 of their last 17 games...from Aug.
24-Sept. 9, homered in a season-high 15 consecutive games (21 home
runs total)...matched the longest streak in the majors this year (Colorado,
May 21-June 3)...however, have just 121 home runs for the season, which
is fourth fewest in the American League...have four triples in the last 12
games and 35 for the season, which ranks fourth in the AL and tied for
the fourth best single season total in Oakland history...they are the most
since the 1980 club also had 35...the Oakland record is 40 set in 1968...
lead the AL and are third in the majors in infield hits (145)...have the most
infield hits by an A’'s team since 1992 (154)...are batting .270 (172-for-637)
with 94 runs scored over the last 18 games (5.2 runs per game)...have
the second fewest strikeouts in the AL (955) and the third lowest slugging
percentage (.392)...have the fewest sacrifice hits (12) and hit by pitches
(28) in the majors...the Athletics record for fewest sacrifice hits in a season
is 18 in 2007.

PITCHING: The A's have allowed 64 runs over the first 10 games in Sep-
tember and have a 6.07 ERA (60 er in 89.0 ip) this month, which is fourth
highest in the American League (Detroit, 6.73)...now have a 3.81 ERA
for the season, which ranks fifth in the AL...over the last 17 years, the
only time the A's have not finished in the top four in the AL in ERA was in
2007 when they finished sixth...lead the AL in shutouts (15), rank third in
fewest home runs (135), fewest extra base hits (377) and opponents slug-
ging percentage (.384) and fourth in opponents batting average (.246)...
opponents have been successful in just 69-0f-108 (63.9%) stolen base
attempts, which is the third lowest percentage in the AL.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 5-16 with a 5.39 ERA
(90 er in 150.1 ip) over the last 29 games (dating back to Aug. 11)...have
tossed five innings or fewer in 13 of those 29 contests...now have a 3.47
ERA for the season, which is the lowest in the American League and fifth
lowest in the majors...have allowed 74 home runs, which is the fewest in
the AL and third fewest in the majors.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed 37 errors in the last 69
games after making 72 in the first 73 contests...have 109 errors for the
season, which is three more than any other team (Pittsburgh, 106) and two
short of the A’'s season total from last year (111)...have not led the majors
in errors since they made 179 in 1978...rank second in the majors with 61
unearned runs (San Diego, 71)...Marcus Semien has 34 errors and Brett
Lawrie 22, which rank first and second in the American League...the 56 er-
rors are the most by two teammates in Oakland history and are the most by
an Athletics duo since Dick Howser (38) and Jerry Lumpe (18) combined
for 56 with the 1961 Kansas City A's...they are the most in the majors by
two teammates since 1993 when Wil Cordero (36) and Mike Lansing (24)
combined for 60 with Montreal.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The As are 16-31
(.340) in one-run games...the losses are the most in the majors and one
short of the Oakland record of 32 set in 1976...the winning percentage is
also the worst in the majors and is currently fourth worst in Athletics history
(.256 in 1916, .310 in 1946, .333 in 1919, .341 in 1940)...are tied for fifth
in the majors in one-run games (47)...are 25-48 (.342) in games decided
by two runs or fewer, which is also the worst record in the majors...the
Oakland record for losses by two runs or fewer is 49 in 1968...are 9-17 in
games decided in the last at bat...the last at bat wins are tied for second
fewest in the AL (NYY, 8) and the losses are third most...are 6-9 (.400) in

extra inning games...the 15 extra inning games are tied for second in the
AL and the losses are tied for third.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 1-1 on their current 10-game road trip to
Texas (1-1), Chicago-AL (four games) and Houston (three games)...went
3-3 on the last road trip to Seattle (1-2) and Arizona (2-1) and have lost 12
of the last 16 road games and 18 of the last 25...are 28-39 (.418) on the
road for the season, which is tied for third worst in the American League...
went 3-6 on the last homestand against Los Angeles-AL (1-2), Seattle (0-3)
and Houston (2-1)...are 33-42 (.440) in Oakland, which is the worst home
record in the AL and second worst in the majors (Colorado, 31-40)...the A’'s
have clinched a losing record at home for just the third time in the last 17
seasons, but this will be the first time they will finish more than one game
under .500 at home since 1998 when they went 39-42...have a 3.36 ERA
(257 er in 688.0 ip) at home and a 4.34 (277 er in 575.0 ip) on the road.

