WINS AND LOSSES: The Rangers open their final roadtrip 
of the regular season this evening, a 6-game trip with 3 con-
tests each in Oakland and Houston...Texas has lost 2 of 3 
and were 7-3 on its homestand against Oakland (2-1), Hous-
ton (4-0), and Seattle (1-2)...club has won 6 of 8 and is 12-7 
(.632) in September, tied for TOR (12-7) for 2nd best winning 
percentage in A.L. for the month to SEA at .667 (12-6)…Tex-
as has dropped consecutive games just twice in the last 37 
contests beginning 8/13... as won 7 of 10, 9 of 14, 16 of 24, 
19 of 29, 25 of 37, and 33 of the last 50 games, the longer 
span beginning 7/29…club has gone 37-20 (.649) begin-
ning 7/21, 2nd in A.L. (TOR-.696, 39-17) and T3rd in MLB…
team’s 38-23 (.623) record since the All-Star break is 2nd in 
A.L. and T3rd in ML (see chart at left)…club is 68-51 start-
ing 5/10 and 72-53 since 5/4…at 80-69 (.537), team has the 
4th-best record in the A.L…club has been a season high 12 
games above .500 twice, last on 9/19 at 80-68, its best record 
since the end of 2013 (91-72)...team was a season high 8 G 
under .500 on 5/3 (8-16).

MARKED IMPROVEMENT: At 80-69, Texas has 13 more 
wins than in all of 2014 (67-95)…the 13-win improvement is 
2nd-best in MLB to only a +15 for the Cubs (88-62 in 2015, 
73-89 in 2014) in 2015…the 13-win improvement is already 
T5th-best in Rangers history (full seasons only), and only 
other year with an improvement that large since 1999 came 
in 2004 (+18)...with one more victory, Texas will have 6th sea-
son with .500 or better record in the last 7 years.

FIRST PLACE RANGERS: Texas has had sole possession 
of 1st place in the A.L. West for the last 7 days beginning 
9/15...that is the team’s longest span of being along at the top 
since 23 straight days, 8/10-9/1/13...after 3 straight days with 
a 2.5 game advantage from 9/17-19, club has lost 1.5 games 
the last 2 days and current 1.0 game lead is lowest since 9/5 
(0.5 GA)...the 2.5 GA was team’s biggest September lead 
since 9/29/12 (2.5 GA).
 • Texas had not been alone in 1st place all season until win 
on 9/15 vs. HOU in game #144…became just 6th team in 
division era (since 1969) to take sole possession of a division 
lead for the 1st time in game #144-or-later of a season (credit 
Elias): 2012 A’s (game no. 162), 2007 Phillies (160), 2006 
Twins (162), 1978 Yankees (144), and 1973 Mets (154).
 • Texas was 8.0 GB on 8/2 and 9.0 games out of 1st on 
7/22…Rangers are trying to become 5th team in past 40 
years and 1st since 2006 Twins to win its division after trailing 
by at least 8.0 games in August (credit Elias).
 • The season-high 9.5-game deficit in 2015 (5/3, 5/19-20) is 
the largest in club history before reaching 1st place at some 
point later in a campaign, as previous high was 9.0 GB before 
reaching 1st place in 1977.

ON THE ROAD: The Rangers have lost consecutive away 
games for the 1st time since 3 straight defeats, 8/9-12....team 
has won  8 of 13 on the road  beginning 8/21...at 41-34 (547), 
the Rangers are 3rd in the majors in road winning percentage 
(.573-STL; .560-CHI) and T3rd in wins...this marks the 4th 
time in the last 5 years that the Rangers have had a winning 
record on the road...41 wins are T4th most in club history 
after 75 road games: 44-31 in 1977; 42-33 in 2012 and 2013; 
41-34 in 1999...Texas was 29-46 after 75 road games in 2014 
and finished at 34-47 away from home...the Rangers’ +7 in 
road wins from 2014 is 2nd most in ML to the Cubs at +10. 

SERIES INFO: The 1-2 mark vs. SEA over the weekend was 
just the club’s 2nd loss in 10 home series since the All-Star 
break, the other a 1-2 mark vs. TOR, 8/25-27...overall, the 
Rangers are 11-6-2 in 19 2nd half series.

