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ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost four straight games to fall 24 games under 
.500 for the first time since finishing the 1997 season 32 games under 
(65-97)…are 13-26 (.333) over the last 39 games and 64-88 (.424) for the 
season, which is the worst record in the American League and tied for fifth 
worst in the majors…the 88 losses match the most by an A’s team over the 
last 18 years (1998 and 2011)…have not lost more than 88 game since 
going 65-97 in 1997…will finish under .500 for the first time since 2011 and 
just the fifth time in the last 17 seasons…are in last place in the AL West 
for the 63rd consecutive day…have spent 131 of the last 135 days in sole 
possession of last (dating back to May 8), which are the fourth most days 
alone in last in Oakland history…with one more loss or one more Seattle 
win, the A’s will clinch their second last place finish in the AL West over 
the last 17 seasons (2009) and the eighth in Oakland history (1998, 1997, 
1995, 1993, 1979 and 1977)…should the A’s remain in last the rest of the 
season, they will finish with 142 days alone in last, which is third most in 
Oakland history (162 in 2009, 153 in 1997).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 0-2 on the final 
homestand of the season, a six-game stand against 
Texas (0-2) and San Francisco (three games)…
have lost eight of the last 10 home games and are 
33-44 (.429) in Oakland, which is tied with Colorado 
for the worst home record in the majors…will have 
a losing record at home for just the third time in the 
last 17 seasons, but this will be the first time the 
A’s will finish more than one game under .500 at 
home over that span…went 4-6 on the last road trip 
to Texas (1-2), Chicago-AL (2-2) and Houston (1-2) 
and are 31-44 (.413) on the road, which is the third worst road record in 
the AL…have clinched a losing record on the road for the second consecu-
tive season (went 40-41 last year) and seventh time in the last nine years.

OFFENSE: The fifth inning triple by Billy Burns last night was the A’s 41st 
triple of the season, which sets an Oakland single-season record…broke 
the previous mark of 40 set in 1968, which was the A’s first year in Oak-
land…the triples are the most by an A’s team since the 1967 club had 50 
in their final season in Kansas City…have hit 30 home runs in 20 games 
in September, which is tied for third in the American League…it marks the 
first time the A’s have hit 30 home runs in a month since they had 37 in May 
of 2014…for the season, the A’s rank second in the AL in fewest strikeouts 
(1041), tied for second in triples, third in lowest slugging percentage (.395) 
and fourth in fewest home runs (137)…lead the AL and rank third in the 
majors in infield hits (151)…have the most infield hits by an A’s team since 
1992 (154)…have 13 sacrifice hits, which are the fewest in the majors and 
are currently the fewest in Athletics history…the franchise record for fewest 
sacrifice hits in a season is 18 in 2007.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 6.61 ERA (132 er in 179.2 ip) in Sep-
tember, which is the highest in the majors by more than a run (Philadel-
phia, 5.34)…have finished a month with an ERA of at least 6.00 twice in 
Oakland history: 6.59 in May, 1997 and 6.20 in April, 1994…now have a 
4.03 ERA for the season, which ranks ninth in the American League…over 
the last 17 years, the only time the A’s have not finished in the top four in 
the AL in ERA was in 2007 when they finished sixth…have not finished 
lower than sixth since they were ninth in 1998…have allowed 70 home 
runs over the last 44 games after surrendering just 87 over the first 108 
games…have 1127 strikeouts, which is the fifth highest single season total 
in Athletics history…all five of those seasons have come in the last five 
years (1244 in 2014, 1183 in 2013, 1160 in 2011, 1136 in 2012)…lead the 
AL in shutouts (15), rank third in fewest extra base hits (417) and fourth in 
opponents slugging percentage (.394)…opponents have been successful 
in just 73-of-113 (64.6%) stolen base attempts, which is the fourth lowest 
percentage in the AL.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 6-20 with a 6.36 ERA 
(141 er in 199.2 ip) over the last 39 games (dating back to Aug. 11)…have 
tossed five innings or fewer in 19 of those contests and are averaging 5.12 
innings per start over that span…now have a 3.79 ERA for the season, 
which ranks third in the American League…have allowed 91 home runs, 
which are the fewest in the AL and tied for fourth fewest in the majors…
have issued 275 walks, which are fourth most in the AL.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed two errors in each of the 
last two games and now have 115 for the season, which is tied with Pitts-
burgh for the most in the majors…have not led the majors in errors since 
they made 179 in 1978…the 115 errors are second most by an A’s team 
over the last 14 years (124 in 2011)…have committed 43 errors in the last 
79 games after making 72 in the first 73 contests…have 62 unearned runs, 
which are the most in the American League and third most in the majors…
Marcus Semien has 34 errors and Brett Lawrie 22, which rank first and tied 
for second in the AL…the 56 errors are the most by two teammates in Oak-
land history and are the most by an Athletics duo since Dick Howser (38) 
and Jerry Lumpe (18) combined for 56 with the 1961 Kansas City A’s…they 
are the most in the majors by two teammates since 1993 when Wil Cordero 
(36) and Mike Lansing (24) combined for 60 with Montreal.

