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ABOUT THE A’S: The A’s are 10-10-3, which includes 4-4-3 in Mesa and 
6-6 on the road…this marks the third time in the last four years the A’s have 
played at least three tie games (13 ties total)…have not been more than 
one game over .500 or one game under .500 all spring…have finished with 
a winning record in each of the previous four springs…committed three er-
rors last night, their fifth game with three or more errors…have 13 errors in 
the last seven games and a Major League leading 34 overall…the pitching 
staff has issued 101 walks, which is the most in the majors…have allowed 
12 runs on 13 hits in each of the last two games and now have a 6.29 
ERA, which is third highest in the Cactus League…since 1990, the first 
year data is available, the A’s highest spring training ERA is 6.22 in 1999…
the offense is tied for fourth in the CL in fewest strikeouts (166) and ranks 
fifth in runs (143), slugging (.475) and on-base percentage (.353)…have 
the fewest stolen bases (9)…this is the A’s 48th Spring Training in Arizona 
and their second consecutive spring in Mesa after a 36-year absence…
after training in Bradenton, Florida in 1968, the A’s came west to Arizona in 
1969 and trained in Mesa from 1969-78…moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and 
then spent 33 seasons at Phoenix Municipal Stadium from 1982-2014…
are scheduled to play 32 games this spring, including 29 in Arizona and 
three in the Bay Area against the Giants (March 31-April 2)…the A’s went 
22-11-2 (.657) last spring, which was the second best record in the majors 
to Kansas City (20-10-1, .661)…the 22 wins tied the Oakland Spring Train-
ing record set in 2001.

YESTERDAY: The A’s lost to Texas here in Mesa, 12-1…Felix Doubront 
started for Oakland and allowed a run in the first inning, but Khris Davis 
homered in the second to tie the game…that would be the A’s only run of 
the game and Doubront allowed four runs in the fourth inning and two of 
the Rangers four runs in the fifth…Doubront allowed seven runs on seven 
hits and three walks in 4.0 innings and took the loss…Marc Rzepczynski 
tossed 1.1 scoreless innings of relief…Davis had two of the A’s seven hits.

A’s vs. ANGELS: This is the third and final meeting between the A’s and 
Angels this spring…the A’s have lost each of the first two games, both in 
Tempe…dropped an 8-2 decision in the Cactus League opener and lost 
6-5 on Tuesday…the A’s won all three games last spring, posting victories 
in Mesa on March 7 (8-7) and April 1 (4-1) and Tempe March 31 (13-10).

PLAYER NOTES: Yonder Alonso is 0-for-8 over his last three games 
after hitting .440 over his first 10 contests…Carson Blair (NR) is 1-for-9 
(.111) over his last eight games after going 3-for-8 (.375) over his first four 
contests…Billy Burns has hit safely in 10 of his last 11 games (14-for-
33, .424) and is now batting .381 (45-for-118) over the last two springs…
is tied for 10th in the Cactus League in stolen bases (4)…Billy Butler is 
9-for-23 (.391) over his last eight games after going 1-for-7 (.143) over 
his first four contests…has appeared in seven games at designated hitter 
and five at first base…Mark Canha has appeared in three games in left 
field, two at first base and one in center field (last night at Seattle)…Matt 
Chapman (NR) hit his fourth home run Monday at San Francisco, which 
is tied for fourth in the CL…Chris Coghlan had three hits Thursday night 
at Seattle and is 9-for-27 (.333) over his last nine games after going 1-for-
10 (.100) over his first four contests…has appeared in seven games at 
second base, two in right field and one each in center field, left field and 
third base…Coco Crisp has appeared in nine games in center field and 
two in left field…Khris Davis had his first home run and first multiple hit 
game of the spring last night against Texas…is now 6-for-15 (.400) over 
his last five games after going 4-for-22 (.182) over his first eight contests…
has appeared exclusively in left field on defense…Sam Fuld will miss the 
rest of the spring with sprained left shoulder…had four multiple hit games 
over his final six games (10-for-18, .556) and batted .417 in 10 games 
overall…Andrew Lambo had his fourth multiple hit game a week ago to-
day at Cleveland but is 2-for-11 (.182) in five games since then…has ap-
peared in 11 games in left field and three in right field…Jed Lowrie has 
hit safely in nine of his last 10 games (12-for-25, .480)…six of his last nine 
hits are for extra bases (five doubles, one triple) and he is tied for ninth 
in the CL in doubles (5)…made his first 11 appearances at second base

5-for-13 (.385) over his last four games…Josh Reddick has hit safely in 
each of his last six games (8-for-18, .444) and has reached base safely in 
each of his 12 contests…is tied for eighth in the CL in walks (7)…Marcus 
Semien is 6-for-27 (.222) over his last eight games after going 3-for-9 
(.333) over his first four contests…Jake Smolinski is 11-for-29 (.379) over 

his last 14 games after going 1-for-8 (.125) over his first five contests…
hit his first home run of the spring Wednesday night at Seattle and drove 
in four runs…Eric Sogard has appeared in nine games at shortstop and 
three at second base…Danny Valencia homered Tuesday at Los Angeles 
(AL) for the fifth time in his last seven games and is tied for second in the 
CL with five home runs…is also tied for sixth in total bases (31) and tied 
for 10th in RBI (11)…has made all 11 of his appearances at third base…
Stephen Vogt is 2-for-15 (.133) over his last six games after going 6-for-11 
(.545) with three home runs and seven RBI over his first five contests…has 
struck out just once in 30 plate appearances this spring

IN CAMP: The A’s have 39 active players in camp and one on the 60-
day disabled list (Jarrod Parker)…the total includes 32 players on the 40-
man roster, which is full, and seven non-roster invitees…the breakdown 
includes 18 pitchers, five catchers, eight infielders and eight outfielders.

A’s ON THE AIR: The A’s radio network and flagship station 95.7 FM The 
Game has five broadcasts remaining, including this Saturday and Sunday 
and all three games against San Francisco in the Bay Area next week…
Ken Korach returns for his 21st year in the broadcast booth and will be 
joined by Vince Cotroneo (11th) and Ray Fosse, who enters his 31st sea-
son in the booth…Comcast SportsNet California has one remaining game 
on April 2 against the Giants in Oakland…Glen Kuiper joins Fosse in the 
broadcast booth for that telecast…all games not broadcast over the air can 
be heard live via the club’s web site with Donny Baarns calling the action…
in addition, two of the remaining games will air in the Bay Area live on MLB 
Network, including today against the Angels and next Tuesday against the 
Cubs.
