» The Oakland A’s have lost 11 of their past 12 Opening Day games...that includes their Major League record 10-game Opening Day losing streak that they
snapped last year...are now 5-18 on Opening Day dating back to 1994.

* Rich Hill made his first career Opening Day start...at the age of 36 years, 24 days, he became the fourth oldest pitcher to start an opener in Oakland history
and the fifth oldest in Athletics history...is 0-2 with a 6.41 ERA (14 erin 19.2 ip) in 17 career appearances, including three starts, against Chicago-AL.

* Billy Butler (2-for-3, 2 2b) recorded his 31st career game of two or more doubles, his first since he also recorded two June 19, 2014 at Detroit...is a .288
(157-for-545) career hitter against the White Sox in 142 games.

e Jed Lowrie (1-for-3, 2 rbi, bb, 2 so) is a .311 (136-for-438) career hitter in the month of April, his best of any month.

* Josh Reddick (1-for-4, so) snapped a 0-for-13 hitless streak over his past four Opening Day starts with a single in the third inning.

* Marcus Semien (0-for-2, bb) has reached base safely in each of his last 24 games dating back to Sept. 6, 2015, which is the longest such streak of his

career.
