Sox at the Coliseum...that is Oakland’s longest home losing steak to Chicago since Aug. 3, 1989-Sept. 18, 1990 when they also dropped six straight.

Chris Bassitt made his first career start and appearance against the White Sox.
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Jed Lowrie (2-for-5, 2 rbi, 2 so) is a .312 (138-for-443) career hitter in the month of April, his best of any month.
Marcus Semien (2-for-3) has reached base safely in each of his last 25 games dating back to Sept. 6, 2015, which is the longest such streak of his career.
