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ABOUT THE A’S: Lost three of four at Detroit to start the week to fall from
a tie for first place in the American League West to sole possession of
fourth place...trail first place Texas by a season-high tying 12 games...
have lost five of their last six games after winning a season-high six con-
secutive games from April 16 to 22...are 11-12 for the season and the 11
wins are two more than the A’'s April win total from last year...need to win
each of the two remaining games this month to avoid finishing with a losing
record in April for the second consecutive season (9-14 in 2015)...have
spent one day in sole possession of first place, five days tied for first, four
days in second, four days tied for second, three days in third, three days
tied for third, two days in fourth and three days tied for fourth.

HOME AND AWAY: The A's begin a six-game homestand tonight against
Houston (three games) and Seattle (three games)...these mark the A's
only six home games during a 25-game stretch from April 19 to May 15...
went 2-4 on the last homestand against Los Angeles-AL (0-3) and Kansas
City (2-1) and are 3-7 at home, which is the worst home record in the Amer-
ican League and third worst in the majors (Atlanta, 1-12; Miami, 2-7)...it
matches the second worst home record after 10 games in Oakland history
(fifth time, last in 2015)...have lost 18 of their last 24 home games dating
back to Sept. 1, 2015...have played 38 consecutive home series of three
or more games without a sweep, which is the longest such streak in Oak-
land history (previous: 35, May 13, 1983-Aug. 1, 1984)...have not swept a
series of three or more games in the Coliseum since July 3-6, 2014 against
