season series against the Yankees...are 3-3 on this seven-game homestand against Texas (3-0) and New York-AL (0-3).
* Sean Manaea was charged with his second loss in his fifth start of the season and of his career since being selected from Triple-A Nashville on April 29...is
now 1-2 with a 7.62 ERA (22 er in 26 ip).
* Billy Burns (1-for-3, bb) is 7-for-23 (.304) with two doubles and two triples in six games this year against the Yankees...has hit safely in 11 of his 13 career
games games against New York-AL (19-for-55, .345).
Coco Crisp (1-for-4) extended his hitting streak to five games (5-for-21 during that span)...is batting .271 (23-for-85) with 13 RBI over his last 22 games
Chris Coghlan (0-for-4, so) is hitless in his last 11 at-bats and is 1-for-19 in his last six games.
Khris Davis (0-for-3, so) left the game with tightness in his right forearm after six innings.
Matt McBride (0-for-3, r, so, bb) had his two-game hitting streak snapped and is 4-for-16 (.250) in six games, including five starts, since being recalled from
Triple-A Nashville on May 13.
* Danny Valencia (0-for-3, rbi, so, sf) had his four-game hitting streak snapped...was 7-for-17 (.412) during that span...is 16-for-42 (.381) with nine runs, six
home runs and 13 RBI in 12 games since his return from the disabled list on May 6.
