have three winning streaks of four or more games this year and four losing
streaks of four or more games...are 5-7 over the last 12 games and 10-8
over the last 18 contests...are 24-29 (.453) for the season, which is tied for
the third worst record in the American League...are in a tie for fourth place
in the AL West for the sixth consecutive day and are 7%2 games behind first
place Texas...have spent one day in sole possession of first place, five
days tied for first, four days in second, four days tied for second, 14 days
in third, seven days tied for third, 14 days in fourth and nine days tied for
fourth.

4.69 since 1998 (4.81)...Khris Davis leads the A’'s with 14 home runs and
Oakland has not had a player with 40 home runs since Jason Giambi hit
43 in 2000...Rich Hill has eight wins and the A's have not had a 20-game
winner since Barry Zito won 23 in 2002...Hill has 74 strikeouts, which puts
him on pace for 226...the only pitcher in Oakland history to fan more than
205 batters in a season is Vida Blue (301 in 1971).
