» The Oakland A’s have lost four of their last five games and 11 of their last 14...are 1-4 this season against the Angels and have lost eight of their last 10
overall against Los Angeles-AL...fell to 15-20 (.429) at home...dropped to 11-16 (.407) against division opponents...are 2-4 on this nine-game homestand
against Texas (1-3), Los Angeles-AL (1-1) and Milwaukee (two games).
The A’s have committed eight errors in the last six games and 11 in the last 12 to bring their season total to 48.
Andrew Triggs made his first Major League start of his career...made his first appearance against the Angels.
Billy Burns (1-for-4, r) is 6-for-22 (.273) in his last five games.
Jed Lowrie (1-for-4) is batting .278 (22-for-79) in 20 starts at second base since being reinstated from the 15-day disabled list May 25.
Danny Valencia (1-for-3, rbi, bb, so) is batting .346 (44-for-127) with 10 home runs and 25 RBI in 34 games since being reinstated from the disabled list May 6.
» Stephen Vogt (1-for-3, 2b, bb, so) is batting .309 (25-for-81) with nine RBI over his last 22 games...hit his team-leading 15th double of the season.

» The Los Angeles Angels have won three of their last four contests...have won six of the last seven games at the Coliseum and are 8-2 in the last 10
matchups against the A’s...improved to 13-11 (.542) against division opponents...are now 15-18 (.455) on the road...are 1-1 on this six-game road trip against
Oakland (1-1) and Houston (three games).

e Tim Lincecum won his first Major League game since defeating Seattle on June 6, 2015 (6-2)...made his first start of the season and Angels debut since
signing with Los Angeles-AL on May 20...had not pitched in a Major League game since June 27, 2015 with San Francisco...is 6-3 with a 2.60 ERA (21 erin
72.2 ip) in 11 career starts against Oakland...today marked his first start against the A's since May 29, 2013, and first in Oakland since June 22, 2012.

e C.J. Cron (3-for-5, 2b, so) recorded his 13th multi-hit and fifth three-hit game this season.

* Yunel Escobar (3-for-5, 2b, rbi) is batting .335 (54-for-161) with 11 doubles, 12 RBI and 20 runs over his last 41 games...recorded his fifth three-hit game and
27th multi-hit game this season.

* Johnny Giavotella (1-for-5, 2 r, hr, rbi) extended his hitting streak to seven games...is 11-for-28 (.393) during that span.

e Mike Trout (2-for-5, r, hr, 3 rbi, so) snapped an 0-for-9 hitless streak with a solo homer in the fourth inning...has 12 homers in 40 games at the Coliseum since
2012, the most by any visiting player during that time...has 28 RBI and 34 runs over that span.

e Albert Pujols (2-for-5, r) passed Chipper Jones for 59th on the all-time hits list with 2,727 after his 17th multi-hit game this season.
