ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost six of the last eight games...are 9-8 over
the first 17 days of this 20-day stretch without a day off that takes the A's
into the All-Star Break...are 24-37 (.393) since the start of May after going
13-12 (.520) in April...are 37-49 (.430) for the season, which is the fourth
worst record in the American League...are in fourth place in the AL West
for the 14th consecutive day...have spent one day in sole possession of
first place, five days tied for first, four days in second, four days tied for
second, 15 days in third, eight days tied for third, 29 days in fourth, nine
days tied for fourth and 20 days in fifth.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have gone 13
consecutive games without an error, to set the
Athletics franchise record for longest errorless
streak...broke the previous mark of 12 from June
3-15, 2002...made 53 errors over the first 73
games...are tied for third in the American League
in double plays (89)...A’s outfielders have nine
assists, which is tied with San Francisco and St.
Louis for the fewest in the majors.

BEFORE THE ALL-STAR BREAK: The A's are 37-49 (.430), which is cur-
rently tied for the fifth worst record in Oakland history prior to the All-Star
Break...it is the worst since 2009 (37-49, .430)...are 15%2 games out of first
place in the American League West...since divisional play began in 1969,
the A’s largest deficits in the West at the All-Star Break are 30%: (1979), 19
(2001), 152 (1986), 15 (1977) and 13 (1997)...have a 4.74 ERA and have
not had an ERA above 4.24 since 2000 (4.80)...have allowed 103 home
runs, which is fourth most in Oakland history (114 in 1997, 111 in 1996,
105 in 1994)...have 645 strikeouts, which is fourth most in Oakland history
(728 in 2014, 680 in 2015, 650 in 2013)...the offense has 213 walks and
the fewest in Oakland history in a non-strike season is 248 in 1980.

PITCHING: The A’'s have compiled a 5.87 ERA (58 er in 89.0 ip) over the
last 10 games after posting a 3.65 ERA over the previous 11 contests...
have a 4.74 ERA for the season, which is second highest in the American
League...also have the second highest opponents on-base percentage
(.337) and fourth highest opponents batting average (.271) and slugging
percentage (.438).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed one run in three
of the last four games (9 er in 23.2 ip, 3.42 ERA), but are 2-5 with a 6.14
ERA (30 er in 44.0 ip) over the last eight games...are 23-39 with a 5.05
ERA (259 er in 461.1 ip) for the season...the losses are tied with San Di-
ego for the most in the majors...have the third fewest innings pitched in the
American League, the third highest ERA and are tied for the third fewest
wins...have issued the second most walks (181) but have surrendered the
third fewest home runs (66)...are one of five AL teams without a complete
game and the A’s streak of 137 consecutive games without a complete
game is second longest in Athletics history (151, July 9, 2008-July 5, 2009)
and the second longest active streak in the AL (Baltimore, 270)...have
used 11 different starting pitchers, which is the most in the AL and tied for
fourth most in the majors.

OFFENSE: The A's have scored four runs or fewer in each of the last sev-
en games (18 runs, 2.6 per game) after scoring six runs or more in each
of the previous seven contests (54 runs, 7.7 per game)...have scored 353

FOR STARTERS: Was selected from Triple-A Nashville June 11 and is
scheduled to make his sixth start of the season and his career...it will be
just his second start at night and his second against an American League
team...made his Major League debut June 11 at Cincinnati after just 43
minor league appearances, including 34 starts, in three professional sea-
sons...had not pitched above Single-A prior to this year...became the 46th
pitcher in Oakland history to start in his ML debut (Overton became the
47th)...is the first of those to take the loss since Brett Anderson on April
10, 2009 against Seattle.

LOSSES: Was charged with his fourth loss in his last start and is the sec-

FOUR RUNS OR FEWER AND FOUR LOSSES: Has allowed four runs
or fewer while tossing five innings or more in each of his first five career
starts...since 1913, the only other Major League pitcher to do that and lose
at least four of those games is Tony Armas, who went 0-4 with a 2.97 ERA
over his first five career starts with Montreal from Aug. 16, 1999-May 30,
2000.

STRIKEOUTS: Has 31 strikeouts in 31.0 innings
over the first five starts of his career...since
1913, his 31 strikeouts are tied for second most
by an A’s pitcher over the first five games of his
career to Tim Hudson (33 in 1999)...Hudson has
the most after six games with 40.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .197
(12-for-61) batting average against right-handed
hitters compared to .286 (16-for-56) against left-
handers...has yielded just one extra base hit
(home run) and issued four walks against right-
ies for a .503 OPS...has an .876 OPS against lefties...has a .183 (15-for-

THIS AND THAT: Received eight runs of support in his lone win on June
27 at San Francisco...has a total of five runs of support in his four losses
(23.1 ip, 1.93 RSA)...has not allowed a run in the first, second or fourth
innings...is the eighth starting pitcher in Oakland history to allow to allow
three runs or fewer in each of his first four starts, the first since A.J. Griffin
in 2012...was charged with the loss in each of his first three starts to join
Brad Rigby (1997) and Mike Morgan (1978) as the only three pitchers in
Oakland history to lose each of the first three games of their career...is just
the fourth Major League pitcher since 1913 to lose each of his first three
career games while allowing three runs or fewer in each game...the others
are Duane Pillette (1949 Yankees), Jim McAndrew (1968 Mets) and Kyle
Drabek (2010 Blue Jays).

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in his Major League debut, a 2-1
A's loss at Cincinnati June 11...at the age of 23 years, 113 days, he be-
came the youngest A’s pitcher to start a game since Trevor Cahill on June
19, 2011 (23 years, 110 days)...tossed 104 pitches, which at the time tied
for second most by an A’s pitcher in his ML debut since pitch counts were
tracked beginning in 1988 (Mazzaro, 105 on June 2, 2009)...the A’s scored
a run in the first and he blanked the Reds on three hits and a walk over the
first two innings...struck out the first batter he faced (Cozart)...allowed his
only runs in the third inning on a two-run home run by Bruce...was relieved
by Dull after 5.2 innings with the A’s trailing 2-1.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 5-1 loss to Texas
June 16 in Oakland...shutout the Rangers on a hit and a walk over the first
six innings and had retired 15 straight when he allowed a leadoff home run
to Desmond in the seventh...an Alonso error contributed to an unearned
run later in the inning and he was relieved by Dull with the bases loaded
and one out in the seventh and the A’s trailing 2-1...Dull struck out the final
two batters in the inning...Colby Lewis retired the first 23 Athletics before
Alonso walked in the eighth and had a no-hitter until Muncy doubled to
lead off the ninth.
