OAKLAND NOTES

* The Oakland A’s snapped their three-game losing streak, but are still 2-8 in their last 10 games...have won eight of their last 12 one-run games and are now
17-17 (.500) for the season...improved to 25-32 (.439) at home and 32-37 (.464) at night...snapped a five-game losing streak in the first game of a series and
are now 20-18 (.526) in such games...tied the season series with Baltimore 2-2, but are still 257-261 against Baltimore since moving to Oakland in 1968...are
1-3 on this 10-game homestand against Chicago-NL (0-3), Baltimore (1-0) and Seattle (three games).

* A’s pitchers have allowed 25 home runs in the past 13 games...have compiled a 5.31 ERA (46 er in 78.0 ip) over the last nine games...A’s starting pitchers
are 1-7 with a 7.93 ERA (42 er in 47.2 ip) in the last 10 games...Ryan Dull has a 1.31 ERA (5 er in 34.1 ip) over his last 34 games (since May 25).

* Kendall Graveman is 7-1 with a 3.67 ERA (33 er in 81.0 ip) over his last 13 starts...is 4-3 with a 2.73 ERA (18 er in 59.1 ip) in nine starts at home...is 3-3 with
a4.21 ERA (17 erin 36.1 ip) six starts against AL East competition...is 1-2 with a 7.08 ERA (16 er in 20.1 ip) in six career appearances, including four starts,
against the Orioles.

* Billy Butler (2-for-4, rbi, so) is batting .336 (39-for-116) with 22 RBI over his last 43 games (since May 28).

e Coco Crisp (1-for-3, 2b, bb) is a .303 (92-for-304) career hitter against Baltimore...seven of his last 11 (three doubles, one triple, one homer) and 19 of his
last 36 (11 doubles, three triples, five homers) are for extra bases.

* Khris Davis (1-for-4, 2b) is batting .222 (24-for-108) over his last 28 games but 13 of the 24 hits are for extra bases (five doubles, eight homers)...is batting
.292 (73-for-250) at night.

» Stephen Vogt (2-for-3, 2 r, hr, 2 rbi, bb) has hit nine home runs this season, all solo shots off of right-handed pitchers...recorded his 24th multi-hit game.

» The Baltimore Orioles have lost three of their last five and eight of their last 13 games...are now 44-35 (.557) at night...fell to 24-31 (.436) on the road and
10-17 (.370) against AL West competition...are now 9-11 in series openers on the road and 4-6 when playing on Mondays...are 2-2 in the season series with
the A’'s and 260-258 (.502) all-time against Oakland...are 2-2 on this 10-game road trip to Chicago-AL (2-1), Oakland (0-1), and San Francisco (four games).

e Kevin Gausman is 2-3 with a 3.64 ERA (12 er in 29.2 ip) over his last five games...has not won a game on the road as a starter since defeating Cleveland on
August 17, 2014...is 0-8 with a 5.37 ERA (38 er in 63.2 ip) in 12 road starts this season...is 3-19 with a 5.56 ERA (110 er in 178.0 ip) on the road in his career
as a starter...is 3-8 with a 4.21 ERA (41 er in 87.2 ip) in 15 career outings, including 14 starts, against AL West competition...is 1-2 with a 4.24 ERA (8 er in
17.0 ip) in three career starts against Oakland.

e J.J. Hardy (1-for-3, r) has hit safely in each of his last five games (7-for-17, .412)...is batting .343 (36-for-105) over his last 30 games.
e Adam Jones (3-for-4) has hit safely in each of the four games on the current road trip (9-for-18, .500)...recorded his seventh three-hit and 15th multi-hit game.
e Manny Machado (1-for-3, r, hr, 2 rbi, sf) is batting .367 (11-for-30) over his last seven games...has four home runs in the past two games.
* Hyun-Soo Kim (1-for-4, so) extended his hitting streak to a season-high 10 games (12-for-37, .324).
