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ABOUT THE A’S: The A's have now lost six of their last seven games
and are 6-15 over the last 21 games...have the fourth worst record in the
American League and it matches the 2015 A’s for the fifth worst record
after 123 games in Oakland history...with a loss today, the A's would keep
pace with last year’s team for the fifth worst record in Oakland history after
124 games...are in fourth place in the AL West and trail first place Texas by
a season-high tying 19%2 games...have been in fourth or worse every day
since June 3...have spent one day in sole possession of first place, five
days tied for first, four days in second, four days tied for second, 15 days
in third, eight days tied for third, 52 days in fourth, 16 days tied for fourth
and 30 days in fifth.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 5-12 with a 6.15 ERA (72
erin 105.1 ip) and .290 (127-for-438) opponents batting average over the
last 20 games...have tossed fewer than 5.0 innings eight times over that
span and have 37 such games for the season, which are the most in the
majors and the most by an A's team since 1999, when they also had 37...
are 33-54 with a 5.12 ERA (380 er in 667.1 ip) for the season...have the
second fewest innings pitched in the American League, are tied for the
most losses, have the second highest ERA and the second fewest wins...
however, have not walked a batter in nine of the last 15 games (12 bb in
85.0 ip, 1.27 walks per nine innings).

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 5.29 ERA (46 er in 78.1 ip) over the

Ladendorf, Lambo, Lowrie, Parker, Phegley, Rodriguez, Sogard), includ-
ing 11 on the 60-day DL (all but Doolittle, Gray, Hahn and Ladendorf)...
prior to this year, had not had more than 11 players on the DL at once...
