& Friday marked the most runs Boston had ever scored
in Oakland and was the club’s highest run total in any
road game since 6/11/11 at TOR (W, 16-4).

WELL, FOR STARTERS: Boston's starters have a 3.48 ERA
in the club’s last 49 games since 7/9, which ranks 2nd in MLB
behind only the Cubs (2.72)...No team has received more in-
nings from its starters than Boston has in that span (308.0).

RICK'S ROLLIN': Rick Porcello (18-3) leads the majors in
