Chacin’s Career Highlights

2014: Had an injury plagued season that resulted in him making just 11 starts at the Major League level...
Began 2014 on the DL (right shoulder strain) before being reinstated on 5/4...Placed on DL again on 6/30
(right shoulder inflammation) and would spend the remainder of the season on the DL...His 11 starts and 63.1
innings pitched were his lowest in any of his five full Major League seasons (since 2010)...Made his season-
debut on 5/4 vs. NYM, and went 5.0 innings and allowed four runs as the Rockies lost 5-1...His first quality
start of the season came in his next time out on 5/9 at CIN as he allowed two runs on four hits over 6.0 innings
(ND)...Did not allow more than four runs in each of his first seven starts but the Rockies scored 10 combined
runs of support in those starts (2.33 RSA)...His first and only win of 2014 came on 6/12 vs. ATL as the Rockies
won 10-3 and he went 7.0 innings of shutout, two-hit baseball...Took the loss in his next three starts before
being placed on the disabled list on 6/30...He was later transferred to the 60-day DL on 7/4 through the end
of the season...On 6/12 vs. ATL, he became the seventh pitcher in franchise history to hit the 500 strikeout
mark in a Rockies uniform, joining Ubaldo Jimenez, Pedro Astacio, Jeff Francis, Jorge De La Rosa, Jason
Jennings and Aaron Cook...He was the 141st active pitcher to join the 500 strikeout society...With his start on
5/9 at CIN, he made his 100th career start, all with the Rockies...He became the ninth Rockie to have ever
started at least 100 games and 95th active pitcher with at least 100 starts.

2013: Set career highs in wins (14) and innings pitched (197.1) while starting a career-high-tying 31 games
for the Rockies...Compiled a 14-10 record with a 3.47 ERA (76ER/197.1 IP) and 19 quality starts...Placed on
the disabled list on 4/20 with a left lower back strain and was reinstated on 5/5...His 31 starts were tied with
teammate Juan Nicasio for most starts while his 126 strikeouts led the team...Became the third-youngest Rockie
pitcher to open the season as the team’s Opening Day starter at the age of 25 years and 84 days old and went
6.2 innings and allowed one run on three hits with six strikeouts in the no-decision at MIL on 4/1...David Nied
in 1993 (24 years, 104 days) and Jason Jennings in 2003 (24 years, 258 days) were the only other younger
Opening Day starters over the franchise’s 21 Opening Days...Forced opponents to ground into 30 double plays,
the second-most by an NL pitcher, trailing only Adam Wainwright (32)...Twenty of those came at Coors Field,
which led all pitchers for GIDPs at home...In the first “half’ of the season, established a career-best five-game
winning streak (6/11-7/4)...During the streak that spanned five games, he tossed 34.1 combined innings and
allowed just eight runs (2.10 ERA) and 30 hits...Became the second Rockies pitcher that season to have a five-
game winning streak (De La Rosa, 5/7-6/2)...Set a new record for the longest a pitcher has taken a no-hitter
in a game at Coors Field on 8/28 vs. SF (previous 6.1 no-hit innings by John Thomson 5/2/02 vs. PIT)...Took
a no-hitter into the seventh inning before Brandon Crawford broke up the bid with a two-out single...He also
matched Jorge De La Rosa (5/12 at STL) for the longest a Rockies pitcher took a no-hitter on the season.

2012: Made 14 starts in his fourth season with Colorado...The right-hander made 82 career appearances,
67 starts, all for Colorado, before his 25th birthday...Began the season allowing 20 runs over 24.2 innings in
five starts before being placed on the disabled list with right shoulder inflammation...Returned from the DL on
8/21 vs. LAD after spending 97 games on the disabled...In his final nine starts after his return from the DL, he
went 3-2 with a 2.84 ERA (14 ER/44.1 IP), tossing at least 5.0 innings in six of those starts...Opponents hit
.288 (80-for-278) against him in 2012, the highest mark against him in his career (.227 in 2010, .231 in 2011)...
Left-handers batted .293 (43-for-147), while right-handers hit .282 (37-for-131)...0n his way back from the DL,
made five starts at three different levels of the Rockies system, including one start at High-A Modesto and
two at both Double-A Tulsa and Triple-A Colorado Springs...Between the three stops he went 1-3 with a 5.40
ERA (15 ER/25.0 IP), seven walks and 13 strikeouts...At the season’s conclusion, he was one of 18 pitchers
who have thrown at least 200.0 innings at Coors Field over the stadium’s 19-year history.

2011: Was the only Rockies starter to stay in the Club’s rotation throughout the entire 2011 season...Led
Colorado with 31 starts, 18 quality starts, 11 wins, 14 losses, 150 strikeouts and 194.0 innings pitched...
Additionally, his 3.62 ERA and .231 opponent batting average were both second-lowest among Rockies
starters (De La Rosa - 3.51, .222)...His 6.96 strikeouts per 9.0 innings pitched were the 10th-best mark for
a single-season in Rockies history...Tossed two complete games, the first coming 4/15 vs. CHI, where he

earned the win in the shutout, allowing just six hits and striking out seven...His second came in a loss on 8/11
at CIN when he allowed just two runs on six hits and a season-high nine strikeouts, but the Rockies would
give him just one run of support...His 3.62 ERA in what was his first full Major League season represented
the third-lowest ERA in a single full season for a Rockies starter in franchise history....Tossed his first career
shutout in his third start of the season, 4/15 vs. CHI...With his start 9/9 vs. CIN, he became one of 20 pitchers
in franchise history to have made at least 50 starts.

2010: Among National League rookies, finished second with 138 strikeouts, third with an opponents’
batting average of .237, tied for third with nine wins and fourth with 21 starts, an ERA of 3.28 and 137.1
innings pitched...Set the Rockies rookie record for most strikeouts in a rookie season with 138 and had the
lowest ERA (3.28) by a Rockies starter in his rookie season...From 8/17 through the end of the season, he
went 4-2 with a 1.44 ERA (8 ER/50. 0 IP)...In his 10 losses as a starter, the Rockies gave him just 17 runs
of support...Tossed his fourth 7.0-plus inning shutout on 9/18 at LAD, tying a team record for 7.0-plus inning
shutouts in a rookie season...Became the first Rockies rookie to toss 7.0 shutout innings in a start since
Denny Stark also did so 9/24/02 at LAD...Became the third Rockies rookie to allow just one hit over 7.0
shutout innings, as both Jennings (8/1/02 at PIT) and Stark (9/24/02 at LAD) did so.

2009: Began the season with Double-A Tulsa in the Texas League...Called up to Colorado for his MLB
debut in late July...Later made four starts for Triple-A Colorado Springs in August before returning to the big
leagues for the stretch run in September...Following that start, went 7-3 with 2.71 ERA (25 ER/83.0 IP) in his
final 14 starts for the Drillers before being summoned to the Majors on 7/24; made MLB debut the next night
on 7/25 vs. SF, tossing a scoreless inning with a walk and two strikeouts in the Rockies’ 8-2 victory...Made
his first MLB start 8/11 vs. PIT and took his first loss after allowing four runs on one hit and six walks in 2.2
innings...Following that start he was optioned to Colorado Springs...Made his Triple-A debut 8/18 at Oklahoma
City, pitching the first 5.1 frames of a combined no-hitter for the Sky Sox...Returned to the Majors on 9/8 and
made three appearances for the Rockies in the final month of the season...Held Major League hitters to a
.167 (6-for-36) average...Following the Minor League season, was named to the Texas League Postseason
All-Star team...Was also named the Rockies fourth-best prospect by Baseball America following the season.
