MONDAY'S TRANSACTION: Monday the Reds claimed off waivers from the Braves 1B/OF Christian Walker and 
designated RHP Jumbo Diaz for assignment. The Reds 40-man roster remains at 40. There are 64 players in Major 
League camp. His uniform number is 83.

STREAKING: Arismendy Alcantara has played SS (4g), 2B (3g), CF (2g) and 3B (1g)...hit safely in 3 of his last 5 
apps (3-11, .273, 1 3b, 1hr, 4rbi)...Zack Cozart hit safely in 3 of his 4 apps...homered in his first plate appearance of the 
spring...Brandon Dixon has played 1B (2g), 2B (3g), 3B (4g), LF (1g) and RF (1g)...Billy Hamilton has a 4-game hitting 
streak (4-11, .364)...Dilson Herrera has hit safely in 5 of his 8 apps...has made all 6 of his starts at DH and has yet to 
play defense...Hernan Iribarren has hit safely in 8 of his 11 apps...has played 1B (1g), 2B (6g) and 3B (4g)...Patrick 
Kivlehan has hit safely in 8 of his 11 apps overall (8-13, .615, 1 2b, 1 3b, 1hr, 3rbi)...yesterday snapped his 6-game 
hitting streak was the longest by a Reds batter all spring...has played 1B (3g), 3B (4g), LF (2g) and RF (3g)...José 
Peraza has hit safely in 5 of his 7 of his apps, including a streak of 4-hit games snapped in his most recent appearance

inflammation...RHP Drew Storen has 98 career saves...1B Joey Votto has 221 career HR, 1 shy of tying Jason Bay 
for fourth-most by a player born in Canada (Larry Walker 383, Matt Stairs 265, Justin Morneau 247).

(2010), 63 (2009), 65 (2008), 58 (2007), 63 (2006), 55 (2005), 56 (2004), 64 (2003), 70 (2002), 58 (2001), 72 (2000), 54 
(1999), 51 (1998), 55 (1997) and 59 (1996) players.

OUT OF OPTIONS: Players on the 40-man roster out of options include IF/OF Arismendy Alcantara, RHP Homer 
Bailey, LHP Tony Cingrani, RHP Scott Feldman and RHP Blake Wood.

WBC NEWS: The fourth World Baseball Classic is under way with Pool A games at Seoul, South Korea’s Gocheok 
Sky Dome featuring Chinese Taipei, Israel, Korea and the Kingdom of the Netherlands...Pool B includes Australia, 
China, Cuba and Japan playing at the Tokyo Dome in Tokyo, Japan...Pool C is based at Miami’s Marlins Park with 
teams from Canada, Colombia, Dominican Republic and United States...Estadio Charros de Jalisco in Jalisco, 
Mexico is hosting games in Pool D in a bracket that feature Italy, Mexico, Puerto Rico and Venezuela....second round 
games will be played at Tokyo Dome and San Diego’s Petco Park, with the tournament semifinals and final to be held 
at Dodger Stadium in Los Angeles...Japan won the first 2 World Baseball Classics (2006, 2009) and Dominican 
Republic the most recent edition (2013)...the 16 rosters released in February included 63 Major League All-Stars, 
including 25 All-Stars from 2016, 4 league MVPs (Miguel Cabrera, Buster Posey, Andrew McCutchen, Justin 
Morneau) and 3 Cy Young Award winners (Felix Hernandez, Bartolo Colon, Eric Gagne)...20 players off those 
original rosters competed in each of the first 3 WBC events.

REDS IN WBC: Reds players on World Baseball Classic rosters include RHP Scott Feldman (Israel), C Shawn 
Zarraga (Spain) and OF Sebastian Elizalde (Mexico)...other members of the organization participating in the WBC 
include athletic trainers Richard Stark (Dominican Republic), Tomas Vera (Venezuela) and Clete Sigwart (Venezuela).

YOUNG GUNS: Over the last 2 seasons, rookie pitchers started 166 of the Reds’ 324 games (51%), including a club 
record 110 games in 2015 and 56 games in 2016...the Reds finished the 2015 season with 64 consecutive starts 
by rookie pitchers, a modern Major League record for consecutive starts by rookie pitchers...during Bryan Price’s 
3-year tenure as manager, rookie pitchers started 174 of the Reds’ 486 games (36%).
