TODAY’S STARTER: RHP JUNIOR GUERRA (2-0, 1.80)

RHP Junior Guerra, 32, is making his fifth start of the spring.....Guerra, who will start on Opening Day vs. Colorado, was named Brewers 

Most Valuable Pitcher last season as he went 9-3 with a 2.81 ERA in 20 starts.....he produced 12 quality starts.....the team went 14-6 

in his starts.....opponents batted just .213.....Guerra was on the 15-day disabled list from 8/8-9/1, retroactive to 8/4, with right elbow 

inflammation.....he went 7-3 with a 2.93 ERA in 17 starts prior to his DL stint (107.1ip, 35er) and 2-0 with a 1.88 ERA after being reinstated 

(14.1ip, 3er).....Guerra was claimed off waivers from Chicago-AL on 10/7/15.....he was the first player acquistion by David Stearns as 

Brewers GM.....bio is on p. 95 of the media guide.
