WELCOME TO THE REDS FAMILY: Major League Baseball and the Reds have a new home in Nashville, on ESPN
94.9 Game 2 (WBUZ-D3)...more than 130 Reds games this season will be broadcast in Nashville.

YOUNG GUNS: Over the last 2 seasons, rookie pitchers started 166 of the Reds’ 324 games (51%), including a club
record 110 games in 2015 and 56 games in 2016...the Reds finished the 2015 season with 64 consecutive starts
by rookie pitchers, a modern Major League record for consecutive starts by rookie pitchers...during Bryan Price’s
3-year tenure as manager, rookie pitchers started 174 of the Reds’ 486 games (36%).

M*A*S*H: In the last 3 seasons, 36 different Reds players made 57 apps on the disabled list...only 21 times in his 3
seasons as manager has Bryan Price been able to start his “projected” lineup (12 times in 2014, 5 times in 2015, 4
times in 2016)...last year’s "projected" lineup of C Devin Mesoraco, 1B Joey Votto, 2B Brandon Phillips, 3B Eugenio
Suarez, SS Zack Cozart, LF Adam Duvall, CF Billy Hamilton and RF Jay Bruce played together for the fourth and
final time on 4/11.

THE SKIPPER...: Bryan Price is in his fourth season as a Major League manager...the Reds went 76-86 in his inaugural
2014 season, 64-98 in 2015 and 68-94 last year...before he became manager spent the previous 4 seasons on Dusty
Baker’s staff as pitching coach...before joining the Reds spent the previous 10 seasons as pitching coach for the
Mariners (2000-2005) and Diamondbacks (2006-2009).
