road record in the majors (PHI, 9-27/.250)...are 1-3 on this six-game road
trip to Tampa Bay (1-3) and Miami (two games)...went 2-5 on the last road
trip and have lost 21 of the last 27 road games...return home following
the game tomorrow for an eight-game homestand against New York-AL
(four games) and Houston (four games)...went 3-3 on the last homestand
against Washington (1-2) and Toronto (2-1) and have won 16 of the last 24
home games...are 6-2-2 in home series compared to 1-9-0 in road series.
