June 17, 1978: Ron Guidry strikes
out 18 California Angels in a four-hit,
4-0 shutout, setting a single-game
club record that still stands. His 18
strikeouts also set a single-game AL
record for left-handed pitchers, since
broken by Randy Johnson (19K).
