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ABOUT THE A’S: Have lost four straight after winning four in a row and 
are now 31-42 (.425) for the season…that is the worst record in the Ameri-
can League and fifth worst in the majors…the 11 games under .500 are 
tied for a season high (27-38 on June 14)…are in fifth place in the AL West 
for the 24th consecutive day and trail first place Houston by a season-high 
18½ games …the only other times in Oakland history the A’s have trailed 
by at least 18½ games before the end of June were in 1979 (23 games on 
June 30) and 2001 (21 games on June 26)…have spent one day tied for 
first this year, seven days in second, six days tied for second, 13 days in 
third, four days tied for third, 14 days in fourth, four days tied for fourth and 
32 days in fifth.

FOUR-GAME SERIES: The A’s were swept in a four-game series against 
Houston after sweeping a four-game series from New York (AL) to start 
the homestand…over the last 106 years, the only time the A’s have played 
back-to-back four-game series and recorded a sweep in one series while 
getting swept in another was in 1977 when they were swept by Texas 
(Sept. 23-25) before sweeping Kansas City (Sept. 26-28)…were last swept 
in a four-game series by New York (AL) last year in Oakland from May 19-
22…the sweep of  New York (AL) to start this homestand snapped a streak 
of 26 consecutive series without a sweep…it was the A’s first sweep since 
Sept. 12-15, 2016 at Kansas City and the first in Oakland since May 30-
June 1, 2016 against Minnesota.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s have lost each of their last four games, which 
is their longest home losing streak of the season (previous: April 14-17)…
are 22-17 (.564) at home compared to 9-25 (.265) on the road…have the 
second worst road record (PHI, 9-28/.243)…went 4-4 on the most recent 
eight-game homestand against New York-AL (4-0) and Houston (0-4) after 
going 3-3 on the last homestand…today marks the first day of a six-game 
road trip to Chicago-AL (three games) and Houston (three games)…went 
1-5 on the last road trip to Tampa Bay (1-3) and Miami (0-2) and have lost 
23 of the last 29 road games…have lost nine consecutive series on the 
road, which is tied for the third longest such streak in Oakland history…it is 
the longest since May 16-July 9, 1986 when they also lost nine in a row…
the two longest are 13 (May 11-July 26, 1979) and 11 (June 14-Aug. 14, 
1977)…are 7-3-2 in home series compared to 1-10-0 in road series.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s are 12-23 (.343) against Ameri-
can League West competition compared to 19-19 (.500) against all other 
teams…have the second worst intra-division record in the AL (KC, 9-18, 
.333)…are batting .224 (256-for-1142) and are averaging 3.69 runs per 
game (129 r in 35 games) against the West compared to .256 and 4.84 
runs per game against everyone else.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have committed a Major League leading 
68 errors, which is 12 more than any other team (MIL, 56)…the errors have 
led to a ML leading 47 unearned runs (ATL, 41)…had just 43 unearned 
runs all last year…have eight outfield assists, which is the fewest in the AL 
and seventh fewest in the majors…have allowed a ML leading 62 stolen 
bases (CHI-NL, 53)…are tied for third in the AL in passed balls (8).

OFFENSE: The A’s have the lowest batting average in the American 
League (.241), the second lowest on-base percentage (.310), the second 
most strikeouts (680) and the third fewest runs scored (313)…the 680 
strikeouts are the fourth most in Athletics history before the All-Star Break 
(716 in 2013; 703 in 2008; 683 in 2012)…are third in the AL in doubles 
(143) and are second in extra base hits (249)…have the lowest batting 
average with runners in scoring position (.227) and with the bases loaded 
(.167) in the majors…leadoff hitters have the second lowest batting aver-
age (.195) and on-base percentage (.279) in the majors.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 4.93 ERA, which is third highest in 
the American League…lead the league in hit batters (34) and rank third in 
wild pitches (39)…the wild pitches are the second most in Oakland history 
before the All-Star Break to record of 43 in 2016…the hit batters are fifth 
most (42 in 2004, 39 in 1997, 38 in 2005, 35 in 2006).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers are 3-7 with a 7.12 ERA (62 
er in 78.1 ip), .304 (100-for-329) opponents batting average and 18 home 
runs allowed over the last 15 games…have the second most losses in the 
American League (31) but are tied for the second fewest home runs (53)…
have the fourth lowest opponents slugging percentage (.422)…have not 
tossed a complete game since Aug. 19 of last year and their streak of 113 
consecutive games without a complete game is the fourth longest active 

streak in the majors (TB, 203; LAD, 190; ATL, 164)…it is also tied for the 
fourth longest in Athletics history (151 from 7/9/08-7/5/09, 148 from 8/8/15-
7/22/16, 113 from 6/21/12-4/22/13).

