the 6th Blue Jays pitcher to record at least 12 wins prior to the All-Star 
break in club history, and fi rst since Roy Halladay won 12 in 2006.

 Has recorded 14 GIDP’s this season, T-4th in AL only to Martin Perez & 
Mike Pelfrey both with 21 & teammate R.A. Dickey’s 15... Has induced 
opposing hitters to ground into 14 double plays in 72 opportunities 
(19.4%) - 6th highest pct. in MLB - League Avg: 11.4%).
