ABOUT THE A’S: Won the series finale Wednesday against Tampa Bay
after dropping the first two games of the series...are 8-4 over their last 12
games, which is tied for the best record in the AL since the Fourth of July
(TB, 8-4)...went 10-8 over the first 18 games this year, 17-30 over the next
47 games from April 23 to June 14 and are 16-14 since then...are 43-52
(.453) for the season, which is the second worst record in the American
League...have been in sole possession of last place in the AL West every
day dating back to May 30...trail first place Houston by 20 games, one
short of their season high...have spent one day tied for first this year, seven
days in second, six days tied for second, 13 days in third, four days tied for
third, 14 days in fourth, four days tied for fourth and 56 days in fifth.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed 24 errors in the last 40
games after making 58 in their first 55 contests...have 82 errors for the
season, which is the most in the majors (CWS, 74)...have 55 unearned
runs, which is the most in the majors (CWS, TEX: 47) and 12 more than
the A's season total from last year (43)...have allowed 77 stolen bases,
which is the second most in the majors (CHC, 78) and two more than the
A's season total from last year (75)...have the third fewest outfield assists
in the AL (11).

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .196 (106-for-540) over the last 16 games
and .235 for the season...have the second lowest batting average in the
majors (SD, .232)...the Oakland record for lowest batting average in a
season is .236 in 1982...have 10+ strikeouts in 49 games...that is second
most in Athletics history (59 in 2012)...have 907 strikeouts for the season,
which is second most in the American League to Tampa Bay (920) and
third most in the majors (MIL, 950)...have the lowest batting average in
the majors among leadoff hitters (.196), two hitters (.180) and outfielders
(.221)...also have the second lowest mark with runners in scoring position
(.227) and the third lowest mark with the bases loaded (.200).

PITCHING: The A's have a 3.51 ERA (53 er in 136.0 ip) in July, which is
second lowest in the American League...the ERA increased each of the
first three months of the season (4.14 in April, 4.70 in May, 5.57 in June)...
have a 4.62 ERA overall, which is fourth highest in the AL...rank second in
the AL in hit batters (39), tied for second in wild pitches (49) and fourth in
fewest walks (288).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have tossed seven innings in
three of the last four games, including three straight from July 16-18...that
matched the longest stretch of consecutive starts of seven or more innings
by A’s starting pitchers over the last two years (July 22-24, 2016)...starters
are 5-5 with a 3.10 ERA (35 er in 101.2 ip) over the last 16 games and 31-
38 with a 4.50 ERA (264 er in 528.0 ip) for the season...are tied for the sec-
ond most losses in the American League but have the fewest home runs
allowed (68)...are one of four AL teams without a complete game...have
not tossed a complete game since Aug. 19 of last year and their streak of
135 consecutive games without a complete game is the third longest active
streak in the majors (TB, 224 and ATL, 186)...it is third longest in Athletics
history (151 from 7/9/08-7/5/09, 148 from 8/8/15-7/22/16).

HOME AND AWAY: The A's went 4-2 on their recently completed six-game
homestand against Cleveland (3-0) and Tampa Bay (1-2) after going 2-4
on the last homestand...had their season-high tying five-game home win-
ning streak snapped on Monday...are 28-23 (.549) in Oakland compared
to 15-29 (.341) on the road and have the second worst road record in the
majors (PHI, 16-36, .308)...tonight is the first game of a seven-game road
trip to New York-NL (three games) and Toronto (four games)...went 2-2 on
the last road trip to Seattle and are now 6-4 over the last 10 road games
after going 6-23 over the previous 29...are 9-5-2 in home series compared
to 2-11-1 in road series.

CLOSE CALLS: A’s are now 10-13 (.435) in one-run games, which is the
third worst record in the AL...had their seventh walk-off win of the season
Saturday night, which is tied with Washington and Los Angeles (AL) for the
most in the majors...the walk-off wins match their season total from last
year and their five walk-off home runs are one short of the Oakland record
of six (2004 and 2012).

