
OAKLAND NOTES

•	Matt Chapman (3-4, 2 r, hr, 2 rbi) recorded his first homer 
since 8/27 vs TEX...29 of his 52 hits this season have gone 
for extra bases...his three hits matched a season-high.  

•	With an RBI single in the ninth, Jed Lowrie (1-5, rbi) record-
ed his fifth career walk-off rbi and his second of the season 
(5/8 vs LAA). 

•	Marcus Semien (2-5, 2 r, hr, 4 rbi) tallied his third career 
grand slam in the seventh inning, and second of the season. 

•	Jharel Cotton (ND, 5 ip, 7 h, 7 r, 7 er, 3 bb, 4 so, 3 hr) al-
lowed three homers in back-to-back starts, which matches 
career-high for homers in a game...it was the fourth time this 
season he has allowed three homers in a contest and now 
has given up an Oakland rookie record tying 27 on the year. 

•	Matt Joyce (2-4, r, 2b, hr, rbi, bb) notched his 23rd homer 
of the season...he has three homers in his last five games, 
and 12 of his 23 homers this season have come after the 
All-Star Break. 

•	Raul Alcantara (ND, 2 ip, 1 h, 1 bb, 1 so) made his first 
big league appearance since 4/23 vs Seattle...it was the first 
time in his career he did not allow a run in a game. 

•	With four homers on the night, the A’s have 201 homers on 
the season, which is the fifth highest single season total in 
A’s history. 

•	The A’s snapped their 10 game losing streak vs. Houston at 
the Coliseum... it was the second longest home losing streak 
against one team in Oakland history.

•	Jose Altuve (2-5, 2 r, hr, 2 rbi) clubbed his ninth career 
homer against the A’s in the top of the first inning...his nine 
career homers vs Oakland are third most against any team 
(LAA, TEX; 10).

•	Starter Colin McHugh (ND, 3 ip, 4 h, 3 r, 3 er, 1 bb, 1 so, 1 
hr) left after three innings because the fingernail in his right 
middle finger came off his skin. 

•	Yuli Gurriel (1-5, r, hr, 2 rbi) has hit safely in 9 of the 13 
games vs. Oakland this season...he is batting .327 (16-for-
49) with two homers and six RBI against Oakland this year. 

•	Josh Reddick (3-3, 2 r, 2 2b, hr, 4 rbi) added three hits 
against his former squad...in 14 games vs Oakland this sea-
son, Reddick is batting .419(18-for-43) with two homers and 
10 RBI. 

•	Astros bullpen allowed their first run since 9/2 vs NYM in  the 
seventh inning...it snapped a 19.1 innings scoreless streak.
