•	Khris Davis (1-for-3, r, rbi) hit his 40th home run of the sea-
son in the second inning becoming the first Oakland Athlet-
ic with back-to-back 40-home run seasons...Jimmie Foxx 
achieved the feat in 1932-1934 with the Philadelphia Athlet-
ics. 

•	Ryon Healy (2-for-3) singled in the second inning, extending 
his hitting streak to six games...he is batting .360 (9-for-25) 
during this stretch.

•	Marcus Semien (1-for-4) extended his hitting streak to five 
games...he is batting .364 (8-for-22) during this stretch. 

•	Chris Hatcher (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 so) has not allowed a run in 11 
straight appearances and a career-best 12 straight innings. 

•	The Athletics won their sixth straight game...this is their lon-
gest winning streak of the season.

•	The 13 wins in September are their most of any month.
