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ABOUT THE A’S: Had their season-high seven-game winning streak 
snapped last night…it was the A’s longest winning streak over the last four 
years…are now 14-4 over the last 18 games…went 35-48 over the first 
83 games through July 3 but are 37-36 since then…are 72-84 (.462) for 
the season, which is the third worst record in the American League and 
10th worst in the majors…have clinched a losing record for the third con-
secutive season, which marks the fifth time in Oakland history the A’s have 
finished under .500 in at least three straight seasons (last: 2007-09)…how-
ever, have topped their record from each of the previous two seasons (69-
93 last year, 68-94 in 2015)…have been in sole possession of last place 
in the AL West every day dating back to May 30 and have spent 123 days 
in fifth overall.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s had their season-high eight-game home win-
ning streak snapped last night…it was their longest home winning streak 
over the last four years…are 3-1 on the final homestand of the season 
against Texas (3-0) and Seattle (0-1) and have won 11 of the last 14 home 
games…are 45-34 (.570) at home compared to 27-50 (.351) on the road…
have the fifth best home record in the American League but the second 
worst road record…the home winning percentage is .219 better than the 
road, which is currently the second largest differential in Oakland history 
(.223 in 2003, .210 in 1999)…have clinched a winning record at home for 
the first time since 2014 (48-33)…leave following the game tomorrow for 
the final road trip of the season, a four-game series at Texas…went 6-3 on 
the last road trip to Boston (1-2), Philadelphia (2-1) and Detroit (3-0) for 
their third winning road trip of the season (June 23-29, Aug. 2-6)…have 
clinched a losing record on the road for the fourth consecutive season and 
ninth time in the last 11 years…are 13-8-4 in home series compared to 
5-18-2 in road series.

MORE AT HOME: The A’s have hit 126 home runs at home, which ties 
the Oakland record for home runs in the Coliseum (2000)…are slugging 
.470, which is on pace to break the Oakland record for highest home slug-
ging percentage (.462 in 2002)…have already set Oakland records for 
extra base hits (301) and strikeouts (705) at home…have 163 doubles, 
which is second most to the record of 170 in 2005…have 408 runs scored, 
which ranks sixth (466 in 2000, 461 in 1999, 440 in 1996, 427 in 2002, 423 
in 2001)…lead the American League in extra base hits, rank second in 
doubles and strikeouts, third in home runs and slugging and fourth in runs 
scored…the pitching staff has set an Oakland record for strikeouts at home 
(641)…has a 4.41 ERA, which will be third highest in Oakland history if it 
remains above 4.34 (5.57 in 1997, 5.12 in 1996)…have allowed 95 home 
runs, which is third most in Oakland history (102 in 1996, 96 in 1997).

A’s IN SEPTEMBER: The A’s are 14-9 in September and need one more 
win to clinch a winning record in a month for the first time since going 13-12 
in April of 2016…the 14 wins are the A’s most in a month since they went 
15-12 in June of 2015…the streak of 10 consecutive losing months is an 
Oakland record…have hit 39 home runs, which ranks second in the Ameri-
can League and tied for fourth in Oakland history in the month of Septem-
ber (47 in 2000, 42 in 2012, 42 in 2013)…have struck out 214 times, which 
is fourth most in the AL and third most in Oakland history (276 in 2012, 
223 in 1999)…have already set franchise records for most strikeouts in the 
months of April (221), May (255), June (285), July (229) and August (244) 
this year…also rank second in the AL in walks (88), third in extra base hits 
(87), slugging percentage (.477) and on-base percentage (.343) and fourth 
in runs (127).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have a season-high seven-game errorless 
streak…however, lead the majors with 118 errors for the season, which is 
six more than any other team (CWS, 112)…have led the majors in errors 
three times in Oakland history (1977, 1979, 2015)…also lead the majors 
in unearned runs (82)…rank third in the American League in stolen bases 
allowed (108), tied for third in passed balls (16) and fourth in double plays 
(158) and fewest outfield assists (21).

OFFENSE: The A’s have struck out a franchise record 1448 times, which is 
fifth most in American League history (1535 by HOU in 2013, 1488 by TB 
in 2017, 1482 by TB in 2016, 1452 by HOU in 2016)…rank third in the AL 
in doubles (291) and extra base hits (532) this year and fifth in home runs 
(226), walks (553) and slugging percentage (.435)…the home runs are 
fourth most in Athletics history (243 in 1996, 239 in 2000, 235 in 1999) and 
the extra base hits are sixth most (555 in 2001, 547 in 1996, 543 in 2000, 
542 in 1999, 540 in 2004)…have 57 home runs dating back to Aug. 21, 
which is tied with Cleveland for the most in the majors…home runs have 

accounted for 350 of the A’s 714 runs (49.0%)…the Oakland record for 
highest percentage of runs scoring on home runs is 46.3% in 1996…have 
been hit by the fewest pitches in the AL (41), rank third in fewest stolen 
bases (57) and fourth in fewest triples (15).

