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ABOUT THE A’S: The A’s snapped their five-game losing streak yesterday and 
are now 1-5 over the last six games after starting the spring 2-0-1…are 2-2-1 
at Hohokam and 1-3 on the road…hit five home runs yesterday, which were 
their most in a spring game since March 9, 2004 when they also hit five 
against San Diego…now have 12 home runs in the last four games…commit-
ted four errors on Thursday after making just three errors over the first six 
games…now have eight errors…this is the A’s 50th Spring Training in Arizona, 
their fourth since returning to Mesa in 2015 after a 36-year absence…after 
training in Bradenton, Florida in 1968, the A’s came west to Arizona in 1969 
and trained in Mesa from 1969-78…moved to Scottsdale in 1979 and then 
spent 33 seasons at Phoenix Municipal Stadium from 1982-2014…are sched-
uled to play 32 games this spring…the total includes 29 games in Arizona 
and three in the Bay Area against the Giants (March 25-27)…the A’s went 
16-18 (.471) last spring, which was the fourth worst record in the Cactus 
League…went 12-17-3 (.422) in 2016, which was fifth worst in the CL…this 
marks the first time Oakland has finished with a losing record in back-to-
back springs since 2010-11…compiled a 5.93 ERA, which was second highest 
in the majors to Cincinnati (6.13)…it was the second highest spring ERA by an 
Oakland team over the last 18 years (6.10 in 2016)…had the second fewest 
strikeouts (247)…the offense tied for the fewest stolen bases in the CL (15) 
and ranked fourth in most strikeouts (300)…the strikeouts were the most by 
an A’s team during the spring since at least 1990 (previous: 248 in 2009)…
went 9-7 at Hohokam, 0-1 in Oakland and 7-10 on the road.

YESTERDAY: The A’s defeated the Padres in Peoria, 12-4…Josh Phegley hit a 
solo home run in the third inning to give Oakland a lead it would not relin-
quish and Franklin Barreto added a two-run home run later in the inning…
Frankie Montas started for the A’s and picked up the win (2.1 ip, 4 h, 2 r, 2 
er, 3 bb, 3 so) and Yusmeiro Petit (1.2 ip) and Chris Hatcher (1.0 ip) followed 
with scoreless relief…Mark Canha added a two-run home run in the fourth 
inning to make the score 5-2 but Blake Treinen allowed a run in the sixth…
Oakland then scored four times in the seventh inning on a RBI double by An-
thony Garcia, a two-run double by Slade Heathcott and a sacrifice fly by Nick 
Martini…Kevin Merrell and Garcia hit back-to-back home runs in the eighth 
inning and Martini added a sacrifice fly…Danny Coulombe and Chris Bassitt 
also tossed a scoreless inning of relief each before Nolan Blackwood allowed 
an unearned run in the ninth.

A’s vs. WHITE SOX: This is the second of three meetings between the A’s and 
White Sox this spring…Oakland lost the first game at Camelback Ranch on 
Feb. 26 by a score of 7-6…meet again in Mesa on March 18…Oakland won 
both games last spring, winning 5-3 at Glendale March 22 and 8-2 in Mesa 
on March 24.

PLAYER NOTES: Franklin Barreto hit his second home run yesterday and four 
of his five hits this spring are for extra bases (also has two triples)…has ap-
peared in four games at second base and three at shortstop…Mark Canha 
has appeared in four games at first base, two in left field and one in right 
field…Khris Davis homered in back-to-back games on Wednesday and Thurs-
day…has appeared in three games in left field and two at designated hitter…
Anthony Garcia homered for the second time in his last three games yester-
day…Matt Joyce has appeared in two games in right field, two at designated 
hitter and one in left field…Nick Martini (NR) is the only Athletic to appear in 
all nine games this spring…Bruce Maxwell has hit safely in each of his last 
three games (3-for-7, .429) after going 0-for-1 in his first contest…Matt Olson 
has reached base safely via hit or walk in all six of his games…Chad Pinder 
has appeared in two games at third base, one at second base, one at short-
stop, one in left field and one at first base…Stephen Piscotty has appeared in 
three games in right field and one at designated hitter…Marcus Semien has 
hit safely in each of his five games (6-for-14, .429).

IN CAMP: The A’s have 59 players in camp,…the total includes 40 players on 
the 40-man roster and 19 non-roster invitees…the breakdown includes 31 
pitchers, six catchers, 11 infielders and 11 outfielders.

Williams…Darren Bush returns as hitting coach and Scott Emerson returns as 
pitching coach while Mike Aldrete (assistant hitting coach), Marcus Jensen 

(bullpen coach) an Mark Kotsay (quality control coach) also return in differ-
ent roles.

A’s TOP PROSPECTS: Six of the A’s top 10 prospects according to Baseball 
America are in major league camp this spring: A.J. Puk (#1), Franklin Bar-
reto (#2), Jorge Mateo (#3), Dustin Fowler (#4), Sean Murphy (#7) and Logan 
Shore (#10)…the others are Jesus Luzardo (#5), Austin Beck (#6), James Kapri-
elian (#8) and Lazaro Armenteros (#9).

CONTRACT STATUS: The A’s have two players under contract beyond the 2018 
season…Yusmeiro Petit is signed through 2019 with a club option for 2020 
and Stephen Piscotty is signed through 2022 with a club option for 2023.

MINOR LEAGUE DATES: Minor League mini camp is currently underway…
pitchers and catchers had their first workout yesterday…position players re-
port this Friday, March 9 with the first workout scheduled for March 10…
Double-A and Triple-A games begin Tuesday, March 13 and Single-A games 
start on March 16.

MEDIA INFORMATION: The A’s clubhouse at Hohokam Stadium will be open 
to members of the media with proper credentials beginning approximately 
one hour prior to team stretch…stretch time varies from day to day; media 
are asked to check @AsMediaAlerts on Twitter daily for updated clubhouse
