ABOUT THE A’S: Split a two-game series with the Dodgers on Tuesday and
Wednesday and are now 0-3-2 over the first five series of the season...this
marks the first time the A's have not won one of their first five series of the
season since 1998 when they started 0-3-2 before winning series number
six..are 2-4 over the last six games but have lost six of the last eight...are
5-10 for the season...spent the first day of the season tied for first, the sec-
ond day tied for second and every day since then in fourth (eight days) or
tied for fourth (seven days)...this is the A's 51st season in Oakland where they
have won 16 American League West titles, two AL Wild Cards, six AL pen-
nants and four World Championships in their 50 seasons in Oakland...only
the New York Yankees (18) and Atlanta Braves (17) have more division titles
than the A’s...since the A's moved to Oakland in 1968, only the Yankees (11)
and Cardinals (8) have more league championships and only the Yankees
have more world titles (7).

JACKIE ROBINSON DAY: On April 15, 1947, Jackie Robinson broke Baseball’s
color barrier when he made his historic MLB debut...throughout his Hall of
Fame career, the Brooklyn Dodgers legend played an integral role in leading
the movement for equal rights for all, and, in doing so, established a legacy
that inspires future generations to this day...every year on April 15, our game
honors Jackie’s legacy by celebrating his life, values, and accomplishments...
in proudly wearing “42”, Baseball demonstrates a powerful, unified, tribute
to the Jackie Robinson legacy...this year marks the 73rd anniversary of Jackie
Robinson signing his first professional contract with the Brooklyn Dodgers
organization in 1945, which was the first step toward his eventual breaking
of the color barrier.

LEADING THE WAY: Jed Lowrie collected his fourth three-hit game of the
season last night and is tied for the Major League lead with 21 hits with
Los Angeles-AL's Andrelton Simmons and San Diego’s Jose Pirela..teammate
Matt Chapman (20) is tied for fourth in the Majors in hits.

EXTRA! EXTRA!: Khris Davis and Matt Chapman are tied for the team lead
with eight extra-base hits...they are tied for fifth in the Majors in extra-base
hits behind New York-ALs Didi Gregorius (10), Boston’s Mookie Betts (9) &
Xander Bogaerts (9) and Los Angeles-Als Mike Trout (9).

THE LEFTY: Sean Manaea has not allowed more than two earned runs in his
last five starts dating back to Sept. 17, 2017...in that stretch, he is 3-2 with
a 1.39 ERA (5 er, 32.1 ip) with 26 strikeouts...in that span he’s limited oppo-
nents to a .197 (23-for-117) batting average...in that span (since Sept. 17),
only Cleveland’s Corey Kluber (1.07/5 er, 42.0 ip) has a better ERA in the Ma-
jors (min. 30.0 ip).

CAN’T HOLD ME: Khris Davis has hit 17 home runs in 40 career games against
Seattle...the only club he’s homered against more is Texas (18)...of those 17
homers against the Mariners, 8 of them have come at Safeco Field, including
three this series...all 17 of his home runs against Seattle have come in the
last 35 games, including seven in his last 10 games.

HEATING UP: Khris Davis has hit safely in four straight games, with three
multi-hit games, including scoring a run in three straight...in his last four
games, he is hitting .421 (8-for-19) with five runs, one double, four home
runs and seven RBI...in his previous eight games (April 1-8), he hit.103 (3-for-
29) with one RBI...in his first three games of the year, he hit .400 (4-for-10)
with three runs, two doubles, one home run and four RBI.

MULTI-HIT MADNESS: Matt Chapman has eight multi-hit games this season
and is tied for the Major League lead in multi-hit games with San Diego’s
Eric Hosmer and Los Angeles-Als Albert Pujols...Oakland has collected 37
multi-hit games as a team, tied for the third most in the Majors behind Los
Angeles-AL (54) and Boston (42) and tied with Atlanta..Chapman leads the
club with eight, and is followed by Khris Davis and Jed Lowrie (5).

OFFENSE: The A's have scored 45 runs over the first seven games of the road
trip (6.43 per game), which includes one run last Sunday and no runs on
Tuesday, after tallying 27 in eight games on the last homestand (3.38 per
game)..the A's season batting average is .264, which is fourth best in the
American League behind Los Angeles-AL (.291), Boston (.273) and Seattle
(-273)...rank fourth in AL in on-base percentage (.337)...are tied for fourth in
the AL with a .267 (28-for-105) average with RISP overall...have stolen just
three bases, which is the fewest in the AL tied for the fewest in the majors
(Dodgers, Marlins, Mets).

