ABOUT THE A’S: Had their season-high tying four-game winning streak
snapped on Wednesday...are now 9-2 over the last 11 games after starting
the year 5-10...won two of three at Texas to start the road trip and have now
won three straight series after going 0-3-2 over the first five series...the five
straight series without a win matched the 1973 A’s for the second longest
season-opening streak without a series win in Oakland history...the longest
was in 1998 when the A's went 0-3-3 before winning their seventh series...
arein fourth place in the American League West...have spent one day tied for
first, one day tied for second, two days tied for third, 19 days in fourth and
seven days tied for fourth.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are scheduled to face a right-handed pitcher tonight
for just the second time in their last eight games...for the season, are 8-6
(.571) in games in which the opponent starts a right-handed pitcher and are
6-6 (.500) in games in which the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher...as a
team, the A’s are hitting a hearly identical .266 against right-handers as their
.271 average against lefties..the 12 games against left-handed starters are
the most in the American League.

IN APRIL: The win last night improved the A’s record to 13-10 (.555) in the
month of April, clincing a winning April record for the second time in the
last four years (13-12 in 2016)...are slugging .461, which is currently the sec-
ond best April slugging percentage in Oakland history (.463 in 2002)...have
an .808 OPS, which is currently third best (.814 in 1994, .809 in 2002)...have
been hit by a pitch 14 times, which is the most by an A's team in April since
at least 1908.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s will play all nine games on this road trip
against American League West competition (Texas, Houston, Seattle)...are
8-10 (.444) against divisional foes compared to 6-2 (.750) against all other
teams...are batting .253 (154-for-609) and are averaging 4.44 runs per game
(80 runs in 18 games) against the West compared to .298 with an average of
7.00 runs per game against everyone else...the pitching staff has a 4.30 ERA
(76 erin 159.0 ip) against the West, 3.67 against all other teams.

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .285 (145-for-508) over the last 14 games and
are averaging 6.57 runs per game (92 runs) with 61 extra base hits (35 dou-
bles, 4 triples, 22 home runs)...hit .245 with 3.7 runs per game and 31 extra
base hits over the first 12 contests...rank second in the American League in
batting average (.268), on-base percentage (.345) and hit by pitches (16),
second in OPS (.796), tied for second in triples (6), third in slugging percent-
age (.450), runs (136), walks (96) and extra base hits (92), tied for third in
home runs (34), and fourth in doubles (51)...are tied with Kansas City for the
fewest stolen bases (6), tied for second in most grounded into double pays
(21) and rank fourth in most strikeouts (230).

PITCHING: The A's have compiled a 2.88 ERA (33 er in 103.0 ip) and .203 (76-
for-375) opponents batting average over the last 11 games...have allowed
two runs or fewer seven times over that stretch...posted a 5.05 ERA and
.287 opponents batting average over the first 15 contests...are averaging
2.22 walks per nine innings, which is the second lowest mark in the majors
(Cleveland, 2.20), and 7.58 strikeouts per nine innings, which is fourth low-
est..have 19 wild pitches, which is second most to Pittsburgh (25)...oppo-
nents have stolen 20 bases, which is second most in the majors to the Mets
(25)...have surrendered 31 home runs, which is tied for ninth most in Major
League Baseball.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed one run or fewer in
seven of the last 11 games and are 6-2 with a 2.93 ERA (22 er in 67.2 ip) over
that stretch...went 5-10 with a 5.61 ERA over the first 15 contests...starters
have walked more than two batters just twice this year, both times by Ken-
dall Graveman...Sean Manaea is 4-2 with a 1.03 ERA while the rest of Oak-
land’s starters are 5-8 with a 5.79 ERA (65 er in 101.0 ip).

HOME AND AWAY: The A's are 3-1 on their second road trip of the season, a
nine-game, 11-day trip to Texas (2-1), Houston (three games) and Seattle
(three games)...went 3-5 on the first road trip to Los Angeles-AL (1-2), Los
Angeles-NL (1-1) and Seattle (1-2) and are now 6-6 on the road compared
to 8-6 at home...have hit 23 home runs in 12 road games, 11 in 14 home
games...have a 4.68 ERA (53 er in 102.0 ip) on the road, 3.65 at home...went
5-1 on the last homestand against Chicago-AL (3-0) and Boston (2-1), which
was the A's best homestand of four or more games since going 5-1 on a six-
game homestand against Detroit and Minnesota from May 27-June 1, 2016.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's are 4-1 (.800) in one-run
games...the winning percentage is best in the American League but the five
one-run games are tied for third fewest...are 4-0 in games decided by seven
runs or more and 6-11 in games decided by two to six runs...are 4-0 in game
decided in the last at bat...are 2-0 in extra inning games and 2-0 in walk-off
games.

