ABOUT THE A’S: Have won two straight and three of the last four games af-
ter losing three in a row...are now 12-6 over the last 18 games dating back
to April 15 after starting the year 5-10...the A’s record since April 15 is third
best in the American League and fourth best in the majors...are 17-16, which
marks the first time Oakland has been above .500 outside the month of April
over the last four years...are in fourth place in the AL West for the 11th con-
secutive day...have spent one day tied for first, one day tied for second, two
days tied for third, 27 days in fourth and seven days tied for fourth

WALK-OFFS AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: Khris Davis broke a scoreless tie with
a two-run walk-off home run in the bottom of the 12th inning last night...
it marked the first time in Athletics (since 1901) history the A's have won
an extra-inning scoreless game on a walk-off home run and just the fourth
time in Oakland history the A's have won a scoreless game of any length on
a walk-off homer (last: Scutaro, Aug. 25, 2004 vs. Baltimore)...it was the 11th
game in Oakland history that was scoreless after 11 innings and the A's are
8-3 in those games...it was the A’s third walk-off win of the season, which is
tied with Detroit for the most in the American League...in the majors, only
St. Louis (4) has more...improved to 6-0 in games decided in the last at bat...
the wins are second most in the AL (Toronto, 7) and the A's are one of three
teams in the majors without a last at bat loss (Colorado, Toronto)...are now
3-0 in extra inning games and are tied for second in the AL in extra inning
wins (Toronto, 4)..are 5-1 (.833) in one-run games, which is the best record
in the majors...nowever, the six one-run decisions are tied for second fewest
(Texas, 4).

LATE INNINGS: The A's lead the majors with a .276 (108-for-391) batting av-
erage in the seventh inning or later and are fourth with 62 runs scored...are
hitting .240 (180-for-750) over the first six innings...the pitching staff has a
2.91ERA (32 erin 99.0ip) in the seventh inning or later, which is second low-
est in the American League (Toronto, 2.76)...have a 4.86 (107 er in 198.0 ip)
over innings one through six...have 16 runs scored in the ninth inning, which
is second most in the majors (New York-AL, 17).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 2-0 on this six-game homestand against Bal-
timore (2-0) and Houston (three games) and now have a season-high four-
game home winning streak...these are the only six-game home games over
a 25-game stretch from April 23 to May 20...went 4-5 on the last road trip to
Texas (2-1), Houston (1-2) and Seattle (1-2) and begin a 10-game road trip to
New York-AL (three games), Boston (three games) and Toronto (four games)
next Friday...are 10-6 (.600) at home, which is the third best home record in
the American League, compared to 7-10 (.412) on the road...have a 3.39 ERA
(58 erin 154.0 ip) with 13 home runs in 16 games at home compared to 5.10
(81 erin143.0ip) with 27 home runs in 17 games on the road...nave the few-
est home runs allowed at home in the American League and the third lowest
ERA...are batting .262 (148-for-564) with 14 home runs in 16 games at home,
.243 (140-for-577) with 28 home runs in 17 games on the road...are tied for
the second fewest home runs at home in the AL.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A's are 9-14 (.391) against American League
West competition compared to 8-2 (.800) against all other teams...are bat-
ting .240 (184-for-767) and are averaging 3.96 runs per game (91 runs in 23
games) against the West compared to .278 (104-for-374) with an average of
6.40 runs per game (64 runs in 10 games) against everyone else...the pitch-
ing staff has a 4.68 ERA (104 er in 200.0 ip) against the West, 3.25 (35 er in
97.0 ip) against all other teams.

