ABOUT THE A’S: Were swept in a two-game series at Texas on Tuesday and
Wednesday...it marks the second time the A's have been swept this year
(May 7-9 vs. Houston)...are 3-3 over the last six games and are 31-31 for the
season, which marks the 11th time this year Oakland has been exactly .500...
have not been under .500 since May 16 (21-22)..went 5-10 (.333) over the
first 15 games, 20-12 (.625) over a 32-game stretch from April 15-May 20,
and are 6-9 (.400) in 15 games since then...are in fourth place in the Ameri-
can League West for the 43rd consecutive day and are a season-high tying
7% games out of first place...have spent one day tied for first, one day tied
for second, two days tied for third, 58 days in fourth and seven days tied for
fourth.

THE LONG BALL: The A's allowed four home runs last night after surrendering
a season-high five the night before...it marks the fifth time in Oakland his-
tory the A's allowed at least four home runs in consecutive games (previous:
June 7-9,2017)...have allowed at least four home runs three times in the last
eight games and five times for the season...have surrendered 51 home runs
in 32 games on the road compared to 28 in 30 at home...lead the majors in
home runs allowed on the road and have the fifth fewest at home...the of-
fense homered in all five games on the last road trip (eight home runs total)
and have now homered in 19 consecutive road games, which is two short
of the Athletics record (21, July 21-Sept. 13, 2013)...lead the majors with 55
home runs on the road but have the third fewest at home (22)...have 28 go-
ahead home runs, which ranks second in the American League (New York,
31) and tied for third in the majors (Washington, 32).

BY DIVISION: The A's are 5-1 against American League Central teams...swept
a three-game series from Chicago April 16-18 and won two of three at Kan-
sas City last weekend...are batting .306 (70-for-229) with 55 runs scored
(9.17 per game) against the Central...are now 21-10 (.677) in interdivision
games compared to 10-21 (.323) against the AL West.

HOMESTANDS AND ROAD TRIPS: The A's begin a 10-game homestand against
Kansas City (four games), Houston (three games) and Los Angeles-AL (three
games) tonight...it is the second of three 10-game homestands this year and
it concludes a stretch where Oakland will play 20 of 25 games at home...
went 4-6 on the last homestand and are 15-15 at home for the season...went
2-3 on the last road trip to Kansas City (2-1) and Texas (0-2) and are 16-16 on
the road...have lost nine of the last 13 home games but have won eight of
the last 12 on the road.

SEVEN HITS OR FEWER: The A’s have collected seven hits or fewer in each of
the last 12 home games, which is the longest such streak by an A's team
since at least 1908...it is the longest streak by any team since California
also had a 12-game streak from Sept. 3-22, 1976...should the streak reach
13, it will be the longest single-season streak by any team since a 14-game
streak by the Chicago White Sox from April 14-June 6, 1910...are batting .162
(62-for-382) with 25 runs scored (2.08 runs per game) over this 12-game
stretch...overall, are batting .222 (225-for-1012) and are averaging 3.47 runs
per game at home (104 runs in 30 games) compared to .259 and 5.34 runs
per game on the road...are averaging the fewest runs per game at home in
the American League and have the second lowest batting average (Toronto,
.221)...have the third most runs per game on the road and the fourth best
batting average.

SCORING POSITION: The A’s are hitting .500 (19-for-38) with runners in scor-
ing position in June after batting .194 with RISP in May...hit .271 with RISP in
April and are batting .258 with RISP overall.

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .295 (54-for-183) with 31 runs scored over the
first five games of June (6.20 runs per game) after hitting .211 and averaging
3.59 runs per game in 29 games in May...are hitting .242 overall, which is
fifth lowest in the American League...nave the fourth most strikeouts (546)
and fifth lowest on-base percentage (.312) but have the fifth most extra
base hits (202).

PITCHING: The A's allowed 15 runs in the two-game series at Texas (8.44
ERA) after yielding 21 runs over the previous nine games (2.25 ERA)..now
have a 3.21 ERA (52 erin 146.0 ip) and .211 (111-for-526) opponents batting
average over the last 16 games...overall, have the fourth fewest walks per
nine innings in the American League (2.83) and the fourth fewest strikeouts
per nine innings (7.43)..rank second in the majors with 39 wild pitches (Los
Angeles-AL, 40).

