ABOUT THE A’S: Are 4-4 over the last eight games and 11-11 over the last 22...
are 34-33 for the season and have been exactly .500 a total of 11 times this
year..went 5-10 (.333) over the first 15 games, 20-12 (.625) over a 32-game
stretch from April 15-May 20, and are 9-11 (.450) in 20 games since then...
are in fourth place in the American League West and are a season-high nine
games out of first place (are 8% games behind the second wild card)...have
been alone in fourth every day dating back to April 25 and have spent 65 of
76 days this year in fourth...also have one day tied for first, one day tied for
second, two days tied for third and seven days tied for fourth.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A’s have lost nine of their last 10 games against
American League West teams...are 10-22 (.313) against the West for the
season compared to 24-11 (.686) against all other teams...have the second
worst intradivision record in the AL (Baltimore 9-22, .290) and third worst
in the majors (Cincinnati, 7-21, .250)...are 4-11 (.267) against the West at
home...after this series, the A's will host the Angels...then face non AL West
teams in 35 of 43 games from June 19-Aug. 8..are batting .231 (245-for-
1061) and are averaging 3.47 runs per game (111 runs in 32 games) against
the AL West, .250 (309-for-1234) with an average of 5.17 runs per game (181
runs in 35 games) against everyone else...the pitching staff has a 4.89 ERA
(152 er in 280.0 ip) against the AL West, 3.05 (110 er in 324.2 ip) against all
other teams.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are batting .224 (263-for-1172) and are averaging
3.46 runs per game at home (121 runs in 35 games) compared to .259 and
5.34 runs per game on the road...rank last in the American League in batting
average and runs per game at home but are second in runs per game and
fourth in batting on the road...have hit 27 home runs at home compared to
55 on the road...lead the majors in home runs on the road and are tied for
the fourth fewest at home...have homered in 19 consecutive road games,
which is two short of the Athletics record (21, July 21-Sept. 13, 2013)...have
a 3.30 ERA (121 er in 330.0 ip) at home compared to 4.62 on the road...have
the second lowest home ERA in the AL (Houston, 3.06) and the fifth highest
road ERA...have allowed 34 home runs at home, which is ninth fewest in the
majors, compared to 51 on the road, which is the most in the majors.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s are 26-19 (.578) in games started by right-handed
pitchers compared to 8-14 (.364) in games started by left-handers...the re-
cord against is fourth worst in the American League...have lost each of their
last six games against southpaws but are 13-6 against righties over that
stretch, which dates back to May 16...are 2-9 against left-handed starters
at home.

PITCHING: The A’s allowed six runs last night after yielding seven runs total
in the four-game series against Kansas City...had a 5.05 ERA and .287 oppo-
nents batting average over the first 15 games this year, a 4.03 ERA and .246
opponents average over a 29-game stretch from April 15 to May 17, and cur-
rently have a 3.01 ERA (70 er in 209.0 ip) and .207 (157-for-757) opponents
batting average over the last 23 contests...overall, have the fourth fewest
walks per nine innings in the American League (2.75) and the second fewest
strikeouts per nine innings (7.32)...are tied with Pittsburgh for the most wild
pitches in the majors (42).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 6-5 with a 3.22 ERA (36 er in
100.2 ip) and .214 (79-for-369) opponents batting average over the last 16
games...have allowed one run or fewer seven times over that stretch and
two runs or fewer 10 times...are second in the majors in fewest walks per
nine innings (2.33) to Cleveland (2.21)...the A’s have used 11 different start-
ing pitchers, which is tied with the Dodgers for second most in the majors
(Tampa Bay, 13)...this marks the fifth consecutive season the A's have used
11 or more starters.

