ABOUT THE A’S: Have a season-high four-game losing streak, which has
dropped the A’s to two games under .500 (34-36) for the first time since May
13 when they were 19-21...have not been three games under .500 since April
16 when they were 7-10...have lost seven of the last 10 games dating back
to June 4 and have gone from 6% games out of first place in the American
League West and 5% games behind the second Wild Card team to a season-
high 11% games out in the West and 11 games back in the Wild Card over
that span..went 5-10 (.333) over the first 15 games, 20-12 (.625) over a 32-
game stretch from April 15-May 20, and are 9-14 (.391) in 23 games since
then...are in fourth place in the AL West...have been alone in fourth every
day dating back to April 25 and have spent 68 of 79 days this year in fourth...
also have one day tied for first, one day tied for second, two days tied for
third and seven days tied for fourth..were swept in a three-game series by
Houston to start the week, the third time this year the A's have been swept.

THE WEST AND THE REST: The A's have lost six straight and 12 of their last
13 games against American League West teams...are 10-25 (.286) against
the West compared to 24-11 (.686) against all other teams...have the second
worst intradivision record in the AL (Baltimore 9-23,.281) and third worst in
the majors (Cincinnati, 7-22, .241)...have lost 10 of the last 11 home games
against the West and are 4-14 (.222) against the West at home...following
this three-game series with the Angels, the A's will face non AL West teams
in 35 of their next 43 games from June 19-Aug. 8...are batting .230 (267-for-
1162) and are averaging 3.51 runs per game (123 runs in 35 games) against
the AL West, .250 (309-for-1234) with an average of 5.17 runs per game (181
runs in 35 games) against everyone else...the pitching staff has a 5.10 ERA
(174 er in 307.0 ip) against the AL West, 3.05 (110 er in 324.2 ip) against all
other teams.

LEFT AND RIGHT: The A’s have lost each of their last seven games in which
the opponent starts a left-handed pitcher...are 8-15 (.348) in games started
by left-handers compared to 26-21 (.553) against right-handers...the record
against left-handers is tied for third worst in the American League...are 2-10
against left-handed starters at home and have a six-game losing streak
against south paws in the Coliseum...last defeated a left-handed starter in
Oakland on April 22 against Boston (Price).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are batting .230 (60-for-261) with 29 runs scored
over the first eight games of the homestand (3.63 runs per game)...overall,
are batting .224 (285-for-1273) with 3.50 runs per game at home (133 runs
in 38 games) compared to .259 and 5.34 runs per game on the road...rank
last in the American League in batting average and runs per game at home
but are second in runs per game and fourth in batting on the road...have hit
32 home runs at home compared to a Major League leading 55 on the road...
have homered in 19 consecutive road games, which is two short of the Ath-
letics record (21, July 21-Sept. 13, 2013)...have a 3.61 ERA (143 er in 357.0 ip)
at home compared to 4.62 on the road...have the fifth lowest home ERA in
the AL and the fifth highest road ERA...have allowed 40 home runs at home
compared to a ML leading 51 on the road.

HOMESTANDS AND ROAD TRIPS: This three-game series with the Angels con-
cludes a stretch where the A's played 20 of 25 games at home...following
this series, the A's will play 20 of their next 25 games and 27 of their next
35 on the road...are 18-20 at home compared to 16-16 on the road...are 3-5
on this 10-game homestand against Kansas City (3-1), Houston (0-3) and
Los Angeles-AL (0-1)...this is the second of three 10-game homestands this
year...begin a 10-game road trip to San Diego (two games), Chicago-AL (four
games) and Detroit (four games) on Tuesday...went 2-3 on the last road trip
to Kansas City (2-1) and Texas (0-2).

OFFENSE: The As are batting .257 (114-for-444) with 60 runs scored in 13
games in June (4.62 runs per game) after hitting .211 and averaging 3.59
runs per game in 29 games in May...rank third in the American League in
batting and fourth in runs scored in June after ranking last in both categories
in May...are hitting .330 (29-for-88) with runners in scoring position in June
after batting .194 with RISP in May...have hit 87 home runs and 30 of those
have put the A's ahead, which is second most in the AL (New York, 37)...were
shut out for the sixth time a week ago today, which is fourth most in the AL...
were shut out six times all last year.

PITCHING: The A’s have allowed at least six runs in four consecutive games,
which is their longest such streak of the season...have allowed 34 runs over
that stretch (28 er in 36.0 ip, 7.00 ERA) and now have a 5.11 ERA (50 er in
88.0 ip) over the last 10 contests...have allowed at least one home run in
each of the last 12 games (23 home runs total) and now have 90 for the

season, which is fifth most in the American League...rank fourth in the AL in
fewest walks per nine innings (2.88) but are averaging the fewest strikeouts
per nine innings in the majors (7.25)...lead the majors with 45 wild pitches
(Los Angeles-AL, 44).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have allowed at least six runs in
each of the last four games (21 er in 15.1 ip, 12.33 ERA), which is tied for
the second longest such streak in Oakland history...the longest is five games
from Sept. 23-26, 1999 (Laxton, Olivares, Heredia, Appier, Jarvis)...are now
2-6 with a 5.78 ERA (40 er in 62.1 ip) over the last 12 contests...rank second
in the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (2.43) to Cleveland
(2.20)...the A’s have used 11 different starting pitchers, which is tied with the
Dodgers for second most in the majors (Tampa Bay, 13)...this marks the fifth
consecutive season the A's have used 11 or more starters.

