ABOUT THE A’S: Have won six of the last seven games…the win in game one 
of the doubleheader on Friday gave them a season-high fi ve-game winning 
streak…are now 40-37 for the season and the three games over .500 match-
es the season high of three (twice, last: 39-36 on June 22)…had not been 
more than three games over .500 since fi nishing the 2014 season 88-74…
went 5-10 (.333) over the fi rst 15 games, 20-12 (.625) over a 32-game stretch 
from April 15-May 20, and are 15-15 (.500) in 30 games since then…are in 
fourth place in the American League West and trail fi rst place Houston by 
10.5 games…have been alone in fourth every day dating back to April 25 and 
have spent 76 of 87 days this year in fourth…have one day tied for fi rst, one 
day tied for second, two days tied for third and seven days tied for fourth.

STRONG STRETCH: Oakland is 35-27 (.565) in the last 62 games since April 
15th…the .565 mark is the 5th-best in the AL behind New York-AL (43-17, 
.717), Houston (41-22, .651), Boston (39-25, .609) and Seattle (39-26, .600).

KEYSTONE PRODUCTION: Oakland’s second basemen: Jed Lowrie (65 games), 
Chad Pinder (11 G) and Franklin Barreto (9 G) are hitting a combined .273 
(84-for-308) with 32 runs, 1 triple, 14 home runs and 44 RBI with a .477 slug-
ging mark…among American League teams, the A’s keystone players rank 1st 
in RBI (55), T1st in home runs (14), 2nd in hits (84), batting average (.273), 
slugging percentage (.477), 3rd in doubles (19) & on-base percentage (.327). 

HEATING UP: Stephen Piscotty is hitting .313 (20-for-64) with 13 runs, 5 dou-
bles, 3 home runs, 15 RBI, a .408 on-base percentage, a .531 slugging mark 
and a .939 OPS in his last 20 games since May 31…Dustin Fowler is hitting 
.291 (16-for055) with 6 runs, 1 home run and 3 RBI in his last 18 games…
began the season hitting .204 (11-for-54) in his fi rst 19 games of the year.

ROAD WARRIORS: Oakland is 12-5 over the last 17 road games since May 14, 
averaging 6.53 runs per game…began the season 8-12 in the fi rst 20 road 
games of the season…Jed Lowrie is leading the team, hitting .313 (45-for-
144) with 22 runs, 9 doubles, 1 triple, 9 home runs, 31 RBI and a .951 OPS in 
37 road games this season.

QUIET CRUSHER: Matt Olson is among the leaders in various hitting cate-
gories among American League fi rst basemen…he ranks fi rst in WAR (1.4), 
games (77), runs (41), home runs (17), 2nd in hits (66), RBI (39), walks (27) 
and 4th in slugging percentage (.466)…he has 13 home runs and a .577 slug-
ging mark in his last 37 games since May 14.

LEFTY LIFTOFF: Mark Canha has a .632 slugging percentage against left-
handed pitchers this season…of his 23 hits vs. lefties this season, 11 have 
gone for extra bases (7 HR, 4 2B)…his .632 slugging percentage vs. south sid-
ers is 6th-best in American League, while his seven home runs are T2nd.

I CAN SEE CLEARLY NOW: Chad Pinder is hitting .333 (21-for-63) with 12 runs, 
2 doubles, 1 triple, 4 home runs, 9 RBI with a .400 on-base percentage, a .587 
slugging mark and a .987 OPS in 21 days games this season, including .409 
(9-for-22) with a 1.162 OPS in 8 road day games.

BULLPEN BULLIES: Oakland’s bullpen has posted a 2.87 ERA (56 er, 175.2 ip) 
with 181 strikeouts in the last 47 games since May 2…began the season with 
a 4.26 ERA (48 er, 101.1 ip) with 86 strikeouts in the fi rst 28 games of the 
season…overall this season, Oakland’s bullpen ranks 4th in the American 
League with a 3.38 ERA behind Houston (2.65) New York-AL (2.77) and Bos-
ton (3.16)…since May 2nd, rank 4th in the Majors with a 2.87 ERA. 

