ABOUT THE A’S: Swept a four-game series at Detroit to start the week for 
their fifth series sweep of the season…it was their second four-game sweep, 
both of which have come on the road (May 17-20 at Toronto)…it marks the 
fourth time in Oakland history the A’s have swept two four-game series on 
the road in the same season (1981, 2001, 2005)…have now won 10 of the 
last 12 games to improve to a season-high six games over .500 at 44-38…it 
marks the first time the A’s have been more than three games over .500 since 
finishing the 2014 season 88-74…are 39-28 (.582) dating back to April 15 
after starting the year 5-10 (.333)…are in sole possession of third place in the 
American League West for the third consecutive day…spent every day alone 
in fourth from April 25 to June 24…have spent one day tied for first, one day 
tied for second, three days in third, three days tied for third, 78 days in fourth 
and seven days tied for fourth.

AGAINST THE CENTRAL: The A’s are in a stretch that began on June 22 where 
they will play 11 straight and 14 of 16 games against American League Cen-
tral teams…are 6-2 over the first eight games of the this stretch and are 14-4 
(.778) against the Central for the season…are 28-8 (.778) against the Cen-
tral dating back to June 23 of last year and are 9-1-1 in series play over that 
stretch…are batting .278 (178-for-641) with 115 runs scored (6.39 per game) 
against the Central compared to .234 with an average of 4.11 runs per game 
against all other teams…are now 32-13 (.711) in interdivision games com-
pared to 12-25 (.324) against the AL West.

A’s IN JUNE: The A’s are 15-10 (.600) in June, which is the fifth best record in 
the American League…went 13-12 in April and May 15-14 in May…this is the 
eighth season in Oakland history in which the A’s have posted a winning re-
cord in April, May and June (1971, 1972, 1975, 1990, 2003, 2013, 2014)…rank 
second in the American League in runs (134) in June, tied for second in home 
runs (39), third in slugging (.448) and fourth in batting (.259) and on-base 
percentage (.325)…the 39 home runs are the sixth best June total in Oakland 
history (55 in 1996, 42 in 1987, 41 in 1999, 40 in 2000, 40 in 1995)…are hit-
ting .314 (60-for-191) with runners in scoring position this month.

WINNING LATE: The A’s have won 15 games in June and have scored the win-
ning run in the eighth inning or later in seven of those games (eighth inning 
three times, ninth inning twice, 10th inning once, 11th inning once)…rank 
second in the majors with 44 runs in the ninth inning (Atlanta, 45), tied for 
second with 54 runs in the eighth (Los Angeles-AL, 55) and fourth with 141 
runs in the seventh or later…are 30-0 when leading after seven innings and 
are the only team in the majors that has not lost a game when leading after 
seven…are 36-0 when leading after eight innings and are one of five teams 
without a loss in those games (Cincinnati, New York, Seattle, Texas)…are tied 
for second in the American League with six wins when trailing after seven 
innings and tied for third with two wins when trailing after eight…have com-
piled a 3.11 ERA (86 er in 248.2 ip) in the seventh inning or later, which is 
third lowest in the AL, compared to a 4.54 ERA (248 er in 492.0 ip) over the 
first six innings…are batting .259 (248-for-957) in the seventh inning or later, 
which ranks second in the AL (Houston, .273), compared to .236 (440-for-
1867) in innings 1-6, which is third lowest.

COME BACKS: The A’s trailed in three of their four wins at Detroit, overcom-
ing deficits of 2, 6 and 3…the six-run comeback was their largest in a victory 
since Sept. 26, 2009 when they trailed Los Angeles (AL) 9-2 after four innings 
before winning 15-10…have three wins this year when trailing by five or 
more runs (5, June 23 at Chicago-AL; 5, April 18 vs. Chicago-AL).

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 14-7 (.667) in one-run 
games, which is the third best record in the American League…are tied for 
the second most wins…are 23-13 (.639) in games decided by two runs or 
fewer, which is also third best…are 5-3 (.625) in extra inning games, which 
is fourth best in the AL…the five extra inning wins are one more than the 
season total from last year…are 11-5 in games decided in the last at bat and 
the wins are tied for third most in the AL.

