ABOUT THE A’S: The A's have won two of three in each of their last four se-
ries and are now 16-1-2 over the last 19 series dating back to June 15...have
lost back-to-back games just once over that span and that was July 27-29 at
Colorado when they lost three in a row...are 13-5 (.722) in the month of Au-
gust, which is the fourth best record in the majors...are 21-9 (.700) since the
All-Star Break, which is tied with Boston for the best record in the majors...
are 76-51 (.598) overall, which is fourth best record in the American League
and the majors...it is the A's best record after 127 games since the 2002 club
was also 76-51 (would improve to 88-51 in 2002 before loss #52)...the 76
wins are one more than their season total from last year...the 25 games over
.500 are one short of the season high of 26 (76-50 on Aug. 21).

THE STANDINGS: The A’s are in second place in the American League West
and trail first place Houston by one game...have spent three of the last five
days tied for first..trailed the Astros by a season-high 12 games entering
play on June 19 but have gone 40-15 over that stretch while Houston has
gone 28-25...have the second AL Wild Card spot...are a season-high tying 4%
games ahead of third place Seattle and 3% games behind the first Wild Card
team, New York...were a season-high 11 games back of the second Wild Card
spot at the conclusion of play June 15 but have gone 42-15 since then while
Seattle has gone 27-31.

THE LAST 57 GAMES: The A’s are 42-15 (.737)
dating back to June 16, which the best record
in the majors over that span...have come from

PITCHING: The A's lead the majors with a 2.95
ERA (91 er in 278.0 ip) since the All-Star Break
and rank second with a 2.50 ERA (47 er in 169.0
ip) in August...have a 3.76 ERA overall, which ranks fifth in the American
League...also rank fifth in the AL in opponents batting average (.238), on-
base percentage (.301), slugging percentage (.393) and OPS (.694)...have five
shutouts in the last 17 games and 12 for the season, which is tied for second
most in the AL...have issued the fourth fewest walks (363) and have surren-
dered the fifth fewest home runs (144).

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers have not allowed a run in four of
the last seven games (12 er in 42.0 ip, 2.57 ERA) and eight of the last 20...
have yielded two runs or fewer 16 times over the last 20 games and are 11-3
with a 2.21 ERA (29 er in 117.2 ip) and .203 (86-for-423) opponents batting
average over that span...have tossed seven shutout innings and allowed one
hit and one walk in three of the last five games.

OFFENSE: The A’s are batting .279 (108-for-387) with 51 extra base hits (35
doubles, 1 triple, 15 home runs) and 57 runs scored over the last 11 games...
now have 445 extra base hits for the season, which is second most in the ma-
jors (BOS, 485)...are on pace for 567, which would break the Athletics record
of 555 set in 2001...rank second in the American League in doubles (256),
fourth in slugging (.434), tied for fourth in home runs (171) and fifth in OPS
(-755)...also rank second in grounded into double plays (106), tied for third in
hit by pitches (63) and tied for fourth in sacrifice flies (34).

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A's are 26-10 (.722) in one-
run games, which is the best record in the majors...only Seattle (31) has more
wins and only Atlanta has fewer losses (8)...the Athletics record for winning
percentage in one-run games is .698 in 1928 (30-13)...are 39-20 (.661) in
games decided by two runs or fewer...the wins are tied for second in the ma-
jors and the record is tied for third...are 11-5 (.688) in extra inning games...
rank second in the majors in extra inning wins and games (16) and have the
third best record...the wins are tied for fourth most in Oakland history...are
20-7 (.741) in games decided in the last at bat...the record is the best in the
majors, the losses are the fewest and the wins are tied for the most (TOR)...
have two walk-off losses, which are tied for the fewest in the majots (ATL,
BOS, TEX)...have 33 come from behind wins, which is tied for sixth most in
the majors

LEADING LATE: The A's are 53-0 when leading after seven innings and are the
only team in the majors that has not lost when leading after seven...have not
lost when leading after seven since Sept. 2, 2017 at Texas and now have a 68-
game winning streak in those games, which is an on-going Athletics record...

Orioles (74-0)...the A’s (62-0) and Mariners (62-0) are the only teams that
have not lost when leading after eight innings...have an 89-game winning
streak in those games and have not lost when leading after eight since July
27,2017 at Toronto.

