JUNE 16-PRESENT

THE PLAYOFFS: The A’ clinched their third American League Wild Card last
night, their second in the two wild card era...it is the A’s fourth postsea-
son berth in the last seven years and their ninth in the last 19 seasons last
night...over the last seven years, only the Dodgers (5) have more than four
postseason appearances (Cardinals could also get their fifth) and over the
last 19 seasons only the Yankees (15), Cardinals (12), Red Sox (10) and Braves
(10) have more than nine (Dodgers could also get their 10th)...this is the A’s
27th postseason appearance all-time, a total surpassed only by the Yankees
(54), Dodgers (31) and Cardinals (28)..were a season-high 11 games back
of the second Wild Card at the conclusion of play June 15 but are now 7%
games in front of the third place team...trail New York by 1% games for the
first Wild Card (split the season series with the Yankees and trail in the sec-
ond tiebreaker, which is intradivision record)...trail first place Houston in the
American League West by 4% games and have a tragic number of two to be
eliminated from the division race.

WINS: The A's have won 95 games after winning 75 last year and the 20-win
improvement is tied for the third biggest turnaround in Oakland history with
the 2011-12 club (74 to 94)...had a 23-win improvement from 1987 (81) to
1988 (104) and a 29-win improvement from 1979 (54) to 1980 (83)...the 95
wins are 11th most in Oakland history and are the most since 2013 (96-66).

MONTH BY MONTH: The A's are 14-7 (.667) in September, which is tied for the
fourth best record in the majors...clinched a winning record for the month
with the win last night and have posted a winning record in each month this
year...this is the sixth time in Oakland history the A's have posted a winning
record in each month (1971, 1972, 1990, 2003, 2013).

OFFENSE: The A’s had four extra base hits last night and now have 552 for
the season, which is three short of the Athletics record of 555 set in 2001...
are batting .265 (189-for-713) with a Major League leading 136 runs scored
in 21 games in September (6.47 runs per game)...overall, rank second in the
majors in doubles (315) and extra base hits, third in home runs (218) and
slugging percentage (.439), fourth in runs (782) and fifth in OPS (.764)...the
home runs are fifth most in Athletics history (243 in 1996, 239 in 2000, 235
in 1999, 234 in 2017) and the doubles rank sixth (336 in 2004, 334 in 2001,
323in1928,319in 1930, 317 in 2003).

IN THE PINCH: A's pinch hitters have 31 plate appearances in the last 12
games (2.6 per game) and are 7-for-24 (.292) with a double, home run, six
walks and a hit by pitch over that stretch...overall, A's pinch hitters lead the
American League in extra base hits (10), doubles (7), walks (16) and plate
appearances (129) and are tied for the lead in hits (28).

PITCHING: The A's have a 3.37 ERA (204 er in 544.1 ip) since the All-Star Break,
which is second lowest in the majors to the Dodgers (3.20)...overall, rank
third in the American League in OPS (.691), fourth in opponents batting aver-
age (.236) and on-base percentage (.301), fifth in slugging (.390) and sixth in
ERA (3.77)...are tied for second in shutouts (14), rank fourth in fewest walks
(454) and fifth in fewest home runs (177)...rank third with 83 wild pitches,
which is one short of the Athletics record of 84 set last year...have used an
average of 6.00 pitchers per game in September (126 in 21 games), including
nine once and eight four times.

STARTING PITCHING: A's starting pitchers are 3-3 with a 3.31 ERA (18 er in
49.0 ip) and .227 (41-for-181) opponents batting average over the last 13
games...have a streak of 38 consecutive games of seven innings or fewer...
have 812.2 innings pitched, which is fifth fewest in the American League...it
will set an Athletics record for fewest innings pitched by starting pitchers in
a non-strike season...the previous mark was 858.2 in 1997.

