James Shields (3-9) and the White Sox.

#Allstrosgame: All-Star Teams and the Final Vote 
ballot will be unveiled this Sunday at 6 p.m. CT on 
ESPN...the 89th MLB All-Star Game will be played 
on July 17 and televised on FOX.

winning ways: The Astros are a season-high 28 games 
over .500 as they are off to their second-best, 90-game 
start in franchise history, trailing only their 61-29 start 
in 2017...a win today would give the Astros their fifth 
winning streak of five-or-more games this season.
