 Abreu also has joined Al Simmons (11, 1924-34), Pujols (10, 
2001-10), Ted Williams (1939-42, '46-49) and DiMaggio (1936-
42) as the only players in history to record 100 or more RBI in 
each of his fi rst four seasons.
 He led the American League with 343 total bases in 2017, 
joining Albert Belle (399 in 1998), Minnie Miñoso (304 in 1951) 
and Joe Jackson (293 in 1916) as the only players in Sox his-
tory to accomplish that feat.

Thome, who ranks eighth in major-league history with 612 
home runs, received 89.8 percent of the votes to become the 
fi fth former Sox player inducted on the fi rst ballot.
He will join Chipper Jones, Vladimir Guerrero, Trevor Hoff man 
Jack Morris and Alan Trammell in the Class of 2018.
