 Sox starting pitchers have issued 43 walks this season, the 
most in the American League and fourth-most in the majors.
 Chicago has hit 16 of its 19 home runs this season on the 
road, second-most in the AL.
 José Abreu is a career .303/.369/.596 hitter with nine home 
runs and 22 RBI in 28 games vs. Oakland.
