QUICK HITS: Signed by the Orioles as a free agent on 3/21/18...Is two wins away
from 50 career wins...Had spent his entire career (11 seasons) with the Tampa Bay
Rays, including parts of six seasons with the Major League club...Missed the entire
2015 season due to “Tommy John” surgery...At the conclusion of the 2017 season,
Cobb was the sixth-longest tenured Ray in club history (7 years, 61 days), and ranked
among the franchise’s all-time leaders in ERA (2 - 3.50), wins (5" - 48), starts (6 -
115), innings pitched (5" - 700.0), and strikeouts (6™ - 570)...Selected by the Rays in
the fourth round of the 2006 First-Year Player Draft.

LAST START: Did not factor in the decision on May 1 at Los Angeles-AL after tossing
6.0 innings, allowing two runs on seven hits, one home run, with two walks, two in-
tentional, and two strikeouts...His longest outing of the season, and the longest since
his last start of 2017 (9/22 at Baltimore) when he also pitched 6.0 innings...Allowed
just two runs, the fewest he’s allowed since allowing one run on 9/10/17 at Boston...In
seven career games against the Angels, he is 2-2 with a 5.01 ERA (23 ER/41.1 IP)...
Threw 89 pitches, 57 strikes.

CAREER VS. OAKLAND: Cobb will be making his ninth career start against the
Oakland Athletics...He has gone 4-2 with a 2.33 ERA (14 ER/54.0 IP) with six Quality
Starts in his previous eight outings against them...His career 2.33 ERA is the lowest
against any AL West opponent...Last faced the Athletics on June 9, 2017 as a mem-
ber of the Tampa Bay Rays, and earned the win after allowing just one run on four
hits with one walk, one hit batsman, and five strikeouts in 6.0 innings...Has worked
6.0-or-more innings in six of his eight games against them...In three starts at Oakland
Coliseum, he is 1-1 with a 2.18 ERA (5 ER/20.2 IP)...Has made five home starts
against the A's, going 3-1 with a 2.43 ERA (9 ER/33.1 IP).

AGAINST THE AL WEST: This will be Cobb’s second-straight appearance against an
AL West opponent, and his second overall this season...Has made 30 career starts
against this division; he is 10-10 with a 4.39 ERA (88 ER/180.1 IP), 54 walks, 142
strikeouts, and 17 Quality Starts in those games...In 2017, Cobb went 2-4 with a 6.28
ERA (30 ER/43.0 IP) in seven starts against AL West opponents.

ON THE ROAD: Will be making his fourth start on the road this season; three of
Cobb’s four starts so far have been on the road...Suffered the loss on 4/14 at Boston
and 4/19 at Detroit, and did not factor in the decision on 5/1 at Los Angeles-AL...He is
a career 25-18 in 60 road starts with a 4.12 ERA (163 ER/356.1 IP)...In 2017, he went
6-5 with a 4.72 ERA (50 ER/95.1 IP) in 16 road starts, eight Quality Starts...44 of his
69 career home runs allowed have come on the road.

THE HITS KEEP COMING: Opponents have gone 37-for-87 (.425) against Cobb
this season...Left-handed hitters are batting .512 (21-for-41) against him, while right-
handers are batting .348 (16-for-46)...His 37 hits allowed are the most in baseball
since making his season debut on April 14.

HOME SWEET HOME: Posted a 2.46 ERA (23 ER/84.0 IP) in 13 starts at Tropicana
Field in 2017, marking the third-best home ERA in the AL behind Corey Kluber (1.81)
and Justin Verlander (2.45)...It was also the fourth-best mark in Rays history...Made
Quality Starts in seven of his 13 home games...For his career, owns a 3.19 ERA (128
ER/361.1 IP) in 59 career home starts, the seventh-best home ERA in the AL since
2011 (minimum 360.0 IP).

AT ORIOLE PARK: Has made eight career starts at Oriole Park, posting a record
of 3-2 with a 5.18 ERA (24 ER/41.2 IP) with two Quality Starts...Worked 6.0-or-more
innings on three occassions.

2017 RECAP: Made a career-high 29 starts for the Rays in 2017, going 12-10 with