IN THE PINCH: A's pinch hitters are 12-for-17 (.706) over the last 14
games, which includes an Oakland record-tying streak of six consecutive
hits from Sept. 4-6 (also July 18-26, 1996)...are batting .259 (28-for-108)
with 15 walks for the season...lead the American League in walks, are tied
for the lead in triples (2), rank second in hits and batting average, and are
tied for second in plate appearances (126)...are one of three AL teams
without a home run (Boston, Kansas City).

BASES LOADED: The A's are 8-for-12 (.667) with four doubles, a triple
and home run with the bases loaded over the last 18 games...are bat-
ting .347 (41-for-118) with the bases loaded, which is the best mark in the
American League, third best in the majors and second best in Oakland
history (.375 in 2000)...are tied for second in the AL in plate appearances
(136), tied for second in grand slams (6) and rank third in RBI (109).

THIS AND THAT: The A's have set an Athletics record for most pitchers
used in a season (28) and have tied the Oakland record most relievers
used (21)...currently have 36 players on the active roster...are 13-26
(.333) when the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher, which is the second
worst record in the majors (Colorado, 6-25)...the worst mark in Oakland
history is .328 (19-39) in 1979...have not swept a series of three or more
games since June 23-25 at Texas and have played 20 consecutive series
of three or more games without a sweep (including this series)...Stephen
Vogt leads the A's with 18 home runs...there have been three seasons in
Oakland history where the A's did not have a player with 20 home runs
(1978, 1983, 2010)...Evan Scribner and Fernando Abad are tied for the
team lead with 54 games pitched...the last time the A’'s did not have a
pitcher appear in 60 or more games in a non-strike season was in 1987
when Dennis Eckersley and Gene Nelson led the club with 54 games.

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A's clinched their third season series win in the
last four years with last night's win, as they lead 10-5 with four games
remaining...are 4-3 in Oakland and 6-2 in Texas...Friday’s loss snapped a
five-game winning streak against the Rangers, which was the A’s longest
against Texas since a seven-game streak from July 17-Sept. 10, 2005...
have won 16 of the last 21 games in Arlington dating back to Sept. 13,
2013...are 40-32 against Texas over the last four years...are 332-339 all-
time against the Texas Rangers...that breaks down to 173-161 in Oakland
and 159-178 in Texas...including 92-90 at Globe Life Park...have an all-
time record of 429-421 against the Rangers/Senators franchise.

Mark Canha is batting .313 (30-for-96) with six doubles, a triple, seven
home runs and 25 RBI over his last 23 games...leads all AL rookies in
RBI (63) and is tied for first in extra-base hits (36).

THIS DATE IN A’'S HISTORY

In 1953 Bob Trice becomes the first African-American to appear in a
major league game for the Athletics...in 1970 Bert Campaneris singles
in the first game of a double-header at Kansas City for the 1000™ hit of
his major league career...in 1971 Rick Monday’s 11" inning RBI single
scores Catfish Hunter to give the A's a 2-1 win at Kansas City...Hunter
pitches 10 innings, allowing a run on four hits, to become the A's second
20-game winner...in 2010 Bobby Cramer defeats the Kansas City Roy-
als 5-3 in his Major League debut at the age of 30 to become the oldest
pitcher in Athletics history to start and win in his debut.

July 29...was with Chicago (NL) during the spring but was released March
28...signed a minor league contract with Toronto April 2 and began the
season on the disabled list at Triple-A Buffalo with a left shin contusion...
was reinstated May 13 and went 1-3 with a 2.44 ERA in nine starts with the
Bisons before he was selected by the Blue Jays July 3.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed three home runs in 53.1 innings, an
average of 0.51 home runs per nine innings...has surrendered 17 of his 18
extra base hits to right-handed hitters...lefties are slugging .268 (1 double)
compared to .449 by righties...has yielded a .333 (17-for-51) average with
runners in scoring position...opponents are batting .368 (32-for-87) the
first time through the lineup, .248 (30-for-121) after that.

18 in Oakland...tossed six innings and allowed just one hit but issued a
career-high tying six walks...yielded his only hit in the second inning, a
leadoff single by Gonzalez...had a 1-0 lead when he allowed his only run
in the fifth inning...walked Ellis and Pederson to start the inning...Ellis went
to third on a passed ball and scored on a Hernandez ground out...left after
six innings with the score tied 1-1...had a no decision in the A's 11-5 win at