VERSUS OAKLAND: Texas is 6-10 vs. the A’s in 2015, los-
ing 6 of 8 beginning 6/10...the Rangers are 33-40 against 
OAK since start of 2012...club has lost 2 straight at O.co Col-
iseum and is 3-4 in 1st 2 series here in 2015...all-time, Texas 
leads, 340-332 overall with the A’s having a 173-161 advan-
tage here in Oakland.

AGAINST THE A.L. WEST: Texas is in a stretch of 23 straight 
games in its own division that began on 9/4...the Rangers 
are 30-36 (.455) in  their own division in 2015...Texas is 12-4 
against Houston but has combined for an 18-32 (.360) mark 
vs. Los Angeles,  Oakland, and Seattle...club is 12-8 vs. the 
A.L. West beginning 8/17 and is 18-11 since 7/24...the Rang-
ers are 15-17 in A.L. West parks in 2015.

PLAYING ON: Monday was the final scheduled regular sea-
son off day for the Rangers in 2015 as the club is scheduled 
to play on the final 13 days of the campaign...Texas is one of  
10 ML teams with 149 games played to date with only CLE 
(148) having played fewer games...the Rangers have played 
the fewest games of any A.L. West club: 151--HOU; 150--
LAA, OAK, SEA...Texas has been scheduled to play on  30 of 
the last 31 days in 2015 beginning 9/4. 

THE CHOO EXPRESS: Shin-Soo Choo is 12-for-18 with 4 
walks over his last 5 games and batted .543 (19-37) with 8 
walks and 11 runs on the 10-game homestand to improve his 
season average from .253 to .272.
• Choo is batting .441 (30-68) in 19 games in September, 
the 2nd highest average in the majors among qualifiers (50+ 
PA)  behind the Cubs’ Starlin Castro (.444)...he has the ML’s 
highest on-base percentage in Sept. at .568.
 • Choo has reached base safely in his last 19 and 40 of his 
last 41 G…since the All-Star break, he is batting .350 (69-
197) 56 games to rise from .221 while leading the A.L. in 
on-base percentage (.469) in that span.

WEEKLY HONOR: On Monday, Prince Fielder was selected 
as the A.L. co-Player of the Week with White Sox’ Jose Abreu 
for 9/14-20...Fielder led the A.L. in runs (9), tied for 1st in RBI 
(9) and tied for 3rd in HR (3) and BB (6) in his 7 games for 
the week...it was his 6th career player of the week selection, 
the 1st since the week ending 4/14/13 with DET...Fielder was 
the 2nd Ranger honored this season, joining Rougned Odor 
for the week ending 7/26.

MITCH MORELAND hit his team high 22nd homer of the 
year on Sunday, one shy of his season best (2013)...his 79 
RBI are 19 more than his previous best (2013) and he has 
matched his career bests with 120 hits and 24 2B...Moreland 
has 4 HR and 11 RBI in his last 11 games beginning 9/8, tied 
for the 2nd most HR in the A.L. in that span.

VERSUS LEFTHANDERS: Texas will face lefthanded start-
ers in at least the 1st 2 games of this series...the Rangers 
are 4-1 in the last 5 games when facing a southpaw starter...
in that span, lefty starters are 0-3 with 2 ND and an 8.74 ERA 
(23 ER/23.1 IP)...last lefty starter to defeat the Rangers was 
tonight’s opponent, Sean Nolin on 9/12 in Arlington...overall, 
the Rangers are 29-29 in games in games started by op-
poisng lefthanders in 2015, 14-14 on the road...the 58 starts 
by lefthanders vs. the Rangers are the most of any major 
league team.

ON THE ACTIVE ROSTER: With the recall of OF Leonys 
Martin on Sunday, the Rangers have 37 players on their ac-
tive roster...according to STATS, Inc., that currently is tied for 
3rd most among ML clubs: 39--NYY; 38--NYM; 37--ARI; LAA; 
OAK; TEX...Texas has used 57 players overall in 2015, 2nd 
most in the majors (ATL-60) and the 2nd most in team history 
to the ML record 64 in 2014...The Rangers have employed 
31 pitchers this season, tied for 3rd most among ML clubs.
--of Texas’ current 40-man roster, the only 3 players not on 
the active roster are pitchers Phil Klein, Spencer Patton, and 
Anthony Ranaudo, who have all seen action with the Rang-
ers in 2015 and are all on option at Round Rock.