CLOSE CALLS: The A’s have set an Oakland record with 50 losses by 
two runs or fewer (previous: 49 in 1968) and tied an Oakland record with 
32 one-run losses (also 1976)…are 17-32 (.347) in one-run games, which 
is the second worst record in the majors (Toronto, 13-27) and fifth worst in 
Athletics history (.256 in 1916, .310 in 1946, .333 in 1919, .341 in 1940, 
.352 in 1943)…lead the majors in one-run losses and rank seventh in 
games…are 27-50 (.351) in games decided by two runs or fewer, which 
is the worst record in the majors…are 6-10 (.375) in extra inning games…
rank third in the American League in most extra inning losses and lowest 
winning percentage and are fourth in games…are 10-18 in games decided 
in the last at bat…the last at bat wins are tied with New York for the fewest 
in the AL and the losses are third most.

ROSTER NOTES: The A’s have set a franchise record by using 30 pitchers 
and an Oakland record by using 23 relievers…the 23 relievers match the 
1965 Kansas City A’s for second most in franchise history (26 in 1955)…
have employed 52 players, which is second most in Oakland history (54 
in 2007)…currently have 37 players on the active roster…have used the 
disabled list 23 times, which is their most since 2010 (23)…players have 
combined to miss 1033 games while on the DL, which is the most since 
2012 (1072)…currently have seven players on the DL.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 14-29 (.326) when the opponent starts a left-
handed pitcher, which is the second worst record in the majors (Colorado, 
9-29)…the worst mark in Oakland history is .328 (19-39) in 1979…are bat-
ting .341 (44-for-129) with the bases loaded, which ranks second in the 
majors (Washington, .379)…A’s pinch hitters lead the American League in 
walks (17), are tied for the lead in triples (2), rank second in hits (29) and 
plate appearances (139) and fourth in batting average (.244)…are one of 
three AL teams without a pinch homer (Boston, Kansas City)…the A’s have 
not swept a series of three or more games since June 23-25 at Texas…
including this series with the Rangers, the A’s have played 23 consecutive 
series of three or more games without a sweep…have a streak of 34 con-
secutive home series of three or more games without a sweep, which is 
the second longest such streak in Oakland history (35, May 13, 1983-Aug. 
1, 1984)…have not swept a series of three or more games in the Coliseum 
since July 3-6, 2014 against Toronto (four games)…are averaging 3 hours 
and 17 minutes per game in September after averaging 2:58 over the first 
five months of the season.

A’s vs. RANGERS: The A’s have won the season series for the third time 
in the last four years as they lead 10-8 entering the final game today…went 
6-3 in Texas and are 4-5 in Oakland…are 40-35 against Texas over the last 
four years…are 332-342 all-time against the Texas Rangers…that breaks 
down to 173-163 in Oakland and 159-179 in Texas…have an all-time re-
cord of 429-424 against the Rangers/Senators franchise.