THE LONG BALL: The A’s have hit 99 home runs, which is tied for ninth 
most in Athletics history before the All-Star Break…last hit 100 home runs 
before the break in 2002 when they had 109…61 of the A’s 99 home runs 
have come in the Coliseum, which is tied with Houston for the second most 
home runs at home in the American League (NYY, 68)…home runs have 
accounted for 151 of the A’s 313 runs (48.2%)…the Oakland record for 
highest percentage of runs scoring on home runs is 46.3% in 1996…are 
28-26 when homering, 3-16 when they don’t…Oakland is 23-9 when they 
out-homer the opponent, 8-33 when they don’t.

IN JUNE: Oakland is 8-13 in June after going 12-15 in May and 11-14 in 
April…May marked the A’s seventh consecutive month with a losing re-
cord, which is Oakland’s longest such streak since May 1997-May 1998 
when they also had a streak of seven…the Oakland record for consecutive 
months with a losing record is eight from Aug. 1978-Sept. 1979 (consecu-
tive months notes exclude October)…A’s pitchers have compiled a 6.15 
ERA (127 er in 186.0 ip) this June, which is second highest in the American 
League…the highest June ERA in Oakland history is 5.61 in 1998…rank 
second in the AL most walks issued (71) and third in most strikeouts (183) 
and most home runs allowed (39)…the home runs are the second most 
in Oakland history in June (41 in 1980)…the offense has struck out an 
AL-leading 204 times…the Athletics record for strikeouts in June is 231 in 
2012…have already set franchise record for strikeouts in May (255) and 
April (221) this year.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 4-12 in replay challenges while opposing 
managers are 14-6…through games of Sunday, the A’s were successful 
in 25.0% (4-of-16) of their challenges, which was the worst mark in the 
majors…have a run differential of -85, which is the lowest in the American 
League and fourth lowest in the majors…have used 70 different lineups in 
73 games…are averaging 3 hours and 17 minutes per game in June and 
3:08:36 for the season…the Oakland record for longest average time of 
game is 3:08:28 in 2000.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have eight players on the disabled list (Bas-
sitt, Chapman, Dull, Graveman, Semien, Smolinski, Triggs, Wahl)…Bas-
sitt, Semien and Smolinski are on the 60-day DL...Semien is scheduled to 
begin a rehab assignment tonight in Single-A Stockton…have used the DL 
18 times this year and have had at least five players on the DL all year…
used the DL an Oakland record 27 times in 2016.

A’s vs. WHITE SOX: The A’s open the season series against the White 
Sox tonight, with all seven games in the series scheduled in the next 13 
days…have lost the season series in each of the previous three seasons 
and are 7-14 against the White Sox over that stretch...the A’s have not won 
a series at U.S. Cellular/Guaranteed Rate Field since April 11-13, 2011 
(0-4-2 in last six series)…since moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 302-
286 against the White Sox…that breaks down to 159-137 in Oakland and 
143-149 in Chicago…including 61-61 at U.S. Cellular/Guaranteed Rate 
Field…all-time, the A’s are 979-1041 against Chicago.

TODAY’S TIDBITS
Yonder Alonso ranks second in the American League in slugging per-
centage (.611) and OPS (1.000), fourth in on-base percentage (.389) 
and tied for ninth in home runs (17)…Ryon Healy has eight home runs 
in June, which are his most in a month, tied for the AL lead and the most 
in June by an Athletic since Ben Grieve also had eight in 2000.

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY
In 1978 Tim Conroy becomes the youngest Oakland pitcher to start a 
game at the age of 18 years, 81 days…he had a no decision in the A’s 
5-4 win at Kansas City (3.1 ip, 2 h, 2 r, 1 er, 5 bb, 1 so)…in 1979, four 
days after turning their second triple play of the season, the A’s turn their 
third against Texas, tying a major league record…in 1992 the A’s score 
10 runs in the third inning of a 12-7 win against Seattle…Harold Baines 
has five RBI in the inning with a two-run double and a three-run homer 
and has seven RBI for the day…in 1997 Jason Giambi extends his hitting 
streak to an Oakland record 25 games in a 6-5 loss at Seattle, breaking 
the mark of 24 set by Carney Lansford in 1984.