COUNTDOWN TO 1,000: Bob Melvin has 998 career wins and needs two
more to become the 64th manager in Major League history with 1,000
wins...recorded his 500th win as manager of the A’'s July 6 at Seattle (now
has 502)...he is the third manager in Oakland history (La Russa, 798;
Howe, 600) and fourth in Athletics history (Mack, 3582) to win 500 games.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s have faced a left-handed starting pitcher in just
four of the last 29 games...are 10-11 in games started by a lefty and the 21
games against left-handed starters are tied for the fewest in the American
League (BOS, TEX)...are 33-41 against right-handers.

THIS AND THAT: The A's are 8-7 (.533) in the month of July...went 12-
16 (.429) in June, which marked the A's eighth consecutive month with a
losing record...that ties the Oakland record for consecutive months with a
losing record (also Aug. 1978-Sept. 1979)...used 84 different lineups over
the first 88 games but have repeated a lineup three times in the last seven
games...are 8-12 in replay challenges while opposing managers are 17-
11...home runs have accounted for 203 of the A’s 411 runs (49.4%)...the
Oakland record for highest percentage of runs scoring on home runs is
46.3% in 1996.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: The A’s are 2-8 in interleague play (0-3 vs. Atlanta,
1-3 vs. Miami, 1-2 vs. Washington), which is the worst mark in the majors
(CLE, 4-13, .235)...in addition to this three-game series with New York,
the A’s will also play host to San Francisco (July 31-Aug. 1) and travel to
San Francisco (Aug. 2-3) and Philadelphia (Sept. 15-17)...have allowed
70 runs in 10 interleague games for a 6.63 ERA (67 er in 91.0 ip), which
is the highest in the majors (CWS, 6.31)...are 200-174 (.535) all-time in
interleague play, which is seventh best in Major League history.

PITCHERS HITTING: Daniel Gossett went 1-for-1 with a sacrifce on June
14 at Miami, snapping an 0-for-26 streak since Scott Kazmir singled on
June 16, 2015 at San Diego...are 2-for-64 (.031) over the last four seasons
and 8-for-140 (.057) over the last eight...have a .080 (30-for-373) average
with four doubles, 11 RBI, 10 walks and 176 strikeouts since interleague
play began in 1997...the batting average is the lowest in the majors over
that span...the last triple by an A’s pitcher was by Blue Moon Odom on
Aug. 22, 1971 against Boston...Odom also hit the last home run on Sept.
4, 1972 against California...the last extra base hit was by Joe Kennedy, a
double on June 12, 2007 at Houston.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A's have used the disabled list 20 times, which
marks the third consecutive season and seventh time in the last 11 years
Oakland has used the DL at least 20 times...the Oakland record is 27
set last year...currently have eight players on the DL (Bassitt, Cotton,
Dull, Graveman, Pinder, Smolinski, Triggs, Wahl)...Bassitt, Smolinski and
Triggs are on the 60-day DL...Bassitt, Cotton, Graveman and Pinder are
on a rehab assignment...have had at least five players on the DL all year
and at least seven every day dating back to May 24...have had at least
three players on the DL every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had
fewer than two players on the DL since the end of the 2006 season when
they had just one.

A’s vs. METS: This marks the first game of this year’s three-game season
series between the A’'s and Mets...the two teams last played in 2014, split-
ting a four-game season series...all-time, the A's are 5-8 vs. the Mets, but
have lost eight of the last 11 games dating back to 2005 since winning the
first two games between the teams on June 14-15, 2005...the A’s are 2-6
at Citi Field and 3-2 at home.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis has homered in three of his last five games and now has
27 for the season, which is tied for third in the majors...leads the majors
in home runs off right-handed pitchers (25) and home runs on the first
pitch (9)...in the last two calendar years (since July 21, 2015), he has
89 homers, which are three more than anyone else in baseball (Nelson
Cruz, 86)...Rajai Davis is tied for the Major League lead with seven sto-
len bases in the month of July...has 133 career steals as an Athletic...
that is two behind Jose Canseco, who ranks seventh in Oakland history.