PITCHING: The A’s allowed four home runs last night to bring their season 
total to 203…this marks the second time in Oakland history the A’s have 
allowed 200 home runs…are two short of the record of 205 set in 1996…
have compiled a 2.83 ERA (28 er in 89.0 ip) over the last 10 games but 
have a 4.68 ERA for the season, which is fourth highest in the AL…the last 
time Oakland finished with an ERA above 4.58 was in 1999 (4.68)…rank 
second in the majors with an Athletics franchise record 83 wild pitches…
have allowed 523 extra base hits, which is fourth most in Oakland history 
(581 in 1997, 556 in 1996, 530 in 1998)…have 1160 strikeouts, which is 
fourth fewest in the AL but tied for fifth most in Athletics history (1244 in 
2014, 1188 in 2016, 1183 in 2013, 1179 in 2015, 1160 in 2011).

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed one earned run 
or fewer in eight of the last 10 games…allowed six and seven runs in the 
other two contests and are 6-1 with a 2.56 ERA (15 er in 52.2 ip) over that 
span…overall, rank second in the AL in fewest strikeouts (652), tied for 
third in fewest complete games (1) and fourth in fewest home runs (125)…
the Athletics record for fewest complete games in a season is one in 2012.

ROOKIES: The trio of Matt Olson (24), Chad Pinder (15) and Matt Chap-
man (13) have combined for 52 home runs in just 224 games, which is third 
most in Oakland history by a rookie trio (69 by McGwire/Steinbach/Polonia 
in 398 games in 1987, 56 by Gross/Page/Armas in 409 games in 1977)…
this is just the second time in Oakland history the A’s had three rookies with 
10 or more home runs (1977)…the A’s have employed 20 rookies this year, 
which is the second highest total in Oakland history (21 in 2008).

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 24-25 (.490) against teams that have either 
clinched a playoff spot (BOS, CLE, HOU, NYY, WASH) or currently have 
a playoff spot (MIN)…are 48-59 (.449) against all other teams…are 33-27 
(.550) during day games compared to 39-57 (.406) at night…are 29-41 
(.414) against the American League West, 43-43 (.500) against all other 
teams…have 10 walk-off wins, including an Athletics record and Major 
League leading seven walk-off home runs…are averaging 3 hours, 9 min-
utes and 24 seconds per game…the Oakland record for longest average 
time of game is 3:08:28 in 2000…have 33 players on the active roster.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A’s have lost each of their last seven games 
to Seattle, which matches the longest losing streak against the Mariners 
in Oakland history (Sept. 26, 2008-May 1, 2009 and Aug. 13-Sept. 30, 
2016)…have lost the season series for the fifth consecutive season as 
they trail 6-11 with two games remaining…prior to this streak, had never 
lost more than four straight season series to the Mariners…are 3-4 in Oak-
land and went 3-7 in Seattle…are 36-57 (.388) against the Mariners dating 
back to the start of the 2013 season, which is the second worst record by 
any American League team against Seattle (TB, 12-20/.375)…all-time, the 
A’s are 340-281 against the Mariners…that includes 183-125 in Oakland, 
156-154 in Seattle and 1-1 in Tokyo…are 80-90 at Safeco Field.

TODAY’S TIDBITS
Khris Davis is the second player in Athletics history with back-to-back 
40-homer seasons…the other is Jimmie Foxx, who did it three straight 
seasons from 1932-34…Jed Lowrie has tied the Oakland record for 
doubles in a season with 47 (Jason Giambi, 2001).

THIS DATE IN A’S HISTORY
In 1954 the Philadelphia Athletics play at New York in their last game 
ever and defeat the Yankees, 8-6…in 1971 Vida Blue strikes out four 
Milwaukee Brewers in his final start of the season to bring his season 
total to 301…he joins Rube Waddell as the only two Athletic pitchers to 
fan 300 in a single season…in 1974 Jim Hunter tosses a seven-hitter to 
defeat the Minnesota Twins 2-1…it is his 25th win and his fourth straight 
20-win season…in 1996 Terry Steinbach hits an inside the park home 
run in the A’s 7-5 win over Seattle in the Coliseum to ties Carlton Fisk’s 
record for most home runs by an American League catcher, a record 
Steinbach would later break…in 2002 the A’s clinch their second AL West 
title in three years and win their 100th game of the season with a 5-3, 10 
inning win at Seattle…Miguel Tejada collects his 200th hit of the season 
in that game to become the first Oakland player to reach the 200 plateau.

FOR STARTERS: Has combined to make just 16 starts this year between 
the majors and minors due to two stints on the disabled list…is 3-1 with 
a 3.30 ERA in five starts over two stints with the A’s…has walked just five 
batters in 30.0 innings (1.50 per nine innings)…went 0-1 with a 10.13 ERA 
and .371 opponents batting average in two starts during his first stint from 
May 29 to June 3 and is 2-0 with a 0.82 ERA (2 er in 22.0 ip) and .182 
(14-for-77) opponents batting average in three starts since returning to 
Oakland Sept. 5 when Triple-A Nashville’s season concluded…went 2-4 
with a 4.17 ERA nine starts with the Sounds and 0-0 with a 0.00 ERA in two 
starts with the A’s affiliate in the Arizona Rookie League.