PITCHING: The A's walked two batters yesterday and have issued a Major
League low 31 walks in 132.0 innings (2.11 per nine innings)..however, have
allowed a .287 opponents batting average, which is the highest in the ma-
jors...allowed four home runs last night and now have a streak of six con-
secutive games with two or more home runs allowed (17 home runs total)...
that is the longest such streak by an A’s team since April 29-May 5, 1997
when they had a seven-game streak, the Oakland record...have surrendered
24 round-trippers for the season, which is the second most in the Majors
(Cincinnati, 25)...lead the majors with 13 wild pitches...tallied a franchise re-
cord 84 wild pitches last year, which was second most in the majors...have
a 6.52 ERA (42 er in 58.0 ip) over the first seven games of the road trip after
posting a 3.89 ERA in eight games on the first homestand.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-5 on the first road trip of the season, an eight-
game trip to Los Angeles-AL (1-2), Los Angeles-NL (1-1) and Seattle (0-2)...
return home following the game Sunday for a six-game homestand against
Chicago-AL (three games) and Boston (three games)..went 3-5 on the first
homestand against Los Angeles-AL (1-3) and Texas (2-2)...last year, the A’s
went 46-35 (.568) at home compared to 29-52 (.358) on the road...tied for
fifth best home record in A.L. but tied for the second worst road record.

SCHEDULE NOTES: The A's venture out of the state of California for the first
time this three-game series with Seattle...are scheduled to play each of
their first 22 games on the west coast and this series is the only one out-
side of California...began the season with an eight-game homestand against
Los Angeles (AL) and Texas and are currently on an eight-game road trip to
Los Angeles (AL), Los Angeles (NL) and Seattle...return home for a six-game
homestand against Chicago (AL) and Boston beginning Monday...nad off on
Monday and Thursday this week after playing 11 games in 11 days to start
the season...will have another off day next Thursday and the A’s are sched-
uled to play eight games over the second 11 days of the season (April 9-19).

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 1-5 in games in which the opponent starts a left-
handed pitcher compared to 4-5 against right-handers...the A's are 4-2 when
scoring first, 1-8 when opponent scores first...have a 4-6 record in night
games and are 1-4 during the day.

A’s ON THE RADIO: 95.7 FM The Game is in its eighth season as flagship of the
A's Radio Network...due to conflicts with the Warriors, the following games
will air in the Bay Area on Q102 (102.1 FM): Monday vs. White Sox...addition-
al updates will be announced based on the Warriors postseason schedule.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A's have seven players on the disabled list (Black-
burn, Cotton, Hendriks, Nufiez, Phegley, Pinder, Powell)...Nufiez and Phegley
are currently on rehab assignments...Oakland used the DL 23 times last year
and the players combined to miss 1058 games, an average of 46.0 games per
stint...it marked the third consecutive season and seventh time in the last
11 years the A’s have used the DL at least 20 times...have had at least three
players on the DL every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than
two players on DL since end of 2006 season (1).

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A's went 7-12 against Seattle last year and lost the sea-
son series for the fifth straight season...prior to this streak, had not lost more
than four straight season series to Seattle...are 37-60 (.381) vs. Seattle dating
back to start of 2013 season, which is the second worst record by any A.L.
team against Seattle (TB, 12-20/.375)...went 4-5 in Oakland last year and 3-7
in Seattle...all-time, the A’s are 341-284 vs. Seattle...that includes 184-128
in Oakland, 156-156 in Seattle and 1-1 in Tokyo...are 80-92 at Safeco Field.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Jonathan Lucroy has thrown out 6-of-12 (50.0%) attempted base stealers
and the six caught stealings are the most in Majors...has tossed out 183
since 2010, the most by any Major League catcher over that span...Marcus
Semien is the only Athletic to reach base safely in all 15 games.

OAKLAND A’S 50th ANNIVERSARY MOMENT

In 1990 Dennis Eckersley records his 100th career save in the A’s 3-0 win
at Seattle..with 100 saves, he becomes just the sixth pitcher in major
league history with 100 saves and 100 victories...in 2006 Eric Chavez, Frank
Thomas and Milton Bradley hit back-to-back-to-back home runs on three
consecutive pitches off Vicente Padilla in the sixth inning of the A's 5-4 win
over Texas.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Sean Manaea (1-2, 1.74 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: Is scheduled to make his fourth start of the season...has al-
lowed two runs or fewer in each of his first three starts and his 1.74 ERA
ranks 12th in the American League...has walked one batter or fewer in each
start and his average of 0.87 walks per nine innings is fourth best in the AL...
is on his second consecutive Opening Day roster and is beginning his third
season in the majors.