THIS AND THAT: Yesterday’s win moves the A's to 1-3 following off-days this
year...yesterday’s win was also their first to occur on a Friday this season
(1-4)...are 11-4 when scoring first, 3-8 when the opponent scores first...A's
outfielders have just one assist, which is tied with Miami, San Francisco and
Washington for the fewest in the majors...the pitching staff has a 2.70 ERA
(24 er in 80.0 ip) in the seventh inning or later, 4.70 (83 er in 159.0 ip) over
innings one through six.

SCHEDULE NOTES: The A's continue a three-game series with Houston to-
night after playing a three-game series at Texas to start the trip...it marks
the fifth time since the Astros moved to the American League in 2013 that
the A’s have played Houston and Texas on the same trip...however, its just
the fourth time they have played the two clubs in back-to-back series...this
road trip begins a stretch where the A's are scheduled to play 19 of 25 games
on the road...the A’s have opened the trip with a 3-1 record (2-1 vs. Texas, 1-0
vs. Houston).

THE DISABLED LIST: After adding Ryan Buchter to the disabled list yesterday
the A's now have five players on the DL (Blackburn, Buchter, Cotton, Hendriks,
Powell)...have used the DL eight times this year and had a season-high seven
on the DL from April 7-14...Blackburn and Cotton are on the 60-day DL...Oak-
land used the DL 23 times last year, which marked the third consecutive sea-
son and seventh time in the last 11 years the A's have used the DL at least 20
times...have had at least four players on the DL every day since Aug. 24, 2015,
at least three every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two
players on DL since end of 2006 season (1).

A’s ON THE RADIO: 95.7 FM The Game is in its eighth season as flagship of the
A’s Radio Network...due to a conflict with the Warriors, today’s game against
the Astros will air in the Bay Area on Q102 (102.1 FM)...additional updates
will be announced based on the Warriors postseason schedule.

A’s vs. ASTROS: The A's went 7-12 against the Astros last year and lost the sea-
son series for the third consecutive season...went 4-6 in Oakland and 3-6 in
Houston...have won each of the last six games after losing 19 of the 21 pre-
vious contests...have lost 16 of the last 22 games at Minute Maid Park...are
23-35 (.397) against the Astros over the previous three years after winning
each of their first four season series against Houston (31-13, .705)...the A's
lead the all-time series 54-48...are 29-22 in Oakland and 25-26 in Houston...
only five current Athletics have faced Astrots starter Lance McCullers Jr. in
their career (Davis, Lowrie, Joyce, Semien, Lucroy)...the quintet is a combined
12-for-33 (.364) led by Semien who is 4-for-6 with two walks in his career
against McCullers Jr.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis hit his seventh home run of the season Wednesday and now
has a Major League leading 92 home runs over the last three years...Jed
Lowrie leads the majors with 38 hits, 12 multiple hit games, eight go-
ahead RBI and five games with three or more hits...has 34 hits in April,
which is tied for the Oakland record for most hits in April...he set the mark
with 34 hits in April of 2013...has 26 RBI, which is one short of the Oakland
April RBI mark of 27, shared by Reggie Jackson (1974) and Jason Giambi
(2000)...Marcus Semien has hit safely in each of his last six games and is
11-for-25 (.440) with two doubles, two home runs and five multiple hit
games over that span.

OAKLAND A’S 50th ANNIVERSARY MOMENT

In 1968 Jim “Catfish” Hunter records his first win in an Oakland uniform in
the A's 6-3 victory at California...he would go on to win an Oakland record
131 games which does not include 30 wins while pitching for the Kansas
City A’s...in 1981 former Athletic Don Baylor, playing for the California An-
gels, hits into a triple play, the fourth in Oakland history...in 2002 the A's
tie a franchise record by hitting four home runs in the third inning...Scott
Hatteberg, Terrence Long, Carlos Pena and Frank Menechino connect for
the home runs.

TODAY'’S STARTING PITCHER: Daniel Mengden (2-2, 3.86 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: Is 2-0 with a 2.33 ERA (5 er in 19.1 ip) over his last three starts
after going 0-2 with a 6.55 ERA over his first two starts...the two-game win-
ning streak matches his career high (Sept. 15-20, 2017)...is now 5-3 with a
2.62 ERA (19 er in 65.1 ip) over his last 10 starts dating back to Sept. 9, 2017
after going 2-10 with a 6.86 ERA over the first 16 starts of his career...is in his
third season in the majors but is on his first Opening Day roster.