PITCHING: The A's had 20 strikeouts last night, which was the fourth game
of 20 or more strikeouts in Oakland history...it was just the second over the
last 46 years (21, Aug. 6, 2007 at Texas)...shutout the Orioles 2-0 for the 14th
extra inning shutout in Oakland history...it was the first since July 22, 2016
against Tampa Bay, a 1-0 win in 13 innings...it was the A's second shutout of
the season and Oakland now has a 3.55 ERA (65 er in 165.0 ip) over the last
18 games after logging a 5.05 ERA over the first 15 contests...are averaging
2.48 walks per nine innings, which is the lowest mark in the majors ahead
of Cleveland (2.53)...have 24 wild pitches, which is the most in the American
League and second most in the majors (Pittsburgh, 30).

STARTING PITCHING: A's started pitchers have allowed two runs or fewer in
three of the last four games but are 0-1 with a 2.70 ERA (7 er in 23.1 ip) over
that stretch...have lost four straight decisions and have not won since April
27 at Houston (Manaea)...are 6-6 with a 3.46 ERA (40 er in 104.0 ip) over the
last 18 games after going 5-10 with a 5.61 ERA over the first 15 contests...

have walked two batters or fewer in 30 of the 33 games...Sean Manaea is 4-3
with a 1.63 ERA while the rest of Oakland’s starters are 5-11 with a 5.41 ERA
(79 erin131.1ip).

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .228 (107-for-470) and are averaging 3.6 runs
per game (51 runs) over the last 14 games...hit .245 and averaged 3.7 runs
per game over the first 12 contests and then batted .306 with 8.6 runs per
game over a seven-game stretch from April 11-19...have struck out at least
nine times in each of the last six games (73 strikeouts total) and have 311
strikeouts for the season, which is fourth most in the American League...also
rank third in hit by pitches (17), fourth in OPS (.755) and extra base hits (112),
tied for fourth in walks (110) and triples (6) and fifth in on-base percentage
(-325) and grounded into double plays (27)

ON THE BASES: Opponents have stolen 26 bases, which is the most in the
American League and tied with San Diego for second most in the majors
(New York, 31)...however, they have been caught stealing 11 times, which is
second most in the AL (Chicago, 14)...the offense has just 10 stolen base at-
tempts, which is the fewest in the majors...has six stolen bases, which is tied
with the Cubs for the fewest in the majors.

THIS AND THAT: The A's have won six of the last eight games when the oppo-
nent starts a left-handed pitcher...lost five of their first six against lefties and
are 7-7 for the season...the 14 games against left-handed starters are tied
with Kansas City for the most in the American League...A’s outfielders have
just two assists, both by Chad Pinder...are tied with Minnesota and Seattle
for the fewest outfield assists in the AL.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A's have five players on the disabled list (Blackburn,
Buchter, Cotton, Hendriks, Powell)...have used the DL eight times this year
and had a season-high seven on the DL from April 7-14...Blackburn and Cot-
ton are on the 60-day DL...have had at least four players on the DL every day
since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since July 30, 2011 and have not
had fewer than two players on DL since end of 2006 season (1).

A’s ON THE RADIO: 95.7 FM The Game is in its eighth season as flagship of the
A's Radio Network...due to conflicts with the Warriors, the following games
will air on 1550 AM: today against Baltimore and Tuesday against Houston...
additional updates will be announced based on the Warriors postseason
schedule.

A’s vs. ORIOLES: The A's have won the first two games of this series after los-
ing the season series last year, 3-4...split four games in Oakland and dropped
two of three in Baltimore...over the previous six seasons, the A's have won
the season series in even numbered years and the Orioles in odd number
years...have a 21-24 record against Baltimore over the last seven years...have
lost eight of the last 10 games at Camden Yards...the Athletics won their
1000th game against the Orioles/Browns/Brewers franchise on Friday...the
only other franchise the A's have defeated 1000 times in the Twins/Senators
(1004)...are now 1001-945 against the Orioles/Browns/Brewers and they are
the only one of the other seven original American League franchises that the
A’s have a winning record against...since moving to Oakland in 1968, the A's
are 265-265 against the Orioles...that breaks down to 135-135 in Oakland
and 130-130 in Baltimore...are 63-56 at Camden Yards.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Santiago Casilla has the lowest opponents batting average (.091), on-
base percentage (.163) and slugging percentage (.114) among American
League relievers...Khris Davis leads the majors in home runs with runners
on base (8) and is tied for the lead in go-ahead home runs (6)...Jed Lowrie
leads the majors with 48 hits, 15 multiple hit games and 31 RBl and is tied
for the lead with six three-hit games.