STARTING PITCHING: Paul Blackburn is scheduled to become the 10th differ-
ent pitcher to start a game for the A’s, which will tie Detroit for second most
in the American League (Tampa Bay, 12)...it marks the 11th time in the last
12 years the A's have used at least 10 different starters...starters are 4-3 with
a3.18 ERA (24 erin 68.0 ip) and .215 (53-for-246) opponents batting average
over the last 11 games...have issued two free passes or fewer in 53 of the
62 games this year and are second in the majors in fewest walks per nine
innings (2.39) to Cleveland (2.22).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have a season-high six-game errorless streak...
however, have 38 errors for the season, which is fifth most in the American
League...lead the majors with 652 assists...A's outfielders have five assists,
which is tied for second fewest in the majors (Washington, 4).

ON THE BASES: The A's are 12-for-25 (48.0%) in stolen base attempts...nave
the lowest stolen base percentage in the majors, the fewest stolen bases
and the third fewest attempts..opponents have stolen 46 bases, which
is second most in the American League (Toronto, 47), but they have been
caught stealing 18 times, which is second most (Toronto, 20).

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's have lost five of their last
seven one-run games but are 10-7 (.588) for the season, which is the fifth
best record in the American League...are 3-3 in extra inning games and the
six extra inning games are tied for fourth most in the AL...are 6-5 in games
decided in the last at bat and the 11 last at bat games are tied for third few-
est in the AL...have three walk-off wins, which is tied for fourth in the AL.

THE SEVENTH INNING OR LATER: The A's have compiled a 3.40 ERA (71 er in
187.2 ip) in the seventh inning or later, which is fourth lowest in the Ameri-
can League..have a 4.31 ERA (178 er in 372.0 ip) over innings one through
six..are 23-0 when leading after seven innings and are one of two teams in
the majors that has not lost a game when leading after seven (Milwaukee,
31-0).

THE DISABLED LIST: After reinstating Paul Blackburn from the disabled list
today, the A's have eight players remaining on the DL (Anderson, Buchter,
Casilla, Cotton, Gossett, Joyce, Powell, Triggs)...Cotton and Powell are on the
60-day DL..the A’s have used the DL 16 times this year..have had at least
four players on the DL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day
since July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two players on DL since end
of 2006 season (1).

A’s ON RADIO: Due to conflicts with the Warriors, the following game will
air in the Bay Area on 1550 AM: tomorrow against Kansas City...additional
updates will be announced based on the Warriors postseason schedule.

A’s vs. ROYALS: The A's won two of three at Kansas City last weekend to open
the season series and have now won 11 of their last 15 games against the
Royals...nowever, have lost eight of the last 12 in Oakland...split the season
series last year 3-3..won two of three at Kansas City and lost two of three
in Oakland...over the previous seven seasons, the A's have won three season
series, lost three and split one...are 28-25 against the Royals dating back to
2011...all-time, the A’s are 319-264 against the Royals...that breaks down to
172-117 in Oakland and 147-147 in Kansas City.

major league history to produce extra base hits for each of his first seven
hits since Johnny Mize in 1936.

2017 RECAP: Made both his Triple-A and Major League debuts in 2017...
spent the first three months of the season at Nashville where he went 5-6
with a 3.05 ERA in 15 games, including 14 starts...was promoted to Oakland
July 1 and compiled a 3-1 record and a 3.22 ERA in 10 starts before a right
hand contusion ended his season Aug. 23...struck out just 22 batters in 58.2
innings with the A’s, an average of 3.38 per nine innings...that was the low-
est mark in the majors among pitchers with 50 or more innings pitched...it
was second lowest by an A's pitcher over the last 27 years (Saarloos, 2.99 in

in a 7-5 decision at New York (NL) July 21...tossed seven scoreless innings
and allowed just two hits July 26 at Toronto but had a no decision in the A’s
3-2 loss...left after seven innings with a 2-0 lead but Casilla allowed three
runs in the ninth for the blown save and loss...combined with Dull, Casilla
and Treinen on a six-hit shutout in the A's 5-0 win at Los Angeles (AL) Aug.
5..tossed 6.2 innings and yielded five of the hits...did not walk a batter for
the first time in his career...tossed 4.0 innings Aug. 16 against Kansas City to
snap a career-opening streak of eight consecutive games of more than five
innings pitched...that was the second longest such streak in Oakland history
to Willie Adams, who had a 10-game streak in 1996...tossed 4.0 scoreless
innings in his final start Aug. 22 at Baltimore and left the game early with a
right hand contusion...was placed on the 10-day disabled list Aug. 25 retro-
active to Aug. 23 and missed the remainder of the season...was transferred
to the 60-day DL Sept. 5.