OFFENSE: The A's are batting .268 (92-for-343) with 48 runs scored over the
first 10 games of June (4.80 runs per game) after hitting .211 and averaging
3.59 runs per game in 29 games in May...rank second in the American League
in batting and tied for fourth in runs scored in June after ranking last in both
categories in May...are hitting .356 (26-for-73) with runners in scoring posi-
tion in June after batting .194 with RISP in May...have hit 82 home runs this
year, 30 of which have put the A's ahead...rank second in the AL in go-ahead
home runs (New York, 34)..were shut out for the sixth time Saturday, which
is fourth most in the AL...were shut out six times all last year.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed four errors in the last four
games after putting together a season-high seven-game errorless streak...
have 42 errors for the season, which is tied for third most in the American

League...lead the majors with 694 assists...A's outfielders have more errors
(6) than assists (5)...the assists are five fewer than any other AL team and
tied for second fewest in the majors (Washington, 4).

ON THE BASES: The A's are 12-for-25 (48.0%) in stolen base attempts...nave
the lowest stolen base percentage in the majors, the fewest stolen bases
and are tied with Miami for the fewest attempts...opponents have stolen 46
bases, which is second most in the American League (Toronto, 52), but they
have been caught stealing 18 times, which is tied for second most (Toronto,
20).

HOMESTANDS AND ROAD TRIPS: The A’s are 3-2 on this 10-game homestand
against Kansas City (3-1), Houston (0-1) and Los Angeles-AL (three games)...
it is the second of three 10-game homestands this year and it concludes a
stretch where Oakland will play 20 of 25 games at home...went 4-6 on the
last homestand and are 18-17 at home for the season...went 2-3 on the last
road trip to Kansas City (2-1) and Texas (0-2) and are 16-16 on the road.

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's improved to 11-7 (.611)
in one-run games on Sunday, which is the fifth best record in the American
League...also improved to 7-5 in games decided in the last at bat and the 12
last at bat games are tied for third fewest in the AL...are 3-3 in extra inning
games...have three walk-off wins.

THE SEVENTH INNING OR LATER: The A's have compiled a 3.29 ERA (74 er in
202.2 ip) in the seventh inning or later, which is third lowest in the Ameri-
can League...have a 4.21 ERA (188 er in 402.0 ip) over innings one through
six...are 25-0 when leading after seven innings and are the only team in the
majors that has not lost a game when leading after seven innings ...are 30-0
when leading after eight inning and are one of three AL teams without a
loss in those games (New York, Seattle, Texas)...are 0-30 when trailing after
eight innings and are one of five AL teams without a win (Baltimore, Chi-
cago, Houston, Tampa Bay).

TIME OF GAME: The A's have played five consecutive games under 3 hours for
the first time this year and are averaging 2:32 over that stretch...now have
an average time of game of 2:46 over the last 20 games after averaging 3:07
over the first 47 contests...are averaging 3:01 for the season, which is third
fastest in the American League.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have seven players on the disabled list (Anderson,
Buchter, Cotton, Gossett, Joyce, Powell, Triggs)...Cotton and Powell are on the
60-day DL...Buchter and Powell are on rehab assignments...nave used the DL
16 times this year...have had at least four players on the DL every day since
Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had
fewer than two players on DL since end of 2006 season (1).

A’s vs. ASTROS: The A's are 1-6 against the Astros...are 1-2 in Houston and
0-4 in Oakland...defeated the Astros 8-1 in the first game this year but have
been out-scored 49-12 over the last six contests...the six-game losing streak
is second longest in Oakland history against Houston (10, July 20, 2016-April
28, 2017)...have lost 25 of the last 33 games to the Astros...have dropped 14
of the last 18 in Oakland and 18 of the last 24 in Houston...have lost each of
the previous three season series and are 23-41 (.359) against the Astros over
the last four years after winning each of their first four season series against
Houston (31-13, .705)...are 54-54 overall and have never trailed in the all-
time series...are 29-26 in Oakland and 25-28 in Houston.

Matt Chapman tied an Oakland record with three doubles last night (28th
time)...leads Major League third baseman in total chances (237), putouts
(53) and assists (175)...Khris Davis is tied for fourth in the American League
in RBI (46) and tied for sixth in home runs (17)..Jed Lowrie is tied for sev-
enth in the AL in multiple hit games (23) and tied for 10th in RBI (42) ...
Matt Olson has nine home runs and 18 RBI in his last 26 games after tal-
lying four home runs and 14 RBI in his first 40 contests...Blake Treinen has
converted each of his last 11 save opportunities and has a 0.53 ERA (1 erin
17.01ip) in 16 games total over that span...leads AL relievers and ranks third
in the majors in ERA (0.87)...is tied for fifth in the AL in saves (14).