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A's have committed two errors in each of the last
two games and the four errors have led to six unearned runs...rank third in
the American League in most errors (46) and unearned runs (29)...lead the
majors with 730 assists...A's outfielders have six assists, which is the fewest
in the AL and third fewest in the majors.

ON THE BASES: The A's are 12-for-25 (48.0%) in stolen base attempts...nave
the lowest stolen base percentage in the majors, the fewest stolen bases
and the fewest attempts...opponents have stolen 46 bases, which is tied for
third most in the American League, but they have been caught stealing 18
times, which is also third most.

THIS AND THAT: The A's are 25-0 when leading after seven innings and are
the only team in the majors that has not lost a game when leading after sev-
en..have a 4.44 ERA (207 er in 420.0 ip) over the first six innings compared
to a 3.27 ERA (77 er in 211.2 ip) from the seventh inning on...the latter mark
is third lowest in the American League...have an average time of game of
2:48 over the last 23 games after averaging 3:07 over the first 47 contests...
are averaging 3:01 for the season, which is fourth fastest in the AL...are 11-7
(.611) in one-run games, which is the fifth best record in the AL

THE DISABLED LIST: After placing Matt Chapman on the disabled list today,
the A's now have nine players on the DL (Anderson, Buchter, Cahill, Chap-
man, Cotton, Gossett, Joyce, Powell, Triggs)...Cotton and Powell are on the
60-day DL...Buchter and Powell are on rehab assignments...have used the DL
18 times this year after using it 23 times last year...have had at least four
players on the DL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since
July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two players on DL since end of
2006 season (1).

A’s vs. ANGELS: The As are 2-6 against the Angels...are 1-4 in Oakland and
1-2 in Anaheim...have lost 11 of their last 14 games...have lost 12 of the last
15 games and 28 of the last 40 at Angel Stadium...have dropped four con-
secutive season series and are 33-51 (.393) against Los Angeles over the last
five years...this marks the first time the Athletics franchise (Kansas City and
Oakland) has lost four straight season series to the Angels...since moving
to Oakland in 1968, the A's are 430-372 against the Angels...that includes
224-176 in Oakland and 206-196 in Anaheim...all-time, the A’'s are 479-449
against the Angels.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Khris Davis is tied for the Major League lead with seven home runs in
June...has 20 home runs overall, which is tied for third in the American
League...also ranks fourth in RBI (49)..has 105 home runs over the last
three years, which is the most in the majors and fifth most in Oakland his-
tory over a three-year span..Matt Olson hit his 14th home run of the sea-
son Thursday, which is the most among AL first basemen....Blake Treinen
has converted each of his last 11 save opportunities and has a 0.53 ERA (1
erin 17.0ip) in 16 games total over that span...leads AL relievers and ranks
third in the majors in ERA (0.87)...is tied for sixth in the AL in saves (14).

LAST EIGHT, FIRST SIX: Is 1-4 with a 5.93 ERA (29 er in 44.0 ip) and .271 (49-
for-181) opponents batting average over his last eight starts after going 4-2
with a 1.03 ERA and .134 opponents batting average over his first six starts...
has allowed four runs or more in six of his last eight starts after yielding two
runs or fewer in each of his first six starts (including one run or fewer five
times).

AMONG THE LEADERS: Has walked two batters or fewer in 12 of his 14 starts
and ranks sixth in the American League in fewest walks per nine innings
(1.85)...is also eighth in opponents on-base percentage (.264)...is tied for fifth
in wild pitches (7), tied for sixth in hit batters (7) and tied for 10th in losses
(6)...is averaging the second fewest pitches per inning (14.6)...opponents
have reached base on an error seven times, which is the most in the majors.

OPPONENTS BATTING: Opponents are 11-for-84 (.131) with four walks and
three hit by pitches (.198 on-base percentage) when leading off an inning...
the batting average is the lowest in the American League and the on-base
percentage is third lowest...10 of the 13 home runs he has allowed have
been solo shots...11 have been hit by right-handed hitters...has a .150 (17-
for-113) opponents batting average the first time through the lineup, .302
(35-for-116) the second time and .168 (17-for-101) after that...opponents
are hitting .172 (5-for-29) with runners in scoring position and two outs.

RUN SUPPORT: Has received two runs of support or fewer in nine of his 14
starts and his season run support average of 3.39 (33 rs in 87.2 ip) is ninth
lowest in the American League...has received two runs of support or fewer
in each of his six losses this year (4 rs in 33.0 ip, 1.09 RSA) and 24 of his 25
career losses (24 rs in 126.1 ip, 1.71 RSA)...is 15-0 in 22 career starts with run
support of four or more and 21-1 in 30 starts with three runs of support or
more.