THE LONG BALL: The A’s extended their streak of consecutive road games 
with a home run to an Athletics record 24 (previous: 21, July 21-Sept. 13, 
2013)…also tied the American League and modern Major League record of 
24 by the Baltimore Orioles (Aug. 3-Sept. 15, 1996)…now have a ML leading 
67 home runs in 37 games on the road compared to 36 home runs in 40 
games at home…are on pace to break the Oakland record for road home runs 
(130 in 1996)…have 103 home runs for the season, which is fi fth most in 
the Majors…35 have put the A’s ahead, which is second most (New York, 41).

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: The A’s are 10-3 against American League Central 
teams (5-1 vs. Chicago, 5-2 vs. Kansas City)…are batting .279 (129-for-462) 
with 91 runs scored (7.00 per game) against the Central and the pitching 
staff  has a 3.00 ERA (40 er in 120.0 ip)…are now 28-12 (.700) in interdivision 
games compared to 12-25 (.324) against the AL West.

MAY AND JUNE: The A’s are batting .255 (177-for-693) with 110 runs and 34 
home runs in 20 games in June…hit .211 with 104 runs and 34 home runs in 
29 games in May…rank second in American League in runs in June, fourth in 
batting and second in home runs…are hitting .338 (50-for-148) with runners 
in scoring position in June after batting .194 with RISP in May.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are batting .261 (341-for-1306) with an average 
of 5.65 runs per game on the road (209 runs in 37 games) compared to .223 
with an average of 3.63 runs per game at home…rank second in the Majors 
in runs per game on the road and sixth in batting…have a 4.48 ERA (159 er in 
319.2 ip) on the road compared to 3.63 at home.

CLOSE AND LATE: The A’s are 28-0 when leading after seven innings and are 
the only team in the majors that has not lost a game when leading after 
seven…are 34-0 when leading after eight innings and are one of fi ve teams 
without a loss in those games (Cincinnati, New York, Seattle, Texas)…have 
two wins when trailing after eight innings (back-to-back games on Sunday 
and Tuesday)…have compiled a 3.18 ERA (83 er in 234.2 ip) in the seventh 
inning or later, which is third lowest in the AL…have a 4.44 ERA (228 er in 
462.0 ip) over the fi rst six innings…are batting .256 (229-for-896) with 130 
runs scored in the seventh inning or later…the runs rank second in the AL 
(Houston, 140) and the average is second…are batting .234 (410-for-1749) 
in innings 1-6…have scored 38 runs in the ninth inning, which is third most 
in the majors to Atlanta (45) and San Diego (41)…improved to 5-3 with the 
extra inning win on Tuesday and the fi ve wins are one more than the season 
total from last year…the eight extra inning games are tied for the most in the 
AL…are 13-7 (.650) in one-run games, which is the third best record in the AL.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 3.56 ERA (119 er in 301.0 ip) over the last 
33 games after posting a 4.37 ERA over the fi rst 44 contests…rank fourth in 
the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (2.84) but are third in 
fewest strikeouts per nine innings (7.44)…are tied with Los Angeles for the 
most wild pitches (46)…A’s starting pitchers are 5-7 with a 5.40 ERA (60 er 
in 100.0 ip) over the last 19 games…the A’s have used 11 diff erent starting 
pitchers, which is tied with the Angels and Dodgers for second most in the 
majors (Tampa Bay, 13)…this marks the fi fth consecutive season the A’s have 
used 11 or more starters.

THE DISABLED LIST:  The A’s have eight players on the disabled list (Ander-
son, Buchter, Cahill, Chapman, Cotton, Gossett, Powell, Triggs)…Cotton and 
Powell are on the 60-day DL…Buchter and Powell are on rehab assignments…
have used the DL 18 times this year after using it 23 times last year…have 
had at least four players on the DL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least 
three every day since July 30, 2011 and have not had fewer than two players 
on DL since end of 2006 season (1).

A’s vs. WHITE SOX: The A’s lead the season series 5-1 after sweeping a three-
game series from the White Sox in Oakland, April 16-18…have clinched the 
season series for the second consecutive season…went 5-1 last year after 
losing three straight season series, and have now won 10 of their last 12 
games from Chicago…since moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 312-288 
against the White Sox…that breaks down to 164-138 in Oakland and 148-
150 in Chicago…including 66-62 at Guaranteed Rate Field…all-time, the A’s 
are 989-1043 against Chicago.