THE LONG BALL: The A’s did not homer in the final two games in Detroit, 
snapping their modern Major League record streak of consecutive games 
with a home run on the road at 27 (previous: 24 by Baltimore, Aug. 3-Sept. 
15, 1996)…have a ML leading 72 home runs in 42 games on the road…have  
36 home runs in 40 games at home, which is tied for third fewest in the 
American League…have 108 home runs overall, which ranks fifth in the AL…
the pitching staff leads the majors with 59 home runs allowed on the road…
has yielded 43 home runs at home, which is fourth fewest in the AL…have 
surrendered 102 overall, which is tied for fifth most in the AL.

HOMESTANDS AND ROAD TRIPS: The A’s begin a brief five-game homestand 
against Cleveland (three games) and San Diego (two games) tonight…these 
are the A’s only home games over a 25-game stretch from June 19 to July 
15…will play 27 of 35 games on the road from June 19 to July 29…went 5-5 
on the last homestand against Kansas City (3-1), Houston (0-3) and Los An-
geles-AL (2-1) and are 20-20 (.500) at home compared to 24-18 (.571) on the 
road…went 8-2 on the last road trip to San Diego (2-0), Chicago-AL (2-2) and 
Detroit (4-0) and have now won 16 of their last 22 road games…the eight 
wins were the A’s most on a trip since Aug. 19-28, 2002 when they went 10-0 
against Cleveland (4-0), Detroit (3-0) and Kansas City (3-0).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are batting .223 (298-for-1339) and are averaging 
3.63 runs per game at home (145 runs in 40 games) compared to .263 and 
5.55 runs per game on the road…have the second lowest home batting aver-
age in the majors (New York-NL, .215) and the second fewest runs per game 
in the American League (Kansas City, 3.35)…rank second in the AL in runs per 
game on the road and third in batting…have a 3.63 ERA (152 er in 377.0 ip) at 
home, which is fifth lowest in the AL, compared to 4.50 on the road.

PITCHING: The A’s have compiled a 3.70 ERA (142 er in 345.0 ip) over the last 
38 games after posting a 4.37 ERA over the first 44 contests…rank fourth in 
the American League in fewest walks per nine innings (2.86) but are third in 
fewest strikeouts per nine innings (7.72)…have 49 wild pitches, which is the 
most in the AL and second most in the majors (Pittsburgh, 52)…have used 25 
different pitchers, which is tied for second most in the majors (Los Angeles-
AL, 27)…have employed 12 different starting pitchers, which is second most 
in the majors to Tampa Bay (13).

DEFENSIVE DOINGS: The A’s have gone three consecutive games without an 
error after a season-high streak of six consecutive games with at least one 
miscue…rank third in the American League in most errors (55) and unearned 
runs (31)…lead the majors with 840 assists…A’s outfielders have seven as-
sists, which is second fewest in the majors (Washington, 5).

ON THE BASES: The A’s are 15-for-29 (51.7%) in stolen base attempts…have 
the lowest stolen base percentage in the majors, the fewest stolen bases 
and the second fewest attempts (Miami, 28)…opponents have been caught 
stealing 23 times, which is the most in the American League and third most 
in the majors…however, they have stolen 52 bases, which is third most in 
the AL.

THE DISABLED LIST: The A’s have eight players on the disabled list (Ander-
son, Cahill, Chapman, Cotton, Gossett, Mengden, Powell, Triggs)…Cotton and 
Powell are on the 60-day DL…Anderson is on a rehab assignment…have used 
the DL 19 times this year after using it 23 times last year…seven starting 
pitchers have spent time on the DL and Sean Manaea is the only A’s pitcher 
that has not missed a start.