THE LATE INNINGS: The A's lead the majors in runs scored in the eighth in-
ning (91) and in the seventh inning or later (227), rank third in runs in extra
innings (18) and tied for fifth in runs in the ninth (54)...are batting .262 (388-
for-1482) in the seventh inning or later, which is third best in the majors,
compared to .244 (706-for-2895) in innings 1-6, which is sixth lowest...have
compiled a 3.18 ERA (139 er in 393.0 ip) in the seventh inning or later, which
is fourth lowest in the majors...have a Major League leading 11 wins when
trailing after seven innings, which are third most in Oakland history (13 in
2014, 12 in 1969)...are tied for the lead with five wins when trailing after
eightinnings.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s begin a seven-game road trip to Minnesota (four
games) and Houston (three games) tonight...went 2-1 on the last road trip to
Los Angeles (AL) and are 29-13 (.690) on the road dating back to May 14 after
starting the year 8-12..are 37-25 (.597) for the season, which is the third
best road record in the majors...have already surpassed the road win total
from each of the previous three seasons..went 6-3 on the last homestand
against Seattle (2-1), Houston (2-1) and Texas (2-1)...it concluded a stretch
where the A's played 17 of 20 games at home without leaving California...are
now 21-6 (.778) at home dating back to June 16 after starting the year 18-20
in the Coliseum...are 39-26 (.600) at home for the season.

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's lead the majors with
104 home runs and an average of 5.55 runs per game
on the road and rank second with a .266 (587-for-2210)
batting average..have scored 344 runs on the road,
which is 22 more than all last year...have the third low-
est home batting average in the majors (.234) and the
sixth fewest runs per game (3.98)..have hit just 67
home runs at home.

A’s vs. TWINS: The A's and Twins are meeting for the first time in over a year as
the two clubs last met on July 30, 2017 in Oakland (have played 184 games
since then)...have not been to Target Field since May 4, 2017...have finished
the season series with the other four American League Central teams plus
Boston and Toronto...the two clubs split the season series last year, 3-3...the
A's won two of three in Oakland but lost two of three in Minnesota...have
won seven of the last eight and 16 of the last 19 at the Coliseum but have
lost four of the last five at Target Field...have won four season series, split one
and lost one over the previous six seasons and are 27-15 against Minnesota
dating back to the 2012 season...since moving to Oakland in 1968, the A’s are
300-300 against Minnesota...that includes 168-129 in Oakland and 132-171
in Minnesota...are 15-16 at Target Field..are 357-369 all-time against the
Twins and have a 1004-1005 record against the Twins/Senators...the 1004
wins are the A's most against any franchise.

TODAY’S STARTING PITCHER: Trevor Cahill (5-2, 3.12 ERA)

FOR STARTERS: |s 5-2 with a 3.12 ERA in 15 starts...the wins are his most since
2013 when he won eight games for Arizona and the starts are his most since
he made 17 for the Diamondbacks in 2014...currently has career lows in op-
ponents on-base percentage (.278), OPS (.615), walks per nine innings (2.60),
home runs per nine innings (0.62) and strikeout-to-walk ratio (3.40)...four of
his five wins have come since the All-Star Break, which is tied for the most in
the American League.

FOUR-GAME WINNING STREAK: |s 4-0 with a 3.45 ERA (11 er in 28.2 ip) and
.221 (23-for-104) opponents batting average over his last five starts...the
winning streak is one short of the A's season high (Treinen and Trivino)...it is
his longest winning streak since he won five in a row from Aug. 17-Sept. 21,
2013 while pitching for Arizona.

QUALIFICATIONS: Has 86.2 innings pitched...based upon a minimum of 80 in-
nings pitched, he ranks fourth in the American League in fewest home runs
per nine innings (0.62), sixth in opponents slugging percentage (.337), sev-
enth in batting average (.210) and OPS (.615), ninth in ERA (3.12) and 10th in
on-base percentage (.278).

COUNTDOWN TO 1,000 STRIKEOUTS: Struck out seven batters in his last start
and now has 992 strikeouts in his career...needs eight more for 1000...struck
out 732 batters in 1066.2 innings with his first three teams (Oakland, Arizo-
na and Atlanta), an average of 6.18 strikeouts per nine innings...was released
by the Braves on June 19, 2015 and signed by the Dodgers to a minor league
contract July 2, 2015...has 260 strikeouts in 253.0 innings since then (9.25
per nine innings).

HOME AND AWAY: Is 4-0 with a 0.85 ERA (5 er in 52.2 ip) and .157 (28-for-
178) opponents batting average in eight starts at home compared to 1-2
with a 6.62 ERA (25 er in 34.0 ip) and .282 (37-for-131) opponents average
in seven starts on the road...has not allowed a run in five of his eight starts
in Oakland and his 0.85 ERA is the lowest home ERA in the majors among