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 45-31 (.592) on the road, which is the fourth
best road record in the majors...the 45 wins are the A's most on the road

since going 49-32 in 2002...are 50-31 (.617) at home...are 1-0 on their final
road trip of the season, a six-game trip to Seattle (1-0) and Los Angeles-AL
(three games)...went 3-3 on the last road trip to Baltimore (2-1) and Tampa
Bay (1-2) and are 37-19 (.661) on the road dating back to May 14 after start-
ing the year 8-12..went 4-2 on the final homestand against Los Angeles-AL
(2-1) and Minnesota (2-1)...were 32-11 (.744) over the final 43 home games
after starting the year 18-20 in the Coliseum.

HOME AND AWAY SPLITS: The A's are batting .264 (712-for-2702) with 127
home runs and an average of 5.43 runs per game on the road (413 runs in 76
games), compared to .241 with 91 home runs and an average of 4.56 runs
per game at home...lead the majors in home runs on the road, rank second in
runs per game and third in batting...the 127 road home runs are second most
in Athletics history and are three short of the record of 130 set in 1996...they
are 11 short of the Major League record of 138 by San Francisco in 2001...
have a .466 slugging percentage, which is currently an Athletics road record
(458 in 2000)...have 279 extra base hits, which is fifth most in Athletics his-
tory (300 in 2001, 287 in 2000, 281 in 2004, 280 in 1996).

ONE-RUN GAMES AND OTHER CLOSE CALLS: The A’s are 31-13 (.705) in one-
run games, which is the best record in the majors...the Athletics record for
winning percentage in one-run games is .698 in 1928 (30-13) and the Oak-
land record is .696 in 2002 (32-14)...the 31 one-run wins are sixth most in
Athletics history and are two short of the record of 33 set in 2004...are 13-5
(.722) in extra inning games, which is the second best record in the majors...
the wins are tied with Seattle for the most in the majors and are one short
of the Athletics record of 14, set in 1998...are 25-9 (.735) in games decided
in the last at bat, which is the best record in the majors...the wins are the
most in the majors and are one short of the Oakland record of 26 set in 2004.

THE LATE INNINGS: The A’s are the only team in the majors that is undefeated
when leading after seven innings (68-0)...have an Athletics record 83-game
winning streak in those games and have not lost since Sept. 2, 2017 at Tex-
as...the last team to go undefeated when leading after seven is the 2012 Ori-
oles (74-0)...the A’s (77-0) and Mariners (74-0) are the only teams that have
not lost when leading after eight innings...have a 104-game winning streak
in those games and have not lost since July 27, 2017 at Toronto.

ROSTER NOTES: The A's have one player with at least 129 starts at each of
the four infield positions for the first time since the Kansas City A’s did it
in 1963...the last A's team with one player with at least 130 starts at each
infield position was the 1948 Philadelphia A's with one with at least 135
starts...have one player with at least 116 starts at seven different positions
for the first time since the 2000 club had one with at least 118 starts...have
used 118 different lineups...the last time the A's used fewer than 126 differ-
ent lineups was in 2006 when they had 121...have not used fewer than 121
since 2004 when they had 119.

A’s vs. MARINERS: The A’s are 8-9 against the Mariners, including 5-5 in Oak-
land and 3-4 at Seattle...eight of the 17 games have been decided by one run
and three others by two...have lost the season series in each of the previ-
ous five years, which is the A's longest season series losing streak against
the Mariners...are 45-67 (.402) against Seattle dating back to the start of the
2013 season, which is the second worst record by any American League team
against the Mariners (TB, 13-26/.333)...all-time, the A’s are 349-291 against
the Mariners...that includes 189-132 in Oakland, 159-158 in Seattle and 1-1
in Tokyo...are 83-94 at Safeco Field.

TODAY'’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman leads the majors with an Oakland record 25 doubles since
the All-Star Break...ranks second in hits (77) and extra base hits (42) and
tied for second in runs (50)...Khris Davis has a career-high 46 home runs,
which is fourth most in Oakland history and sixth in Athletics history...

A relievers have 608.2 innings pitched, which is an Athletics record, 3rd
most in the majors this year and tied for sixth most in Major League his-
tory.