SHORTS: Round Rock manager Jason Wood, who led the 
Express to the PCL Championship Series before a loss to 
Fresno in the 5th and deciding game on Sunday, has joined 
the club for this trip...Rangers lead the A.L. with 16 SB in 19 
tries in September...Texas tops A.L. with 157 DP turned.

#33 Martin Perez, LHP
(3-5, 4.96)

TONIGHT: The 24-year-old left-hander is slated to make his 12th start of the season 
in tonight’s road trip opener at the Coliseum…will be working on extended 5-days’ 
rest due to yesterday’s off day, pitching on extended rest for the 7th time in a span 
of 8 starts…earned the win in last start on Wed. vs. HOU…has gone 3-3, 3.62 (20 
ER/49.2 IP) in 8 starts since the beg. of August, allowing 3-R-or-less in 7 of 8 starts 
in that span and dropping season ERA from 10.50 to 4.96, 1st sub-5.00 ERA since 
his 2nd start of the year…most QS by Rangers since 8/1: 6-Perez and Cole Hamels, 
5-Colby Lewis, 3-Derek Holland…has 6 quality starts in his last 8 GS and 8 QS on 
the season, allowing 3 ER-or-fewer in 9 of 11 outings in 2015…has gone 0-4, 5.18 
(19 ER/33.0 IP) in 6 road starts…was activated from the 60-day DL on 7/17 prior 
to outing at HOU, making his 1st major league start since 5/10/14 vs. BOS…was 
placed on the disabled list on 5/14/14 and had ‘Tommy John’ ligament replacement 
surgery to repair a partially torn UCL in his left elbow on 5/19/14…was 0-1 with a 
4.56 ERA (13 ER/25.2 IP) in 6 games/starts on rehab assignment at Double-A Frisco 
(2 GS) and Triple-A Round Rock (4 GS) this season…selected the 2013 Rangers 
Rookie of the Year after posting 10 victories in his first extended MLB action and 
opened the 2014 season by going 4-0, 1.42 over his 1st 5 outings…the Venezuela 
native signed a four-year contract through 2017 with club options for 2018, 2019, 
and 2020 on 11/7/13.

LAST START: Earned win in last start on Wed. vs. HOU, taking matchup with Dallas 
Keuchel in a 14-3 Texas win that gave Rangers a 1.5-game lead over ‘stros (7.0 IP, 
9 H, 1 R-ER, 1 BB, 3 SO, 0 HR, 91 pitches/62 strikes)…matched career high with 9 
hits allowed, 2nd time in 2015 (also 7/17 at HOU), but Astros were 1-for-5 w/ RISP…
only inning with more than 16 pitches was the 6th, when he issued his only walk and 
Astros scored their lone run vs. Perez…improved to 4-1, 2.00 in 5 G/GS career vs. 
HOU, most wins against any club…Texas scored all 14 R with Perez on mound, 2nd-
most runs of support for a TEX starter in ‘15 (15 RS for Nick Martinez, 5/23 at NYY).

VS. OAKLAND: Has not faced A’s in 2015, and is 3-4, 5.59 (23 ER/37.0 IP) in 7 G/
GS in career against Oakland…has more starts vs. A’s than any other club, and his 
3 W vs. OAK are 2nd-most (4-1 vs. HOU)…took loss in last outing vs. A’s on 4/29/14 
in Arlington (4.2 IP, 8 H, 8 R-ER), the 1st of 3 consecutive losses last season before 
Tommy John surgery…had made 3 straight quality starts vs. OAK before losing that 
last meeting, and has won 2 consecutive starts at the Coliseum: 9/3/13 (7.0 IP, 1 
R-ER to beat Bartolo Colon) and 4/23/14 (CG 3-H SHO to beat Sonny Gray).

ON ROAD: Has made 6 road starts in 2015: 0-4, 5.18 (19 ER/33.0 IP), opponents 
.313/.388/.445/.833…in fact, is 0-5, 5.68 (24 ER/38.0 IP) his last 7 away starts since 
a shutout here at the Coliseum on 4/23/14….before the current 0-5 drought, had 
gone 9-1, 3.46 (30 ER/78.0 IP) in previous 12 starts on road from 6/22/13-4/23/14.