TODAY’S TIDBITS
Billy Burns leads Major League rookies in stolen bases (26) and mul-
tiple hit games (44) and leads American League rookies in hits (143)…
Mark Canha leads AL rookies in RBI (66).

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY
In 1975 Vida Blue wins his 21st game and Reggie Jackson hits two home 
runs as the A’s defeat the Chicago White Sox 13-2 to clinch their fifth 
consecutive AL West title…in 1988 Dave Stewart strikes out 11 in the A’s 
5-2 win at Milwaukee to win his 20th game of the season…in 2000 Jason 
Giambi hits the 5000th home run in Oakland history, a two-run shot in the 
sixth inning of a 3-2 A’s loss at Seattle.

BRIEFLY: Is scheduled to make his first start since Aug. 26…has not 
pitched since then due to a strained shoulder…began the season at Triple-
A Nashville and was called up for the first time April 23…logged a 3.38 
ERA and .135 opponents batting average in five relief appearances before 
being optioned May 10…returned June 30 to make two starts for an ill 
Sonny Gray…lost both of the starts 2-1 and allowed just three runs in 10.2 
innings (2.53 ERA)…was sent back to Nashville following his start July 5…
returned July 11 when Jesse Hahn went on the DL and had a no decision 
that day at Cleveland (2 er in 6.1 ip, 2.84 ERA)…was optioned back to 
Nashville the next day with the All-Star Break approaching…recalled for 
his fourth stint July 25 and went 1-4 with a 2.76 ERA and .226 opponents 
batting average in seven starts before straining his shoulder.

QUALIFICATIONS: Has tossed 73.1 innings this year…based on a mini-
mum of 70 innings pitched, he ranks seventh in the American League in 
ERA (2.82) and opponents slugging percentage (.336) and 10th in oppo-
nents batting average (.223)…however, he has the lowest winning per-
centage (.143) and sixth lowest run support (3.31)…only two pitchers in 
Oakland history have finished with a losing record and an ERA under 3.00 
in a season with 10 or more games started: Vida Blue (6-10, 2.80 ERA in 
1972) and Pablo Torrealba (4-6, 2.62 ERA in 1977)..

RUN SUPPORT: Has received one run of support or fewer in seven of his 
10 starts and his run support average as a starter is 2.15 (15 rs in 62.2 
ip)…has 25 runs of support in 15 career starting assignments (91.1 ip, 
2.46 RSA).

INNING BY INNING: Has a 6.30 ERA (7 er in 10.0 ip) and .349 (15-for-43) 
opponents batting average in the first inning, a 1.13 ERA (5 er in 39.2 ip) 
and .174 (23-for-132) opponents average in innings two through five and 
a 4.18 ERA (11 er in 23.2 ip) and .233 (21-for-90) opponents average from 
the sixth inning on.

STARTING AND RELIEVING: Is 1-6 with a 2.73 ERA (19 er in 62.2 ip) and 
.237 (54-for-228) opponents batting average in his 10 starting assignments 
compared to 0-0 with a 3.38 ERA and .135 opponents batting average in 
his five relief appearances…has walked 14 batters in 62.2 innings as a 
starter (2.01 per nine innings), nine in 10.2 innings in relief (7.59)…all five 
of his relief appearances came during his first stint

LOSING STREAK SNAPPED: Tossed seven shutout innings Aug. 4 
against Baltimore to snap a four-game losing streak that spanned five 
starts from June 30 to July 30 (3.00 ERA)…tossed at least five innings 
and allowed three runs or fewer in each start to become the sixth pitcher in 
Oakland history to toss at least five innings and allow three runs or fewer 
in five consecutive games without recording a win (last: Vin Mazzaro, Aug. 
3-26, 2010)…is the only one of those six pitchers with four losses during 
their streak.

IN RELIEF: Yielded at least one run in three of his five outings and walked 
two batters or more four times…allowed 1-of-2 (50.0%) inherited runners 
to score…first batters faced were 0-for-3 with a walk and hit by pitch…
tossed 4.1 innings in his first outing April 25 against Houston.