FOR STARTERS: Is 1-3 with a 5.02 ERA (16 er in 28.2 ip) and .229 (24-for-
105) opponents batting average in five starts since he was recalled from 
Triple-A Nashville May 27 for his second stint with Oakland this year…was 
on the A’s Opening Day roster and was 3-4 with a 5.68 ERA and .282 oppo-
nents average in seven starts when he was optioned to Nashville May 11.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Has seven losses, which is tied for sixth most 
in the American League…is also tied for fourth in unearned runs (8) and 
tied for ninth in wild pitches (5)…opponents have been caught stealing five 
times with him on the mound, which is tied for third most in the AL…ranks 
second among AL rookies in innings pitched (66.2), games started (12), 
and strikeouts (59), and third in wins (4).

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 0-5 with a 9.38 ERA (25 er in 24.0 ip) and .368 (39-
for-106) opponents batting average in five starts at night, 4-2 with a 3.16 
ERA (15 er in 42.2 ip) and .182 (27-for-148) opponents batting average in 
seven starts during the day…is now 0-5 with a 6.75 ERA (30 er in 40.0 ip) 
in eight career starts at night compared to 6-2 with a 2.73 ERA (17 er in 
56.0 ip) in nine starts during the day.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 2-4 with a 3.74 ERA (14 er in 33.2 ip) and .234 
(29-for-124) opponents batting average in six starts on the road compared 
to 2-3 with a 7.09 ERA (26 er in 33.0 ip) and .285 (37-for-130) opponents 
average in six starts in Oakland…has the fifth highest home ERA in the 
majors among pitchers with at least 30.0 innings pitched at home…last 
year, he went 2-0 with a 1.40 ERA in three starts at home.

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to start on four days rest today…is 3-2 with a 
3.90 ERA (13 er in 30.0 ip) in five starts on four days rest compared to 1-5 
with a 6.63 ERA (27 er in 36.2 ip) in seven starts on five days rest or more.

THE SECOND AND THE FIFTH INNINGS: Has allowed 14 runs in the 
second inning (12.0 ip, 10.50 ERA) and 12 in the fifth inning (10 er in 10.2 
ip, 8.44 ERA)…has a 3.27 ERA (16 er in 44.0) in all other innings…has 
surrendered seven of his 13 home runs in the second inning...has a .353 
(18-for-51) opponents batting average in the second inning, a .340 (16-for-
47) mark in the fifth and a .205 (32-for-156) average in all other innings

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: Is 2-1 with a 1.45 ERA (8 er in 18.2 ip) in 
three starts against American League Central teams compared to 2-6 with 
a 6.00 ERA (32 er in 48.0 ip) in nine starts against everyone else…is 2-1 
with a 1.48 ERA (4 er in 24.1 ip) in four career starts against AL Central 
competition.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .333 (21-for-63) opponents bat-
ting average with runners in scoring position…nine of the 13 home runs he 
has allowed have been solo shots as have 12 of his 17 career home runs…
eight of the home runs have come with two outs…has held the opponents 
number five hitter to a .152 average (5-for-33).

THIS AND THAT: Has allowed 12 home runs in his last seven starts (39.2 
ip) after surrendering just one over his first five starts (27.0 ip)…has walked 
29 batters in 66.2 innings this year (3.92 per nine innings) after issuing 
just four free passes in 29.1 innings last year (1.23 per nine innings)…has 
received eight runs of support in his seven losses (35.1 ip, 2.04 RSA) and 
16 runs of support in his four wins (25.1 ip, 5.68 RSA).