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY

In 1945 the A’'s and Tigers play to a 1-1 tie in a 24 inning game...in 1971
Sal Bando hits a two-run home run in the bottom of the ninth inning and
adds the game winning sacrifice fly in the 12th inning as the A’'s defeat
Cleveland, 4-3...in 1996 the A’s hit five home runs in an 11-8 win at
Texas...Terry Steinbach has two of those homers, his first of back-to-
back two-homer games.

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TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Paul Blackburn (1-0, 1.83 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: Was recalled from Triple-A Nashville July 1 and is
scheduled to make his fourth start of the season and his career...became
the 51st pitcher in Oakland history to start in his ML debut, the second this
year (Daniel Gossett, June 14 at Miami) and the seventh over the last two
years...the 51 pitchers to start in their debut have combined for a 15-17
record and a 3.88 ERA.

INTERLEAGUE PLAY: Is scheduled to make his second career inter-
league appearance...his first was a start in his Major League debut earlier
this year on July 1 against Atlanta (6.0 ip, 3 h, 1, 1 bb, 4 so).

WITH THE BAT: Has never batted in the majors...his lone at bats in the
minors came in 2016 with Double-A Tennessee in the Chicago Cubs orga-
nization...was 1-for-15 (.067) with two strikeouts and a sacrifice hit.

THIS AND THAT: Opponents are 1-for-14 (.071) with runners in scoring
position...allowed one run and walked one batter in each of his first two
starts...is the only Athletics pitcher since at least 1913 to toss six or more
innings, allow one run or fewer and walk one batter or fewer in each of his
first two games...is the eighth Major Leaguer to do it.

FIRST START: He had a no decision in his Major League debut, a 4-3 A's
loss to Atlanta July 1 in Oakland...allowed just one unearned run in 6.0
innings of work and it came in the second inning...Flowers reached base
on a Barreto error and scored two batters later on a Santana RBI double...
retired 14 of the final 16 batters he faced...was relieved by Doolittle to start
the seventh inning with the scored tied 1-1.

SECOND START: He earned his first Major League win in the A's 7-4 vic-
tory at Seattle on July 6...tossed 7.2 innings, which are the most by an A's
pitcher in one of his first two games since Brad Rigby tossed 8.0 innings in
his first start on June 28, 1997 against Texas...Oakland scored three times
in the first inning and he allowed a hit in each of the first four innings...did
not allow a run as he was aided by three double plays and a pickoff...al-
lowed his only run in the fifth inning on a two-out solo home run by Haniger.

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’'s 5-3 win over Cleveland last
Saturday in Oakland...blanked the Indians on two hits and a walk over the
first three innings and had a 1-0 lead when he allowed a two-run home run
to Encarnacion in the fourth...the A’s tied the game with a run in the fifth but
he allowed another run to score on a ground out in the sixth...was relieved
by Hendriks to start the seventh inning with the A's trailing 3-2.

2017 WITH NASHVILLE: Was 5-6 with a 3.05 ERA in 15 games, includ-
ing 14 starts, with Triple-A Nashville...ranked second in the Pacific Coast
League in ERA and fourth in opponents batting average (.231) at the time of
his July 1 promotion to Oakland...was named to the Pacific Coast League
Midseason All-Star team...went 4-2 with a 1.84 ERA (9 er in 44.0 ip) over

Cubs organization and was 6-4 with a 3.17 ERA in 18 starts when he was
traded to the Seattle Mariners organization July 20...was assigned to Dou-
ble-A Jackson and went 3-1 with a 3.54 ERA in eight games (seven starts)
with the Generals...combined for a 9-5 record and a 3.28 ERAin 26 games
(25 starts) overall...surrendered just eight home runs in 143.0 innings, an
average of 0.50 per nine innings...ranked fourth in the Southern League
in fewest walks per nine innings (2.12), tied for fourth in games started,
sixth in ERA and innings pitched and tied for eighth in wins...tied for the
lead among SL pitchers with 40 total chances...was named to the SL Mid-

rendered just 28 home runs in 496.0 innings (0.51 per nine innings)...was
named to Midseason All-Star Teams in the Southern League in 2016 and
the Midwest League in 2014.