NO RUNS, NO WALKS: Tossed 7.0 scoreless innings in his last start last 
Wednesday at Detroit after firing a complete game two-hit shutout in his 
previous start on Sept. 15 at Philadelphia…did not walk a batter in either 
start and he joins Catfish Hunter (Sept. 5-9, 1974) and Bartolo Colon (May 
26-31, 2013) as the only A’s pitchers since at least 1913 with back-to-back 
games of seven or more innings and no runs or walks…now has a 16.0-in-
ning scoreless streak, which is a career high, an A’s season high and the 
second longest active streak in the majors (Olson, CLE 17.2).

THE DISABLED LIST: Began the season on Oakland’s 10-day disabled 
list after fracturing his medial tibial sesamoid bone while throwing a bull-
pen at home Jan. 31…had surgery on his right foot Feb. 8 at Houston 
Methodist Hospital…the surgery, which involved a sesamoidectomy, was 
performed by Dr. Kevin Varner…started a rehab assignment with Nashville 
on May 8 and made three starts before he was reinstated from the DL and 
optioned to Nashville May 20…was on the Sounds disabled list from June 
9 to Aug. 13 with a strained right oblique.

LOSSES: Is 4-10 in 19 career starts…the 10 losses are tied for second 
most in Oakland history by a pitcher over his first 19 career games…Mike 
Morgan has the most as he was 2-13 in 16 career games with the A’s.

HOME AND AWAY: Is 0-0 with a 5.06 ERA (6 er in 10.2 ip) in two starts at 
home compared to 2-1 with a 2.33 ERA (5 er in 19.1 ip) in three starts on 
the road…is now 0-7 with a 6.48 ERA (36 er in 50.0 ip) in 10 career starts 
in the Coliseum compared to 4-3 with a 4.67 ERA (27 er in 52.0 ip) in nine 
starts on the road…his seven-game career-opening home losing streak 
is tied for second longest by an Athletic since at least 1913 with Wally 
Burnette (July 24-Sept. 9, 1956)…the longest is 11 by Bobby Hasty (Sept. 
11, 1919-Aug. 11, 1921)…it is tied for third longest in Oakland history at 
any point in the season and is the longest since Mike Mohler also lost 
seven straight home games from Aug. 16, 1996-May 28, 1997…the last 
A’s pitcher with a longer home losing streak is Matt Keough, who lost nine 
straight from Sept. 27, 1981 to July 9, 1982.

THIS AND THAT: Picked up the win in his last start for his first career vic-
tory in 10 starts during the day…the A’s are 4-1 in his starting assignments 
this year after going 3-11 last year…has not walked a batter to lead off an 
inning…has allowed a .241 opponents batting average, including .196 (10-
for-51) against right-handed hitters compared to .279 (17-for-61) against 
left-handers

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 5-3 loss at Cleveland on 
May 29…allowed three home runs, which marks the first time in his career 
he has allowed more than one home run in a start…yielded a leadoff home 
run to Jackson in the third inning and then surrendered four runs in the 
fourth inning on back-to-back homers by Santana and Encarnacion, a RBI 
singles by Gomes and a Jackson sacrifice fly.

SECOND START: He had a no decision in the A’s 10-4 win over Washing-
ton on June 3…Oakland scored four times in the bottom of the first but he 
allowed a Drew sacrifice fly in the second…the A’s built a 6-1 lead before 
he allowed a three-run home run to Lind in the third…had a 7-4 lead when 
he was relieved by Hendriks with two outs in the fifth inning and runners 
on first and second.

THIRD START: He had a no decision in the A’s 11-4 win over Houston in 
the second game of the doubleheader on Sept. 9 in Oakland…blanked 
the Astros on three hits and a walk over the first five innings but Peacock 
shutout the A’s on three hits over the first five innings…Mengden allowed 
three runs in the sixth on a two-run home run by Altuve and a RBI single 
by Reddick but Oakland tied the game in the bottom of the sixth…was 
relieved by Moll to start the seventh.

FOURTH START: He tossed his first career complete game, a two-hit shut-
out in the A’s 4-0 win at Philadelphia Sept. 15…did not walk a batter to 
become the 14th pitcher in Oakland history to allow two hits or fewer in 
a shutout and not walk a batter…struck out seven while tossing a career-
high 118 pitches…those were the most pitches by an A’s pitcher since 
Sonny Gray had 119 on May 3, 2015 at Texas…Crawford had both of the 
Phillies hits…had a one-out single in the third and a leadoff single in the 
sixth…retired each of the final 11 batters he faced.

LAST START: He won his second consecutive start in the A’s 3-2 win at 
Detroit last Wednesday…it is the first winning streak of his career…tossed 
seven scoreless innings and yielded seven hits without walking a batter…
allowed a runner to reach third base three times…was relieved by Dull 
to start the eighth inning with a 3-0 lead and Dull allowed two runs in the 
ninth.