THIS AND THAT: Opponents are 1-for-16 (.063) with runners on base, includ-
ing 0-for-5 with runners in scoring position...they are 2-for-20 (.100) with
no walks and a hit by pitch (.143 on-base percentage) when leading off an
inning...has surrendered three home runs...one of those led off the game and
the other two were hit by the second batter of the game...has allowed three
of his four runs in the first inning and has a 0.51 ERA (1 er in 17.2 ip) from
the second inning on.

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-1 loss to Los Angeles (AL)
March 30 in Oakland...allowed a solo home run to the second batter of the
game, Mike Trout, but that was the only run he would allow in 7.2 innings...
retired 12 straight at one point and set down 21 of the final 23 hitters...left
trailing 1-0 as the A's scored their only run in the bottom of the ninth.

SECOND START: He picked up his first win of the season in the A’s 6-2 win over
Texas April 4 in Oakland...tossed a career-high tying 8.0 innings and allowed
just one run for the second consecutive start...became the first A's pitcher on
an Opening Day roster to start the season with back-to-back outings of sev-
eninnings or more and one run or fewer since Steve Karsay in 1994...blanked
the Angels on two hits over the first four innings and had a 5-0 lead when he
allowed his only runin the fifth inning...Mazara led off with a single, went to
second on a Chrinos walk, third on a Profar sacrifice fly and scored on a Rua
fielders choice...did not allow a run over his final three innings and retired
each of the final 12 batters he faced.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A's 4-0 loss at Los Angeles (NL)
on Tuesday...allowed back-to-back home runs to Taylor and Seager to start
the bottom of the first but those were the only runs he would allow in five
innings of work...Ryu and three Dodgers relievers combined to shutout the
A's on five hits.

2017 RECAP: Compiled a 12-10 record and a 4.37 ERA in 29 starts in his sec-
ond season in the majors...went 1-3 with a 5.52 ERA and .179 opponents bat-
ting average over his first six starts, 7-2 with a 2.92 ERA and .246 opponents
average over an 11-start span from May 20 to July 16 and 4-5 with a 5.55
ERA and .328 opponents average over his final 12 starts...led the A’s in wins,
games started, innings pitched (158.2), strikeouts (140), hits (167), walks
(55) and hit batters (10)...this marked just the third time in Oakland history
(Wengert, 161.1ip in 1996 and 134.0 ip in 1997) and fourth time in Athletics
history (Garver, 145 ip in 1957) the A’s did not have a pitcher with enough in-
nings to qualify for the ERA title...it was just the fifth time in Oakland history
the A’s did not have a pitcher with at least 30 starts in a non-strike season
(Karsay, 24 in 1997; Wengert, 25 in 1996; Young, 27 in 1986; Langford, 29
in 1979)...struck out 264 batters over his first two seasons, which are third
most in Oakland history by a pitcher in his first two seasons in the majors
(Hudson, 301; Zito, 283)...his 19 wins tied for sixth most.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Allowed a .268 opponents batting average, including
.227 (30-for-132) against left-handed hitters compared to.279 (137-for-491)
against right-handers...surrendered 16 of his 18 home runs and issued 49 of
his 55 walks to righties...had a .593 OPS against lefties, .809 against right-
ies...now has a.206 (51-for-248) career batting average and .568 OPS against
lefties compared to .267 (265-for-992) with a .770 OPS against righties ...12
of the 18 home runs he allowed were solo shots...allowed a .160 batting av-
erage with two strikes...held the three hitter in the batting order to a .216
batting average but the two hitter batted .377...now has a .215 (31-for-144)
career average against the three hitter.

at least 1908...the longest is 11 by Bobby Hasty from Sept. 11, 1919 to Aug.
11, 1921...was the winning pitcher in his last start, a 16-6 A's win at Los An-
geles (NL) on Thursday (5.0 ip, 7 h, 4 1, 3 er, 0 bb, 5 so0)...has never faced the
White Sox in his career..went 0-0 with a 6.12 ERA in seven games, including
five starts, during the spring...ranked fourth among Cactus League pitchers
with 25.0 innings pitched..went 3-2 with a 3.14 ERA and .229 opponents
batting average in seven starts over two stints with Oakland last year.