DON’T WALK: Has walked one batter or fewer and tossed 5.0 innings or more
in each of his first five starts...the longest such season-opening streak in
Oakland history is six by Bartolo Colon (2013) and Dan Haren (2006)...has
issued just three walks in 30.1 innings and his average of 0.89 walks per nine
innings is second lowest in the American League (Berrios, MIN 0.85)...has a
strikeout-to-walk ratio of 7.67, which is third best.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Has allowed a .210 (13-for-62) batting average against
left-handed hitters compared to .300 (18-for-60) against right-handers...last
year, he had a .268 average against lefties, .187 against righties...has issued
all three of his walks this year to right-handed hitters...issued seven of his
nine walks to righties last year...has not walked a batter to lead off an inning
this year...both of the home runs he has surrendered have been solo shots...
has a .349 (15-for-43) opponents batting average the first time through the
lineup, .114 (5-for-44) the second time and .314 (11-for-35) after that...last
year, he had a.179 opponents average the first time through the lineup, .257
after that.

HOME AND AWAY: Has won each of his last four road starts dating back to
Sept. 15 of last year and has a 0.96 ERA (3 er in 28.0 ip) over that stretch...
allowed a run in the first inning of his first road start this year, snapping a
23.0-inning road scoreless streak...that fell two short of the Oakland record
of 25.0 set by Gene Nelson (Aug. 21, 1989-April 25, 1990) and matched by
Dennis Eckersley (June 5, 1990-April 16, 1991)...is 1-2 with a 3.55 ERA (10 er
in 25.1 ip) in four starts at home this year compared to 1-0 with a 5.40 ERA
(3 erin 5.0ip) in one start on the road...is now 1-10 with a 5.53 ERA (50 er in
81.11ip) in 15 career starts in the Coliseum compared to 6-3 with a 4.22 ERA
(30 erin 64.0ip) in 11 starts on the road...picked up his first career win in the
Coliseum April 16, snapping a career-opening 10-game home losing streak...
that is the longest career-opening home losing streak by an A's pitcher since
Bobby Hasty lost 11 straight from Sept. 11, 1919 to Aug. 11, 1921...it is the
second longest home losing streak in Oakland history and fell three short of
the record of 14 set by Matt Keough from July 14,1978 to Aug. 8,1979...went
0-1 with a 5.40 ERA in three starts at home last year, 3-1 with a 1.71 ERA in
four starts on the road.

NIGHT AND DAY: Has made three of his five starts this year in day games...
last year, he made five of his seven starts during the day and has made 14
of his 26 career starts in day games...is 0-2 with a 4.67 ERA (9 er in 17.1 ip)
in three starts during the day this year compared to 2-0 with a 2.77 ERA (4
erin 13.0 ip) in two starts at night...is now 2-9 with a 4.20 ERA (37 erin 79.1
ip) in 14 career starts during the day, 5-4 with a 5.86 ERA (43 er in 66.0 ip) in
12 starts at night.

FIRST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 8-3 loss to Los Angeles (AL)
on March 31 in Oakland...allowed a RBI double to Trout in the first and two
more runs, one earned, in the third..also yielded a RBI double to Pujols in
the fifth..was relieved by Hendriks with two outs and runners on first and
second in the sixth and the A's trailing 4-0...Hendriks allowed both inherited
runners to score.

SECOND START: He lost his second consecutive start in the A's 6-3 loss to Tex-
as on April 5 in Oakland...allowed four runs, three earned, all in the second
inning...yielded a RBI single to Odor and then his own throwing error on a
Rua sacrifice allowed two more runs to score...Robinson added a RBI single
to give the Rangers a 4-0 lead.

THIRD START: He picked up his first win of the season in the A's 16-6 win at
Los Angeles (NL) April 11...the A's scored twice in the first, but he allowed a
Seager RBI ground out in the bottom of the first..Oakland added five more
in the fourth before he allowed a solo home run to Grandal in the bottom of
the fourth..had a 9-2 lead when he was relieved by Petit with no outs and
runners on first and third in the sixth...Petit allowed both runs to score.

FOURTH START: He won his second consecutive start in the A's 8-1 win over
Chicago (AL) April 16 in Oakland...allowed one hit in each of the first four in-
nings but retired 11 straight from the last out in the fourth through the first
out in the eighth..had an 8-0 lead when he allowed a leadoff home run to
Abreu in the ninth...was relieved by Petit, who retired the final three batters
to preserve the win.

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A's 4-1 win over Boston last Sunday
in Oakland...the A's scored a run in the first and he shut out the Red Sox on
three hits over the first six innings, retiring 12 straight at one point...allowed