OAKLAND A’S 50th ANNIVERSARY MOMENT

In 1975 Claudell Washington homers off California’s Ed Figueroa for the
1000th home run in Oakland A's history...in 2003 Mark Mulder tosses his
third consecutive complete game as the A's defeat the Chicago White Sox
6-0 in 1 hour and 49 minutes...that is the A’s fastest game since August
12,1979...in 2017 Adam Rosales has a walk-off single in the bottom of the
ninth inning to defeat the Detroit Tigers 6-5...it is the first of three con-
secutive walk-off wins for the A's.

TODAY'’S STARTING PITCHER: Andrew Triggs (2-1, 5.20 ERA)

FIRST THREE, LAST THREE: Went 1-0 with a 2.87 ERA and .217 opponents bat-
ting average over his first three starts but is 1-1 with an 8.25 ERA (11 er in
12.0ip) and .306 (15-for-49) opponents batting average in three starts since
then.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Opponents are batting .207 (12-for-58) with runners
on base compared to .314 (16-for-51) with the bases empty...however, all
three of the home runs he has allowed have come with runners on...oppo-
nents are 8-for-33 (.242) with runners in scoring position but they are 2-for-
15 (.133) with RISP and two outs...has allowed a .167 (5-for-30) batting aver-
age with two outs, compared to .291 (23-for-79) with zero or one out...last
year, he held the opposition to a .211 batting average with two outs but sur-
rendered six of his nine home runs in that situation...has not allowed a hit
to the opponents number six hitter (0-for-9)...has a .345 (20-for-58) batting
average against the 1-4 hitters in the order, a .157 (8-for-51) mark against
the 5-9 hitters...has issued 12 walks, five of which have come to the first bat-
ter in an inning...opponents are batting .333 (8-for-24) with a .448 on-base
percentage leading off an inning...has a .294 (15-for-51) opponents batting
average the first time through the lineup, .190 (8-for-42) the second time
and .313 (5-for-16) after that.

WITH THE BASES LOADED: Opponents are 2-for-2 with a home run, six RBI
and a sacrifice fly with the bases loaded...last year, opponents were 3-for-8
(.375) with a triple and two home runs with the bases loaded and the two
grand slams tied for the most in the majors...opponents are now 5-for-10
(.500) with three home runs and 19 RBI with the bases loaded over the last
two years and the three grand slams are tied with Masahiro Tanaka for the
most in the majors.

AMONG THE LEADERS: Opponents have stolen four bases with him on the
mound, which is tied for seventh most in the American League...allowed 15
stolen bases last year, which tied for seventh most in the AL despite missing
3% months of the season...is tied for ninth in the AL in hit by pitches this
year (3).

DAYS REST: Is scheduled to pitch on four days rest today...is 1-0 with a 10.29
ERA (8 erin 7.0 ip) in two starts on four days rest, 1-1 with a 3.48 ERA (8 erin
20.2 ip) in four starts on five days rest or more...Iast year, he went 1-3 with an
8.24 ERA in four starts on four days rest, 4-3 with a 2.56 ERA in eight starts
on five days rest or more...his career numbers are 2-4 with a 7.23 ERA (30 er
in 37.1ip) in nine starts on four days rest or fewer, 6-4 with a 2.77 ERA (25 er
in 81.1ip) in 15 starts on five days rest or more.