ing Day...struck out a career-high tying 10 batters in 6.0 innings in his second start, a 9-3 win at
Houston April 7...it was his only win of the season...tossed 1.0 inning April 19 at Tampa Bay, al-
lowing four runs on four hits and two walks...left the game early with a sprained right ankle...was
scheduled to skip his start April 29 against Los Angeles (AL) but ended up pitching 5.1 innings of
relief that night in the A's 10-8, 19-inning win...entered the game in the 13th inning for the first
relief appearance of his career after 73 starts...allowed just one run..was placed on the 15-day
disabled list May 1 with a sprained right ankle...was diagnosed with a navicular stress fracture
of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14..was reinstated from the

ing to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is the first Athletics pitcher to go 6-0 or better coupled with a
sub-2.00 ERA in his first eight starts of a season since Sam Gray went 8-0 with a 1.43 ERA in his
first eight starts in 1925...then took the loss May 15 against Chicago, despite allowing just two
earned runs in 7.0 innings...the loss snapped a career-high tying seven-game winning streak as
he also won his final start of 2010, Oct. 1 at Seattle...allowed a career-high 10 runs in 2.0 innings
in the A's 17-7 loss at New York July 22...became the first pitcher in Oakland history to allow 10
runs with 2.0 innings pitched or fewer..went 0-4 in August to drop his overall record to 9-13...
according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is just the fourth pitcher since 1900 start a season 6-0
or better and then fall at least four games under .500 later that season: Joe Benz, CWS (6-0, then
12-17), Jim Lonborg, BOS (6-0, 7-11) and Rick Honeycutt, SEA (6-0, 10-17).

2010—Began the season on the disabled list and was optioned to Sacramento before return-
ing to Oakland April 30 to lead the A's with 18 wins...posted an 18-8 record in 30 starts with
a team-leading 2.97 ERA...ranked third in the American League in opponents batting average



(.220), fourth in ERA and opponents on-base percentage (.287), tied for fourth in wins, tied for
fifth in winning percentage (.692) and sixth in opponents slugging (.332)...his 18 wins tied for
third most in Athletics history by a pitcher under the age of 23...the last AL pitcher under the
age of 23 with at least 18 wins was Bret Saberhagen, who won 20 games for Kansas City in 1985
at the age of 21...the last major leaguer was Mark Prior, who won 18 for the Cubs in 2003...his
2.97 ERA was the lowest by an AL pitcher younger than 23 since 1990 (Kevin Appier, KC 2.76)...
all of his wins came after May 1 and he had the most wins in Oakland history by a pitcher who
did not win a game in April..matched Jon Lester (BOS) and CC Sabathia (NYY) for most wins in
the majors beginning May 1...his opponents batting average included a .198 mark against right-
handed hitters and .237 against left-handers...the average against righties was the lowest in the

the third inning June 17 at Los Angeles (NL) for his first major league hit.

China...had no decisions and a 2.25 ERA (8.0ip, 6 h, 21, 2 er, 5 bb, 5 so) in two starts during the Olym-
pics...was honored by Baseball America as a second team Minor League All-Star, the number one
prospect in the California League and the number two prospect in the A’s organization following
the season...was also tabbed as having the Best Curveball in the magazine’s Best Tools survey for A’s
prospects...allowed a.179 opponents batting average as a starter, which was second lowest among
starting pitchers in all full season minor leagues...began the season at Stockton where he compiled
a 5-4 record and a 2.78 ERA in 14 games, 13 starts...struck out a season high 12 April 27 at Rancho
Cucamonga and June 4 at Bakersfield..was named to the California League All-Star Team but did
not pitch in the game as he was promoted to Midland June 16...went 6-1 with a 2.19 ERA in seven

IN MAY: s 3-1 with a 1.07 ERA (4 er in 33.2 ip) and .175 (21-for-120) oppo-
nents batting average in five starts in May...has allowed five runs, four of

2016)...set a franchise record for strikeouts in the month of April with 224...broke the previous
mark of 221 set last year...were hit by a pitch 15 times, which is the most by an A's team in April
since at least 1908...slugged .449, which was the third best April slugging percentage in Oakland
history...hit 33 home runs, which was fifth best and the most since 2006 (34)...stole six bases,
which were the A’s fewest in April since 2006 (3)...the pitching staff had 17 wild pitches, which
was the most by an A's team since at least 1908...allowed 32 home runs, which tied for second
most in April in Oakland history and was the most since 2001 (also 32)..had a 4.42 ERA, which
was the A's highest April ERA since 2006 (4.74).
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