FOR STARTERS: Was reinstated from the 60-day disabled list last Thursday
and will be making his second start of 2018...was 0-3 with a 6.75 ERA in six
games, including three starts, this spring before being placed on the 10-day
DL March 28, retroactive to March 26 with a strained right forearm...was
transferred to the 60-day DL April 5 and was sent to Single-A Stockton on a
rehab assignment May 31..made one start on May 31 vs. Modesto and had
a no decision in the Ports 6-3 win (3.2 ip, 8 h, 31, 3 er, 1 bb, 1 so, 62 pitches).

STRIKEOUTS: Struck out three batters in 6.0 innings in his first start...has now
fanned four batters or fewer while pitching at least four innings in each of
his 11 career starts...that is the longest career-opening streak by an A’s pitch-
ersince at least 1908...it is the longest at any point since Greg Smith also had
an 11-game streak (Aug. 5-Sept. 27, 2008)...has 25 strikeouts in 64.2 innings
in his career for an average of 3.48 strikeouts per nine innings.

THREE-GAME WINNING STREAK: Picked up the win in his first start and now
has a career-high three-game winning streak dating back to July 31 of last
year..has a 3.86 ERA (37 er in 32.2 ip) and .289 (37-for-128) opponents bat-
ting average during the streak, which spans six starts...has walked just six
batters in 32.2 innings (1.65 per nine innings).

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-1 victory over Kansas
City last Thursday in Oakland...allowed a lead-off home run to Escobar in the
third inning but that was the only run he would allow in six innings of work...
retired 11 of the final 12 batters he faced following the home run.

innings in each of his three saves to become the second A’s pitcher since 1992 with three three-
inning saves in one season (Doug Jones, 1999)...his .287 opponents batting average included a
.283 mark against left-handed hitters compared to .288 against right-handers...allowed a .214
batting average to hitters leading off an inning..made his first career Opening Day start April
1 against Seattle but was the losing pitcher in the A's 2-0 loss..became the A’s eighth different
Opening Day starting pitcher in the last eight years...struck out the side in the first inning to
become the first A's pitcher since at least 1947 to strike out the side in the first inning on Open-
ing Day...struck out a career-high tying 10 batters in 6.0 innings in his second start, a 9-3 win at
Houston April 7...it was his only win of the season...tossed 1.0 inning April 19 at Tampa Bay, al-
lowing four runs on four hits and two walks...left the game early with a sprained right ankle...was
scheduled to skip his start April 29 against Los Angeles (AL) but ended up pitching 5.1 innings of
relief that night in the A's 10-8, 19-inning win...entered the game in the 13th inning for the first
relief appearance of his career after 73 starts...allowed just one run..was placed on the 15-day
disabled list May 1 with a sprained right ankle...was diagnosed with a navicular stress fracture
of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14..was reinstated from the
DL Aug. 28 and pitched exclusively in relief following his return, logging a 5.74 ERA and .306 op-
ponents batting average in 10 appearances...recorded his first save in his first outing following
his return Aug. 28 at Detroit...pitched the final three innings of the A's 14-4 win, allowing three
runs on five hits in 3.0 innings...also recorded three-inning saves Sept. 4 against Texas and Sept.

2012—Completed his rehab from “Tommy John” surgery in late August and made six starts
before his regular season ended when he strained his right oblique Sept. 19..went 4-2 with a
2.57 ERA and .225 opponents batting average...allowed just one home run in 35.0 innings...his
opponents batting average included a .219 mark against left-handed hitters compared to .227
against right-handers...allowed a .148 average with runners in scoring position...was reinstated
from the disabled list Aug. 20 and started the next day against Minnesota...allowed just one run
in 7.0 innings for the win...it was his first start since June 5, 2011 at Boston and his first win since
May 26, 2011 at Los Angeles (AL)...combined with Cook and Balfour on a two-hit shutout in his
second start, a 3-0 win at Cleveland Aug. 27...tossed 7.0 innings and allowed both of the hits...