AGAINST THE WEST: Is 3-3 with a 2.51 ERA (13 er in 46.2 ip) and .182 (30-
for-165) opponents batting average in seven starts against American League
West teams compared to 2-3 with a 4.61 ERA (21 er in 41.0 ip) and .236 (39-
for-165) opponents average in seven starts against all other teams.

MONTH BY MONTH: Is 0-0 with a 2.84 ERA (4 er in 12.2 ip) and .204 (10-for-
49) opponents batting average in two starts in June..went 1-4 with a 7.18
ERA and .295 opponents batting average in six starts in May after going 4-1
with a 1.00 ERA and .130 opponents batting average in five starts in April...
tied for the American League lead in May losses and had the second high-
est ERA (Giolito, CWS 7.36)...it was the second time he lost four games in a
month in his career (Aug. 2016)...led the AL in ERA and opponents batting
in April and tied for the lead in wins..was named AL Pitcher of the Month
in April, his first Pitcher of the Month honor...it was the first time in his ca-
reer he won four games in a month and the four wins match the most by
an A's pitcher in the month of April over the last 27 years (ninth time, last:
Triggs in 2017)...his ERA tied for the fourth lowest in any month in Oakland
history among pitchers with 30 or more innings pitched...it was the low-
est since Cory Lidle had a 0.20 ERA in Aug., 2002...had a .395 OPS and is the
fourth pitcher in Oakland history with an OPS under .400 in a month with a
minimum of 100 batters faced (.358, Lidle in Aug. 2002; .376, Torrez in Sept.
1976;.390, Ontiveros in June 1987).

NO-HITTER: Tossed the seventh no-hitter in Oakland history and the 12th in
Athletics history on April 1 against Boston in Oakland...was named American
League Co-Player of the Week for the week of April 16-22 along with Manny
Machado for his efforts...it was his first Player of the Week award...his no-
hitter was the earliest by date (Catfish Hunter, May 8, 1968 vs. Minnesota)
and second earliest by game number (Chief Bender, May 12, 1910 vs. Cleve-
land, game 18) in Athletics history...it was the 10th no-hitter in Coliseum
history (six by A’s, four by opponents)...it was the first since Dallas Braden’s
perfect game on May 9, 2010 vs. Tampa Bay...is the third Oakland pitcher to
strikeout 10 or more in a no-hitter...Dave Stewart had 12 and Catfish Hunter
had 11...according to the Elias Sports Bureau, the Red Sox .895 winning per-
centage entering the game was the highest in Major League history by a
team that was no-hit at least five games into the season...the last pitcher to
no hit a team that led the majors in runs per game entering the game was
the A's Dave Stewart, who did it against Toronto on June 29, 1990 (also Elias).

2018 HIGHLIGHTS: Allowed one run in 7.2 innings in his first start on March
30 against Los Angeles (AL) and one run in 8.0 innings in his second start on
April 4 against Texas to become the first A's pitcher on an Opening Day ros-
ter to start the season with back-to-back outings of seven innings or more
and one run or fewer since Steve Karsay in 1994..won three consecutive
starts from April 15 to 27 and allowed just two runs (one earned) on six hits
over that stretch (0.39 ERA, .078 opponents batting average)...allowed two
hits in seven innings at Seattle April 15 and then no-hit Boston on April 21
to become the first A's pitcher with back-to-back starts of seven innings or
more and two hits or fewer since Barry Zito (July 9-15, 2005)...shutout the
Red Sox 3-0 in the no-hitter...walked Betts to start the game but then retired
14 straight before Leon reached on a Semien error...set down the next 12

hit into a game-ending force out for his first career complete game...it came
in his 59th game and 58th start and his streak of 57 consecutive starts with-
out a complete game was fourth longest in Oakland history...walked two
and matched his career high with 10 strikeouts...the shutout came in the A’s
21st game of the season and it was the earliest shutout by an Athletic since
Barry Zito on April 18, 2003 vs. Texas, the A's 17th game of the season...al-
lowed a fourth-inning single to Correa in his first start after the no-hitter on
April 27 at Houston, snapping his streak of consecutive hitless innings at an
Oakland record 14.0 innings...broke the previous mark of 13.0 held by John
“Blue Moon” Odom from June 1-7, 1968...opponents went 0-for-47 off him
during the hitless streak...yielded four runs on six hits in a 4-1 loss at Seattle
May 3 to snap a season-opening streak where he allowed two runs or fewer
and tossed five innings or more in each of his first six starts...that tied for
the third longest such season-opening streak in Oakland history...it was the
longest since Dave Stewart had a seven-game streak in 1990.

LAST START: He had his second consecutive no decision in the A's 3-2 win over
Kansas City last Sunday in Oakland...the A’s scored twice in the second but
he gave both of those runs back in the third when Merrifield scored on a wild
pitch and Perez homered...those were the only runs he allowed in 7.1 innings
and he retired 14 of the final 16 batters he faced.