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FOR STARTERS: Was reinstated from the 60-day disabled list June 7 and is 
scheduled to make his fourth start of 2018…was 0-3 with a 6.75 ERA in six 
games, including three starts, this spring before being placed on the 10-day 
DL March 28, retroactive to March 26 with a strained right forearm…was 
transferred to the 60-day DL April 5 and was sent to Single-A Stockton on a 
rehab assignment May 31…made one start on May 31 vs. Modesto and had 
a no decision in the Ports 6-3 win (3.2 ip, 8 h, 3 r, 3 er, 1 bb, 1 so, 62 pitches).

STRIKEOUTS: Struck out a career-high tying four batters in his last start and 
has fanned four batters or fewer in each of his 13 career starts…has tossed 
at least 1.1 inning in each start and his streak of 13 consecutive games with 
1.1 inning or more and four strikeouts or fewer is the longest career-opening 
streak by an Athletics pitcher since Tom Ferrick also had a 13-game streak 
from April 19-June 1, 1941…the last longer streak is a 21-game streak by 
Tony Freitas from May 31-Sept. 18, 1932…has seven strikeouts in 12.1 in-
nings this year (5.11 strikeouts per nine innings) and 29 in 71.0 innings in his 
career (3.68 per nine innings).

FIRST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-1 victory over Kansas 
City June 7 in Oakland…allowed a lead-off  home run to Escobar in the third 
inning but that was the only run he would allow in six innings of work…
retired 11 of the fi nal 12 batters he faced following the home run.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 13-5 loss to Houston June 
13 in Oakland…allowed a career-high eight runs in a career-low 1.1 innings…
yielded three runs in the fi rst inning on a two-run single by Gurriel and a sac-
rifi ce fl y by Gattis…then surrendered fi ve of the Astros seven runs in the sec-
ond…Correa had a two-run triple and Gurriel a RBI single and he was relieved 
by Pagán with runners on fi rst and second and one out…Pagan surrendered 
back-to-back home run.

LAST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 4-2, 10-inning win at San Diego on 
Tuesday…allowed a run to score on a fi elders choice in the fi rst but Oakland 
came back to tie the game with a run in the second…allowed a RBI double to 
Lopez in the bottom of the second but those were the only runs he would al-
low in fi ve innings of work…the A’s tied the game in the ninth before scoring 
twice in the 10th for the win.

2017 RECAP: Made both his Triple-A and Major League debuts in 2017…
spent the fi rst three months of the season at Nashville where he went 5-6 
with a 3.05 ERA in 15 games, including 14 starts…was promoted to Oakland 
July 1 and compiled a 3-1 record and a 3.22 ERA in 10 starts before a right 
hand contusion ended his season Aug. 23…struck out just 22 batters in 58.2 
innings with the A’s, an average of 3.38 per nine innings…that was the low-
est mark in the majors among pitchers with 50 or more innings pitched…it 
was second lowest by an A’s pitcher over the last 27 years (Saarloos, 2.99 in 
2005)…went 1-1 with a 2.25 ERA and .212 opponents batting average over 
his fi rst fi ve starts through July 26…then went 2-0 despite a 4.39 ERA and 
.315 opponents average over his fi nal fi ve starts…allowed a .262 opponents 
batting average, including .225 (23-for-102) against left-handed hitters 
compared to .294 (35-for-119) against right-handers…yielded four of his fi ve 
home runs to righties but issued 11 of his 16 walks to lefties…had a .585

the fi rst Athletics pitcher since at least 1913 to toss six or more innings, al-

low one run or fewer and walk one batter or fewer in each of his fi rst two 
games…is the eighth Major Leaguer to do it…was charged with his fi rst loss 
in a 7-5 decision at New York (NL) July 21…tossed seven scoreless innings 
and allowed just two hits July 26 at Toronto but had a no decision in the A’s 
3-2 loss…left after seven innings with a 2-0 lead but Casilla allowed three 
runs in the ninth for the blown save and loss…combined with Dull, Casilla 
and Treinen on a six-hit shutout in the A’s 5-0 win at Los Angeles (AL) Aug. 
5…tossed 6.2 innings and yielded fi ve of the hits…did not walk a batter for 
the fi rst time in his career…tossed 4.0 innings Aug. 16 against Kansas City to 
snap a career-opening streak of eight consecutive games of more than fi ve

the fi rst two of his career and they came in 2015 while pitching for the White