A’s vs. INDIANS: The A’s won the season series last year, 4-3…swept a three-
game series in Oakland and lost three of four in Cleveland…have won six of 
their last nine games against the Indians, including five straight in Oakland…
have won three of the previous four season series and are 14-12 against 
Cleveland dating back to 2014…since moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are 
274-239 against the Indians…that breaks down to 146-104 in Oakland and 
128-135 in Cleveland…including 43-66 at Progressive Field…all-time, the A’s 
are 909-1032 against the Indians.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Mark Canha has a career-high tying eight-game hitting streak (10-for-
30, .333)…Jed Lowrie is fourth in the American League in RBI (55), tied for 
fifth in hits (94) and doubles (24) and tied for ninth in total bases (159)…is 
second in game-winning RBI (11) and tied for third in go-ahead RBI (16)…
Blake Treinen has converted each of his last 17 save opportunities dating 
back to May 4 and has a 0.70 ERA (2 er in 25.2 ip) in 23 games total over 
that span…leads AL relievers in ERA and is tied for fourth in saves (20).

OAKLAND A’S 50th ANNIVERSARY MOMENTS

In 1990 Dave Stewart pitches the fifth no-hitter in Oakland history in the 
A’s 5-0 win at Toronto…after walking the first two hitters he faced, Stewart 
retired 25 in a row before a two-out walk in the ninth…in 1996 the A’s hit 
three home runs at California, giving  Oakland 18 home runs in their last 
four games, which ties the American League record…in 2003 Eric Byrnes 
becomes the fifth player in Oakland history to hit for the cycle and ties an 
Oakland record with five hits in a 5-2 win at San Francisco

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FOR STARTERS: Was reinstated from the 60-day disabled list June 7 and is 
scheduled to make his fifth start of 2018…allowed one run in 6.0 innings 
for the win in his first start but is 0-2 with a 12.71 ERA (16 er in 11.1 ip) and 
.392 (20-for-51) opponents batting average in three starts since then…the 
losing streak is the first of his career…was placed on the 10-day DL March 28, 
retroactive to March 26 with a strained right forearm…was transferred to the 
60-day DL April 5 and was sent to Single-A Stockton on a rehab assignment 
May 31…made one start on May 31 vs. Modesto and had a no decision in the 
Ports 6-3 win (3.2 ip, 8 h, 3 r, 3 er, 1 bb, 1 so, 62 pitches).

STRIKEOUTS: Struck out a career-high tying four batters in his last start and 
has fanned four batters or fewer in each of his 14 career starts…has tossed 
at least 1.1 inning in each start and his streak of 14 consecutive games with 
1.1 inning or more and four strikeouts or fewer is the longest career-open-
ing streak by an Athletics pitcher since Tony Freitas had a 21-game streak 
from May 31-Sept. 18, 1932…has 11 strikeouts in 17.1 innings this year (5.71 
strikeouts per nine innings) and 33 in 76.0 innings in his career (3.91 per 
nine innings).

FIRST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 4-1 victory over Kansas 
City June 7 in Oakland…allowed a lead-off home run to Escobar in the third 
inning but that was the only run he would allow in six innings of work…
retired 11 of the final 12 batters he faced following the home run.

SECOND START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 13-5 loss to Houston June 
13 in Oakland…allowed a career-high eight runs in a career-low 1.1 innings…
yielded three runs in the first inning on a two-run single by Gurriel and a sac-
rifice fly by Gattis…then surrendered five of the Astros seven runs in the sec-
ond…Correa had a two-run triple and Gurriel a RBI single and he was relieved 
by Pagán with runners on first and second and one out…Pagan surrendered 
back-to-back home run.

THIRD START: He had a no decision in the A’s 4-2, 10-inning win at San Diego 
June 19…allowed a run to score on a fielders choice in the first but Oakland 
came back to tie the game with a run in the second…allowed a RBI double to 
Lopez in the bottom of the second but those were the only runs he would al-
low in five innings of work…the A’s tied the game in the ninth before scoring 
twice in the 10th for the win.

LAST START: He was the losing pitcher in the A’s 10-3 loss at Chicago (AL) on 
Sunday…blanked the White Sox on one hit over the first four innings and 
had a 2-0 lead when he allowed five runs in the fifth inning, all with two 
outs…Moncada had a three-run double and Garcia and Abreu followed with 
RBI singles…then allowed a leadoff home run to Palka in the sixth and was 
relieved by Hendriks.