AN EFFICIENT OUTING: Earned his first victory of the season in Rangers’ 2-1 
win over the Giants on 8/2 in Arlington (8.1 IP, 2 H, 1 R-ER, 0 BB, 6 SO, 0 HR, 80 
pitches/61 strikes)…became the 1st ML pitcher to record 25+ outs on 80 pitches-
or-less since KC’s Luke Hochevar on 6/12/09 vs. CIN in a CG 4-1 win…only other 
Ranger to accomplish the feat was Kevin Brown in a CGSHO on 6/20/90 vs. MIN 
at Arlington Stadium (79 pitches)…outing marked his first victory since 4/23/14 at 
OAK…retired 1st 14 batters of game before Brandon Belt reached on an error with 
2 outs in the 5th…lost no-hit bid to the next batter, as Justin Maxwell reached on 
an infield single…retired next 11 batters in order before a one out double by Angel 
Pagan in the 9th, his final batter of the game…threw 76.3% strikes (61/80) for the 
highest strike percentage by a Texas starter (min. 80 pitches) since Colby Lewis in a 
2-0 loss on 6/6/12 at OAK (77.2%, 78 of 101)…no BB in the outing, 1st Texas starter 
to work 8.1+ innings with no BB since Yu Darvish on 4/2/13 at HOU (8.2 IP).

2015: After 9 starts, right-handed batters are hitting .317/.368/.444 (209 PA), with 
lefties at .241/.293/.296 in 59 PA’s (1 XBH)…opponents are 22-for-55 (.400) with 
RISP, just 3-for-14 w/ RISP in 3 Sept. starts…has not allowed a hit to the first batter 
in a game (2 BB), and batters leading off an inning are hitting just .183 (11-60)…
performance by catcher: Robinson Chirinos (10.06 ERA in 4 G), Chris Gimenez 
(2.79 ERA in 3 G), and Bobby Wilson (3.20 ERA in 4 G)…took ND on 7/22 at COL 
(6.0 IP, 4 R-3 ER) despite exiting with a 6-4 lead, no XBH allowed in that start…
started and took the loss in 21-5 defeat to NYY on 7/28 in Arlington, becoming just 
7th Ranger to ever allow 8+ runs while recording 3-or-fewer outs, 1st since reliever 
Yoshinori Tateyama, 5/30/12 vs. SEA (0.2 IP, 8 R-6 ER)…previous starter to do it, 
and last Texas pitcher to permit 8+ ER in such an outing, was Chan Ho Park on 
6/21/05 at LAA…posted quality start on 8/8 vs. SEA, taking a no-decision (6.0 IP, 
7 H, 3 R-2 ER, 1 BB, 5 SO)…took ND on 8/14 vs. TB despite QS…did not allow a 
home run in first 7 starts, with Steve Pearce’s long ball on 8/29 vs. BAL ending a 
40.1-inning homerless streak…lost 9/4 at LAA despite quality start…his 5 R allowed 
on 9/9 at SEA marked 2nd-most in 2015.

SURGERY: Was formally placed on 60-day DL on 3/11/15 as he continued to rehab 
from left elbow surgery last May…placed on the 15-day disabled list on 5/14/14 
(retroactive to 5/11/14) and was transferred to 60-day DL on 5/20/14…had ‘Tommy 
John’ surgery to repair a partially torn ulnar collateral ligament in his left elbow on 
5/19/14…the surgery was performed by Rangers Team Physician Dr. Keith Meister 
at Trinity Surgical Center in Arlington.

REHAB: Combined to go 0-1 with a 4.56 ERA (13 ER/25.2 IP) in 6 G/GS for Double-A 
Frisco (3.18 ERA in 2 GS) and Triple-A Round Rock (0-1, 4.95 in 4 GS)…opponents 

batted .324 (34-105) with 3 HR, 3 BB, and 25 SO…RHBs hit .364 (28-77) w/ 3 HR 
and LHBs batted just .214 (6-28) with just 2 XBH (2B, 3B), 0 BB, and 11 SO…was 
pulled from his 1st rehab start w/ Frisco on 6/10 vs. San Antonio with tightness in 
his left groin, a setback of about a week in his timeline to return…return start came 
with Frisco on 6/22 vs. Midland, and he made starts every 5th day following that 6/22 
outing, including 1st Round Rock start on 6/27 at Omaha…first game action came 
on 6/5 in an extended spring contest after he spent the early part of the season at 
the club’s complex in Surprise, Arizona.