2015 START-BY-START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss 
to Colorado June 30 in Oakland…retired each of the first 10 batters he 
faced…lost his second consecutive 2-1 game July 5 against Seattle…
blanked the Mariners on three hits and a walk over the first five innings 
before allowing a two-run single to Smith in the sixth…had a no decision 
in the A’s 5-4 win at Cleveland July 11…had a 2-1 lead when he allowed a 
RBI single to Perez in the seventh and left after 6.1 innings with the scored 
tied 2-2…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss at San Francisco July 
25…allowed a solo home run to Bumgarner in the third inning but the A’s 
came back to tie the game in the fourth…allowed a RBI single to Duffy in 
the sixth inning for the loss…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 3-1 loss to 
Cleveland July 30 in Oakland…retired 18 of the final 21 batters he faced 
but Carrasco tossed a two-hitter for Cleveland…combined with Rodriguez 
and Abad on a seven-hit shutout in the A’s 5-0 win over Baltimore Aug. 4 in 
Oakland for his first win as an Athletic…tossed seven innings and allowed 
five of the hits while walking two…had a no decision in the A’s 5-4 win 
over Houston Aug. 9 in Oakland…struck out a career-high 10 batters and 
tossed a career-high 112 pitches in 6.2 innings…shut out the Astros over 
the first five innings to extend his scoreless streak to a career-high 18.0 
innings…left with the scored tied at 1-1…had a no decision in the A’s 4-3 
loss at Baltimore Aug. 15…tossed a career-high 8.0 innings…was the los-
ing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss to Tampa Bay Aug. 21…it marked the fourth 
time he started a game that the A’s lost 2-1.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 8-2 loss at Seattle on 
Aug. 26…yielded four runs, all in the first inning when the Mariners sent 
10 men to the plate…allowed a RBI single to Cruz, a RBI double to Smith  
and back-to-back RBI singles to Trumbo and Morrison…did not allow a run 

over his final 3.1 innings…was relieved by Mujica with the bases loaded 
and one out in the fifth and Mujica escaped the jam.

WITH NASHVILLE: Was 2-7 with a 3.65 ERA and .230 opponents batting 
average in 13 games, including 10 starts, in his Triple-A debut with Nash-
ville…allowed just one home run in 69.0 innings and that came to the third 
batter he faced in his first start…has a 68.0-inning, 282-batters faced Tri-
ple-A homerless streak…struck out 70 batters in 69.0 innings and issued 
19 walks (2.48 per nine innings) for a strikeout-to-walk ratio of 3.68…his 
.230 opponents batting average included a .228 (23-for-101) mark against 
left-handed hitters compared to .231 (36-for-156) against right-handers…

TOMORROW’S PROBABLE STARTING PITCHER
RHP Sonny Gray (13-7, 2.72 ERA): Is 1-1 with a 7.97 ERA in four starts 
in September…the highest single-month ERA of his career is 5.40 in June, 
2014…is now 5-5 with a 4.18 ERA in 15 career starts in the month…is 3-4 
with a 3.79 ERA in 12 starts since the All-Star Break after going 10-3 with 
a 2.04 ERA in 18 starts before the break…his career splits are 12-14 with 
a 3.39 ERA in 37 games after the break compared to 20-6 with a 2.40 ERA 
in 38 career appearances before the break…has 37 putouts, which is an 
Athletics single season record for pitchers and the most by a Major League 
pitcher since Kevin Brown had 41 for the Dodgers in 1999…had a no deci-
sion in his last start, a 10-6 A’s loss at Houston last Saturday (5.1 ip, 8 h, 5 
r, 5 er, 4 bb, 2 so)…was the winning pitcher in his only career appearance 
against San Francisco, a start in the A’s 6-1 win in Oakland on July 8, 2014 
(7.0 ip, 6 h, 1 r, 1 er, 1 bb, 8 so).