2017 START-BY-START: He was charged with the first loss of his career 
in the A’s 5-0 loss to Los Angeles (AL) on April 5 in Oakland…yielded five 
runs on eight hits in a career-low tying 4.1 innings…combined with Casilla 
and Doolittle on a three-hit shutout in the A’s 2-0 win at Kansas City April 
10…tossed a career-high tying 7.0 innings and allowed two of the hits…
was the losing pitcher in the A’s 7-0 loss to Texas on April 17 in Oakland…
allowed five runs in 5.1 innings and issued a career-high four walks…re-
tired 12 straight at one point…was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-3 victory 
over Seattle April 22 in Oakland…allowed a solo home run to Cano in the 
first inning and a sacrifice fly to Cruz in the third…was the losing pitcher 
in the A’s 9-4 loss at Houston April 28…allowed six runs on a career-high 
10 hits in a career-low tying 4.1 innings…was the winning pitcher in the 
A’s 8-5 win at Minnesota May 4…struck out a career-high nine batters 
and yielded two home runs in a game for the first time in his career…
was the losing pitcher in the A’s 7-3 loss to Los Angeles (AL) on May 9 in 
Oakland…allowed a career-high seven runs in 5.0 innings…was the losing 
pitcher in the A’s 3-2 loss at New York (AL) May 27…tossed a career-high 
107 pitches…did not allow a hit over the first five innings, but surrendered 
a run in the first when Sanchez walked, went to second on a Holliday hit 
by pitch, third on a wild pitch and scored on a Castro sacrifice fly…the A’s 
tied the game with a run in the sixth but he allowed a two-run home run to 
Holliday in the bottom of the sixth for the loss…lost his third consecutive 
start in the A’s 8-0 loss at Cleveland June 1…issued a career-high tying 
four walks and allowed five runs, but only one was earned…yielded just 
one run over the first five innings when Robertson doubled, went to third on 

a passed ball and scored on a wild pitch…was charged with four unearned 
runs in the sixth inning due to two Healy errors…the A’s were shutout on 
three hits by Kluber and three Indians relievers…had his first no decision 
of the season in the A’s 7-5 loss to Toronto on June 7 in Oakland…issued 
a career-high tying four walks for the second consecutive start…allowed 
four runs in six innings of work, all in the second inning…Smoak led off the 
inning with a home run and Pillar added a three-run shot…walked Don-
aldson following the home run but then retired 13 of the final 15 batters 
he faced…was relieved by Axford to start the seventh with the scored tied 
4-4…was the losing pitcher in the A’s 8-1 loss at Miami June 13…blanked 
the Marlins on a hit and a walk over the first three innings and had a 1-0 
lead when Ozuna hit a solo home run in the fourth inning to tie the game…
then allowed four runs in the fifth inning on a Gordon RBI single, a Stanton 
two-run home run and a Realmuto RBI double.

LAST START: He snapped his career-high four-game losing streak in the 
A’s 4-3 win over New York (AL) last Sunday in Oakland…posted a 6.59 
ERA during the losing streak, which spanned five starts from May 9 to 
June 13…allowed a lead-off home run to Holliday in the second and a RBI 
single to Judge in the third, but the A’s scored four times in the bottom of 
the third…surrendered a lead-off home run to Gregorius in fourth…retired 
each of the final eight batters that he faced.

2017 WITH NASHVILLE: Went 2-0 with a 2.25 ERA and .200 opponents 
batting average in two starts with Nashville…walked just one batter in 12.0 
innings while striking out 13…surrendered two home runs…his first start 
came in an 11-6 win at Fresno May 16 (5.0 ip, 6 h, 4 r, 3 er, 0 bb, 4 so, 2 hr, 
72 pitches)…also picked up the win in his last start when he combined with 
Michael Brady on a three-hit shutout in the Sounds 4-0 win at Sacramento 
May 21…tossed seven innings and allowed all three of the hits (1 bb, 9 so, 
90 pitches).

June 14 and made his Major League debut with a start that day at Mi-
ami…took the loss against the Marlins and in his second start last Monday 
against Houston, a 4-1 A’s loss (6.2 ip, 6 h, 2 r, 2 er, 6 so)…is the third Oak-
land pitcher over the last 20 years to take the loss in each of the first two 
games of his career (Daniel Mengden and Brett Anderson)…went 3-3 with 
a 3.41 ERA in 11 starts with Nashville…that included 0-2 with a 4.71 ERA 
over his first six starts and 3-1 with a 2.25 ERA over his final five…ranked 
sixth in the Pacific Coast League in ERA and opponents batting average 
(.231) at the time of his promotion…was tied for the lead in wild pitches 
(9)…pitched at three different levels in the A’s farm system last year and 
combined for a 10-6 record and a 2.69 ERA in 27 starts with Single-A 
Stockton, Double-A Midland and Triple-A Nashville.