THE WEST AND THE REST: Is 2-1 with a 3.42 ERA (10 er in 26.1 ip) in five starts
against American League West teams, 0-1 with a 40.50 ERA (6 erin 1.1 ip) in
one start against everyone else...last year, he went 4-1 with a 2.04 ERA in six
starts against AL West competition, 1-5 with a 6.90 ERA in six starts against
all other tams...his career numbers are 6-2 with a 3.42 ERA (31 er in 81.2 ip)
in 18 games against the AL West, 2-6 with a 5.72 ERA (43 er in 67.2 ip) in 24
games against everyone else.

FIRST START: He had a no decision in the A's 3-1 win over Texas on April 2 in
Oakland...blanked the Rangers on three hits and a walk over the first four
innings..had a 1-0 lead when he allowed his only run in the fifth inning...
Robinson walked, stole second and scored on a Gallo single...was relieved by
Buchter to start the sixth and the A’s scored twice in the seventh for the win.

SECOND START: He was the winning pitcher in the A's 7-3 win at Los Angeles
(AL) April 7...it was his first win since May 10, 2017, also against the Angels,
and it snapped a career-high four-game losing streak dating back to last
year...faced the minimum over the first three innings as a leadoff walk to
Cozart in the first inning was erased on a double play...had a 3-0 lead when
he allowed his only two runs in the fourth inning on a two-run home run by
Upton...left after five innings with a 4-2 lead.

THIRD START: He had a no decision in the A's 7-4 loss at Seattle April 13...
Oakland scored twice in the first, but he allowed two runs in the bottom of
the first on a RBI single by Haniger and a RBI double by Seager...shutout the
Mariners on a hit and two walks over his final four innings and the A’s scored
once in the sixth to give him a 3-2 lead...was relieved by Buchter to start the
bottom of the sixth but the bullpen allowed five runs in the seventh for the
blown save.

FOURTH START: He had a no decision in the A's 12-11, 14-inning win over
Chicago (AL) April 18 in Oakland...tossed 1.1 innings, which was the shortest
start of his career...allowed a RBI single to Delmonico in the first inning but
the A’s tied the game with a run in the bottom of the first...then faced seven
batters in the second and recorded just one out...yielded a RBI single to Engel
and a grand slam to Moncada...left after 1.1 innings trailing 6-1.

FIFTH START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 3-2 win at Texas May 24...
shut out the Rangers on three hits over the first five innings but Hamels
blanked the A's on two hits, two walks and three hit by pitches over the first

Was originally selected by Arizona in the 2nd round of the 2006 draft but was one of six players
traded to Oakland in the Dan Haren trade following the 2007 season..made his Major League
debut with the A's in 2009 at the age of 21 and went 26-29 with a 3.81 ERA (191 er in 450.2 ip) in
84 games, 73 starts, in five seasons with Oakland from 2009-13...has gone 16-18 with a 4.40 ERA
in 56 games, 55 starts, in four seasons since then with Colorado (2014), Los Angeles-NL (2015-
16), Chicago-NL (2017) and Toronto (2017)...is 42-47 with a 4.04 ERA (333 er in 741.0 ip) in 140

.283 mark against left-handed hitters compared to .288 against right-handers...allowed a .214
batting average to hitters leading off an inning..made his first career Opening Day start April
1 against Seattle but was the losing pitcher in the A's 2-0 loss..became the A’s eighth different
Opening Day starting pitcher in the last eight years...struck out the side in the first inning to
become the first A's pitcher since at least 1947 to strike out the side in the first inning on Open-
ing Day...struck out a career-high tying 10 batters in 6.0 innings in his second start, a 9-3 win at
Houston April 7...it was his only win of the season...tossed 1.0 inning April 19 at Tampa Bay, al-
lowing four runs on four hits and two walks...left the game early with a sprained right ankle...was
scheduled to skip his start April 29 against Los Angeles (AL) but ended up pitching 5.1 innings of
relief that night in the A's 10-8, 19-inning win...entered the game in the 13th inning for the first
relief appearance of his career after 73 starts...allowed just one run..was placed on the 15-day
disabled list May 1 with a sprained right ankle...was diagnosed with a navicular stress fracture
of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14..was reinstated from the
DL Aug. 28 and pitched exclusively in relief following his return, logging a 5.74 ERA and .306 op-
ponents batting average in 10 appearances...recorded his first save in his first outing following
his return Aug. 28 at Detroit...pitched the final three innings of the A's 14-4 win, allowing three
runs on five hits in 3.0 innings...also recorded three-inning saves Sept. 4 against Texas and Sept.
8 against Houston.