and win Game 3 of the ALDS against Detroit in Oakland..combined with Cook, Doolittle and
Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A's 2-0 win...tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits
(2 bb, 6 s0)...combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento...began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton,
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in
his left elbow...was transferred to Sacramento July 26.

sub-2.00 ERA in his first eight starts of a season since Sam Gray went 8-0 with a 1.43 ERA in his
first eight starts in 1925...then took the loss May 15 against Chicago, despite allowing just two
earned runs in 7.0 innings...the loss snapped a career-high tying seven-game winning streak as
he also won his final start of 2010, Oct. 1 at Seattle...allowed a career-high 10 runs in 2.0 innings
in the A's 17-7 loss at New York July 22...became the first pitcher in Oakland history to allow 10
runs with 2.0 innings pitched or fewer..went 0-4 in August to drop his overall record to 9-13...
according to the Elias Sports Bureau, he is just the fourth pitcher since 1900 start a season 6-0
or better and then fall at least four games under .500 later that season: Joe Benz, CWS (6-0, then
12-17), Jim Lonborg, BOS (6-0, 7-11) and Rick Honeycutt, SEA (6-0, 10-17).

2010—Began the season on the disabled list and was optioned to Sacramento before return-
ing to Oakland April 30 to lead the A's with 18 wins...posted an 18-8 record in 30 starts with

(.220), fourth in ERA and opponents on-base percentage (.287), tied for fourth in wins, tied for
fifth in winning percentage (.692) and sixth in opponents slugging (.332)...his 18 wins tied for
third most in Athletics history by a pitcher under the age of 23...the last AL pitcher under the
age of 23 with at least 18 wins was Bret Saberhagen, who won 20 games for Kansas City in 1985
at the age of 21...the last major leaguer was Mark Prior, who won 18 for the Cubs in 2003...his
2.97 ERA was the lowest by an AL pitcher younger than 23 since 1990 (Kevin Appier, KC 2.76)...

China...had no decisions and a 2.25 ERA (8.0ip, 6 h, 21, 2 er, 5 bb, 5 so) in two starts during the Olym-
pics...was honored by Baseball America as a second team Minor League All-Star, the number one
prospect in the California League and the number two prospect in the A’s organization following
the season...was also tabbed as having the Best Curveball in the magazine’s Best Tools survey for A’s
prospects...allowed a.179 opponents batting average as a starter, which was second lowest among
starting pitchers in all full season minor leagues...began the season at Stockton where he compiled
a 5-4 record and a 2.78 ERA in 14 games, 13 starts...struck out a season high 12 April 27 at Rancho
Cucamonga and June 4 at Bakersfield..was named to the California League All-Star Team but did

2016)...set a franchise record for strikeouts in the month of April with 224...broke the previous
mark of 221 set last year...were hit by a pitch 15 times, which is the most by an A's team in April
since at least 1908...slugged .449, which was the third best April slugging percentage in Oakland
history...hit 33 home runs, which was fifth best and the most since 2006 (34)...stole six bases,
which were the A’s fewest in April since 2006 (3)...the pitching staff had 17 wild pitches, which
was the most by an A's team since at least 1908...allowed 32 home runs, which tied for second
most in April in Oakland history and was the most since 2001 (also 32)..had a 4.42 ERA, which
was the A's highest April ERA since 2006 (4.74).

IN MAY: The A's went 15-14 in May for their first winning record in May since 2014 (16-12)...
ranked last in the American League in batting (.211), on-base percentage (.277), slugging per-
centage (.370) and runs scored (104)..the batting average was third lowest for any month in
Oakland history in a month with three or more games (.210 in April 1979 and May 2012) and the
on-base percentage was fourth lowest...struck out 260 times, which was the third highest single-
month total in Oakland history (285 in June 2017, 276 in Sept. 2012)...went 5-for-15 (33.3%) in
stolen base attempts...the stolen bases tied with Baltimore for the fewest in the AL and were the
fewest in May in Oakland history...the percentage was the lowest by an A's team in a month with
seven or more attempts since May of 1959 (3-for-9, 33.3%)
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