2017 RECAP: Made both his Triple-A and Major League debuts in 2017…
spent the first three months of the season at Nashville where he went 5-6 
with a 3.05 ERA in 15 games, including 14 starts…was promoted to Oakland 
July 1 and compiled a 3-1 record and a 3.22 ERA in 10 starts before a right 
hand contusion ended his season Aug. 23…struck out just 22 batters in 58.2 
innings with the A’s, an average of 3.38 per nine innings…that was the low-
est mark in the majors among pitchers with 50 or more innings pitched…it 

was second lowest by an A’s pitcher over the last 27 years (Saarloos, 2.99 in 
2005)…went 1-1 with a 2.25 ERA and .212 opponents batting average over 
his first five starts through July 26…then went 2-0 despite a 4.39 ERA and 
.315 opponents average over his final five starts…allowed a .262 opponents

the Chiefs when he was released June 1 (contract opt-out)…signed a minor 
league deal with the A’s June 6 and was assigned to Triple-A Nashville…went 
0-1 with a 4.02 ERA and .207 opponents average in three starts with the 
Sounds…was 4-3 with a 3.53 ERA in 13 minor league starts overall…is 9-1

Is a .281 career hitter with 96 home runs and 458 RBI in 975 
games in eight seasons in the majors with Milwaukee (2010-
16), Texas (2016-17) and Colorado (2017)…was a two-time All-
Star with the Brewers in 2014 and 2016…has tossed out 177 
attempted base stealers in his career, which are the most by 
a Major League catcher dating back to 2010…combined with 
Milwaukee and Texas to hit a career-high 24 home runs in

dating back to his last error on July 15, 2016…was traded to Colorado for a player to be named 
later on July 30…the Rockies sent outfielder Pedro Gonzalez to the Rangers on Aug. 23 to com-
plete the deal…went 13-for-35 (.371) with seven walks (.511 on-base percentage) over his first 12 
games with Colorado…then went 2-for-23 (.087) over his next seven contests before hitting hit 
his first home run as a member of the Rockies Aug. 28 against Detroit…that snapped a 51-game, 
173 at-bat homerless streak, which was the second-longest homerless drought of his career and 
the longest single-season streak…batted .299 with a .415 on-base percentage in 22 games in

2015—Made starts at catcher (86), first base (5) and designated hitter (1) in his final full season 
with the Brewers…was on the disabled list from April 21 to May 28 with a fractured left great toe 
sustained from a Zack Cozart foul tip on April 20 against Cincinnati…missed 38 games…also was 
sidelined for 14 consecutive games from Sept. 9 to 23 with a concussion suffered on a foul tip 
off his mask, Sept. 8 at Miami…returned to make one more start at first base on Sept. 26 ayt Se-
attle…threw out 24 of 94 runners attempting to steal (25.5%)…produced a career-high 11-game 
hitting streak from Aug. 21 to Sept. 3 with a .384 (28-for-73) average over his final 24 games of 
the season.

2014—Led the majors in doubles (53), becoming the first primary catcher in modern Major 
League history (since 1900) to lead his league in that category…tied the Brewers franchise single-
season record with Lyle Overbay (2004)…had a ML record 46 doubles while playing at catcher, 
breaking the previous mark of 45 set by Ivan Rodriguez with Texas in 1996…also ranked among  
the NL leaders in multi-hit games (3rd, 53), extra-base hits (t-3rd, 68), hits (t-5th, 176), batting 
(7th, .301), on-base percentage (8th, .373), and OPS (10th, .837)…also set career bests for games 
(153), at bats (585), runs (73) and walks (66)…finished 4th in National League MVP voting and 



was named Brewers MVP by the Milwaukee BBWAA chapter…made starts at catcher (133), first 
base (16) and designated hitter (1)…was the Brewers player of month for both June and Septem-
ber.

2013—Set career highs for triples (6), RBI (82) and stolen bases (9)…had 76 RBI as catcher, which 
tied for the Major League lead with Yadier Molina (STL) and Matt Wieters (BAL)…started 122 
games at catcher, nine at first base and three as designated hitter…batted .303 with 15 home 
runs and 65 RBI over the last 111 games to raise his final average from .208 to .280…was the 
Brewers July Player of the Month after hitting .333 with seven home runs and 15 RBI…had career-
high five hits on May 31 at Philadelphia…played for Team USA in the World Baseball Classic…
went 2-for-5 with two runs, a RBI and a walk in three games.