2012—Completed his rehab from “Tommy John” surgery in late August and made six starts
before his regular season ended when he strained his right oblique Sept. 19..went 4-2 with a
2.57 ERA and .225 opponents batting average...allowed just one home run in 35.0 innings...his
opponents batting average included a .219 mark against left-handed hitters compared to .227
against right-handers...allowed a .148 average with runners in scoring position...was reinstated
from the disabled list Aug. 20 and started the next day against Minnesota...allowed just one run
in 7.0 innings for the win...it was his first start since June 5, 2011 at Boston and his first win since
May 26, 2011 at Los Angeles (AL)...combined with Cook and Balfour on a two-hit shutout in his
second start, a 3-0 win at Cleveland Aug. 27...tossed 7.0 innings and allowed both of the hits...

1918 to begin his season with four consecutive starts of one run or fewer...won each of his first
four starts to become the first Oakland pitcher to start the season by winning at least his first
four starts since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990...the four-game winning
streak matched the longest of his career (third time, last: Sept. 6 to Oct. 2, 2010)...had a 0.69 ERA,
a .185 opponents batting average and three walks in 26.0 innings over his first four starts...left
his final start Sept. 19 at Detroit after just 2.1 innings with the oblique injury...returned to start
and win Game 3 of the ALDS against Detroit in Oakland..combined with Cook, Doolittle and
Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.

2011—Was limited to just 13 starts and was 3-6 with a 4.00 ERA when he underwent “Tommy
John” surgery on his left elbow July 14..went 2-1 with a 1.56 ERA over his first five starts and did
not allow a home run in 34.2 innings...then went 1-5 with a 5.73 ERA over his final eight starts,
yielding eight home runs in 48.2 innings...had four walks and 27 strikeouts over his first five
starts compared to 21 walks and 34 strikeouts over his final eight...allowed a .270 opponents
batting average, including a .252 against right-handed hitters and .303 against left-handers...

to New York May 31..allowed five runs on nine hits in 5.0 innings in his final start, a 6-3 loss at
Boston June 5...was placed on the disabled list June 7 with left elbow soreness...received a Plate-
let Rich Plasma injection after he was examined by Dr. James Andrews at the Andrews Institute
in Pensacola, Fla. June 13..was examined again a month later and it was determined that his
injury required surgery...Dr. Andrews performed successful reconstructive surgery to the ulnar
collateral ligament in his left elbow, July 14.

2010—Lowered his ERA by more than a run from his rookie campaign of 2009 but two stints on
the disabled list with elbow problems limited him to just 19 starts...was 7-6 with a 2.80 ERA after
going 11-11 with a 4.06 ERA in his first season...opponents batted .257, including .225 with run-
ners in scoring position...tied for eighth in the AL with four pickoffs...did not allow a run in his first
two starts of the season April 8 against Seattle and April 13 at Seattle to become the first starting
pitcher in Oakland history (among pitchers who began the season with the A’s) to start the sea-
son with two consecutive scoreless outings...the last Athletics pitcher to do it was Alex Kellner of
the 1953 Philadelphia A's, who started the season with back-to-back complete game shutouts...

start, an 8-3 loss to Baltimore...that was the third longest season-opening streak by a starter
in Oakland history and the longest since Matt Keough set the record with a 16.0 inning streak
in 1980..was 1-1 with a 2.35 ERA in four starts before going on the 15-day disabled list April 27
retroactive to April 25 with left elbow inflammation and a proximal medial forearm strain...was
reinstated from the DL May 29..had a win and a 2.35 ERA in two starts before returning to the
DL with left elbow inflammation June 4...was reinstated July 30 and went 5-5 with a 2.98 ERA in