2012—Appeared in just 96 games due to a fractured right hand that sidelined him from May 28 
to July 25…made 80 starts, all at catcher…batted .389 with runners in scoring position, including 
a Major League best .514 prior to his stint on the disabled list…tied a Milwaukee club record with 
a pair of seven RBI games on May 20 against Minnesota and Aug. 30 at Chicago (NL), hitting a 
grand slam in each contest…became the first catcher in ML history with two seven-RBI games in 
one season and was the 5th catcher in ML history with two different seven-RBI games in a career, 
joining Bill Dickey, Smoky Burgess, Johnny Bench and Ramon Hernandez…was named Brewers 
player of the month for May after hitting .388 with three home runs and 22 RBI.

2011—In his first full season in the majors, he made 114 starts at catcher after opening the 
campaign on the disabled list…placed on the 15-day DL March 30 (retroactive to March 22) with 
a fractured right pinkie finger (missed 10 games)…opened the year with a rehab assignment at 
Double-A Huntsville and was reinstated April 11…produced his first career walk-off hit with a sui-
cide squeeze bunt in the ninth inning on May 28 against San Francisco…named Brewers player of 
the month for May after hitting .298 with five home runs and 20 RBI…batted .250 (8-for-32) with 
a home run and five RBI in 10 games during the postseason, starting nine contests…homered off 
Edwin Jackson in a Game 6 loss to St. Louis in the deciding game of the NLCS.

2010—Opened the year at Huntsville, batting .452 in 10 games…was promoted to Triple-A Nash-
ville April 20 and appeared in 21 games before his contract was selected by Milwaukee on May

in three career appearances against Cleveland, all in relief…went 1-5 with a

FOR STARTERS: Is 2-0 with a 2.81 ERA (8 er in 25.2 ip) and .198 (19-for-96) 
opponent average in four starts in the month of June…began the season by 
going 4-2 with a 1.03 ERA and .134 opponents batting average over his first 
six starts through the end of April but then went 1-4 with a 7.18 ERA and 
.295 opponents batting average in six starts in May.

NIGHT AND DAY: Is 3-0 with a 3.06 ERA (11 er in 32.1 ip) in five starts during 
the day compared to 4-6 with a 3.56 ERA (27 er in 68.1 ip) in 11 starts at 
night…has a nine-game winning streak in starts in a day game dating back 
to May 20, 2017 and has a 3.18 ERA (30 er in 85.0 ip) in 14 starts total over 
that stretch…has not lost during the day since April 7, 2017 at Texas…is now

RUN SUPPORT: Has received two runs of support or fewer in nine of his 16 
starts, including no runs four times…has received two runs of support or 
fewer in each of his six losses this year (4 rs in 33.0 ip, 1.09 RSA) and 24 of 
his 25 career losses (24 rs in 126.1 ip, 1.71 RSA)…is 17-0 in 24 career starts 
with run support of four or more and 23-1 in 32 starts with three runs of 
support or more.

APRIL AND MAY: Went 1-4 with a 7.18 ERA and .295 opponents batting aver-
age in six starts in May after going 4-1 with a 1.00 ERA and .130 opponents 
batting average in five starts in April…tied for the American League lead in 
May losses and had the second highest ERA (Giolito, CWS 7.36)…it was the 
second time he lost four games in a month in his career (Aug. 2016)…led the 
AL in ERA and opponents batting in April and tied for the lead in wins…was 
named AL Pitcher of the Month in April, his first Pitcher of the Month honor…
it was the first time in his career he won four games in a month and the four 
wins match the most by an A’s pitcher in the month of April over the last 27 
years (ninth time, last: Triggs in 2017)…his ERA tied for the fourth lowest 
in any month in Oakland history among pitchers with 30 or more innings 
pitched…it was the lowest since Cory Lidle had a 0.20 ERA in Aug., 2002…had 
a .395 OPS and is the fourth pitcher in Oakland history with an OPS under 
.400 in a month with a minimum of 100 batters faced (.358, Lidle in Aug. 
2002; .376, Torrez in Sept. 1976; .390, Ontiveros in June 1987).