13 starts following his return..finished the season with a career-high tying four-game winning
streak, posting a 2.18 ERA and holding the opposition to a .233 batting average over his final six
starts..walked a season-high three batters Sept. 11 against Boston, snapping a 22-start streak
dating back to Aug. 19, 2009 where he walked two batters or fewer...that was the second longest
streak by a starting pitcher in Oakland history..went 3-1 with a 2.23 ERA and .237 opponents
batting average in six starts in September.

2009—Set an Oakland rookie record and led Major League rookies with 150 strikeouts...com-
piled an 11-11 record and 4.06 ERA in 30 starts...tied for third among American League rookies
in games started, ranked fourth in innings pitched (175.1) and tied for fourth in wins...is one of
four 21-year olds in Oakland history to win 10 or more games...went 8-4 with a 2.96 ERA over his
final 17 starts, beginning June 29...was charged with 15 unearned runs, which tied for the most
in the AL...also ranked tied for fifth in grounded into double plays (24), tied for seventh in shut-
outs (1) and pickofTs (4), eighth in walks per nine innings (2.31) and strikeout to walk ratio (3.33),
and 10" in strikeouts per nine innings (7.70)...his season run support of 4.62 was eighth lowest
in the AL...did not have a wild pitch and his 175.1 innings were the most in the majors among
pitchers with no wild pitches...did not commit an error in 29 total chances, all assists...tied for
the lead among AL pitchers in double plays (5) and tied for fourth in assists...was ranked number
7 on Baseball America’s Top 100 Prospects lists entering the season...was the losing pitcher in his
Major League debut, a 5-4 A’s loss to Seattle April 10...allowed five runs in 6.0 innings, with all
five runs coming in the second inning...recorded his first Major League win May 20 at Tampa Bay

FOR STARTERS: Is 0-4 with a 10.07 ERA over his first five starts...the four
losses are tied for the Major League lead...all four have come in April, which
matches the most April losses in Oakland history (13th time, last: Anderson
and Parker in 2013)...no pitcher in Athletics history has ever lost five games
in April...leads the majors with 25 runs allowed and is tied for second in the
American League with 35 hits allowed...his ERA is the highest in the majors
among pitchers with at least 13 innings pitched...is the first A's pitcher on an
Opening Day roster to start the year 0-4 since Jarrod Parker in 2013...the last
to go 0-5 is Joe Blanton in 2005...is in his fifth season in the majors and is on
his fourth consecutive Opening Day roster.

FIVE INNINGS OR FEWER, FOUR RUNS OR MORE: Has allowed at least four
runs while tossing 5.0 innings or fewer in each of his first five starts...that
matches the longest such streak by an Athletics pitcher at any point in the
season since at least 1908...he is the sixth pitcher to do it, the first since Dan-
iel Gossett (Sept. 19, 2017-April 6,2018)...the only one to do it to start the A’s
season is Rick Langford in 1983 but he had two stints in the minors over that
stretch, which spanned from April 4 to July 17 (0-4, 13.50 ERA)...Graveman
is the only one to do it while allowing at least one home run in each start.

2016)...set a franchise record for strikeouts in the month of April with 224...broke the previous
mark of 221 set last year...were hit by a pitch 15 times, which is the most by an A's team in April
since at least 1908...slugged .449, which was the third best April slugging percentage in Oakland
history...hit 33 home runs, which was fifth best and the most since 2006 (34)...stole six bases,
which were the A’s fewest in April since 2006 (3)...the pitching staff had 17 wild pitches, which
was the most by an A's team since at least 1908...allowed 32 home runs, which tied for second
most in April in Oakland history and was the most since 2001 (also 32)..had a 4.42 ERA, which
was the A's highest April ERA since 2006 (4.74).
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