NO-HITTER: Tossed the seventh no-hitter in Oakland history and the 12th in 
Athletics history on April 1 against Boston in Oakland…was named American 
League Co-Player of the Week for the week of April 16-22 along with Manny 
Machado for his efforts…it was his first Player of the Week award…his no-
hitter was the earliest by date (Catfish Hunter, May 8, 1968 vs. Minnesota) 
and second earliest by game number (Chief Bender, May 12, 1910 vs. Cleve-
land, game 18) in Athletics history…it was the 10th no-hitter in Coliseum 
history (six by A’s, four by opponents)…it was the first since Dallas Braden’s 
perfect game on May 9, 2010 vs. Tampa Bay…is the third Oakland pitcher to 
strikeout 10 or more in a no-hitter…Dave Stewart had 12 and Catfish Hunter 
had 11…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, the Red Sox .895 winning per-
centage entering the game was the highest in Major League history by a 
team that was no-hit at least five games into the season…the last pitcher to 
no hit a team that led the majors in runs per game entering the game was 
the A’s Dave Stewart, who did it against Toronto on June 29, 1990 (also Elias).

2018 HIGHLIGHTS: Allowed one run in 7.2 innings in his first start on March 
30 against Los Angeles (AL) and one run in 8.0 innings in his second start on 
April 4 against Texas to become the first A’s pitcher on an Opening Day ros-
ter to start the season with back-to-back outings of seven innings or more 
and one run or fewer since Steve Karsay in 1994…won three consecutive 
starts from April 15 to 27 and allowed just two runs (one earned) on six hits 

over that stretch (0.39 ERA, .078 opponents batting average)…allowed two 
hits in seven innings at Seattle April 15 and then no-hit Boston on April 21 
to become the first A’s pitcher with back-to-back starts of seven innings or 
more and two hits or fewer since Barry Zito (July 9-15, 2005)…shutout the 
Red Sox 3-0 in the no-hitter…walked Betts to start the game but then retired 
14 straight before Leon reached on a Semien error…set down the next 12 
before walking Benintendi with two outs in the ninth…then got Ramirez to 
hit into a game-ending force out for his first career complete game…it came 
in his 59th game and 58th start and his streak of 57 consecutive starts with-
out a complete game was fourth longest in Oakland history…walked two 
and matched his career high with 10 strikeouts…the shutout came in the A’s 
21st game of the season and it was the earliest shutout by an Athletic since 
Barry Zito on April 18, 2003 vs. Texas, the A’s 17th game of the season…al-
lowed a fourth-inning single to Correa in his first start after the no-hitter on 
April 27 at Houston, snapping his streak of consecutive hitless innings at an 
Oakland record 14.0 innings…broke the previous mark of 13.0 held by John 
“Blue Moon” Odom from June 1-7, 1968…opponents went 0-for-47 off him 
during the hitless streak…yielded four runs on six hits in a 4-1 loss at Seattle 
May 3 to snap a season-opening streak where he allowed two runs or fewer 
and tossed five innings or more in each of his first six starts…that tied for 
the third longest such season-opening streak in Oakland history…it was the 
longest since Dave Stewart had a seven-game streak in 1990…surrendered 
a home run in that game to begin a streak of nine consecutive starts from 
May 3 to June 16 in which he allowed a home run (10 home runs total)…that 
matched the longest streak by an Athletic over the last 30 years.

LAST START: He was the winning pitcher in the A’s 11-2 win in the first game 
of the doubleheader last Friday at Chicago (AL)…blanked the White Sox on 
three hits over the first five innings…had an 8-0 lead when he allowed his 
only run in the sixth inning on a Smith RBI ground out…was relieved by Hen-
driks to start the eighth with Oakland leading 11-1.

•	 Had his first career four-hit game April 18 against Chicago (AL) and also walked twice…be-
came the second Athletic over the last 10 years to reach base safely six time in a game (Mark 
Canha, Sept. 15, 2015)…capped the day with his first walk-off RBI, a single.
