
RECENT RESULTS: The Tigers suff ered their eighth 
straight loss last night as they were shut out by the 
AthleƟ cs, 3-0. Mike Fiers threw 7.0 strong innings for 
Detroit, but took the loss, allowing one run on fi ve hits 
with one walk and fi ve strikeouts. Off ensively, Nicholas 
Castellanos, John Hicks and José Iglesias each had 
one hit in the game. The Tigers and A’s conclude their 
four-game series this aŌ ernoon. Following today’s 
game, Detroit embarks on a six-game road trip, which 
includes four games at Toronto (June 29-July 2) and 
two games at Chicago (NL) (July 3-4).

THEY CALL ME THE FIERMAN: Mike Fiers turned in a 
quality start last night vs. Oakland, tossing 7.0 innings 
and giving up a run on fi ve hits with one walk and fi ve 
strikeouts. Fiers has allowed three runs-or-less in fi ve 
of his last six starts this season, compiling a 3.03 ERA 
(35.2IP/12ER) and 31 strikeouts over that stretch.

GETTIN’ IGGY WITH IT: José Iglesias went 1x3 in last 
night’s game and has now hit safely in 24 of his last 
30 games with at least one at-bat. Over the 30-game 
stretch, Iglesias is baƫ  ng .330 (33x100) with 10 extra-
base hits and 12 RBI.

ZIP, ZERO, ZILCH, NADA: The Tigers suff ered their 10th 
shutout of the season last night vs. Oakland. Detroit’s 
10 shutouts are Ɵ ed with Milwaukee for the most in 
the Majors. Last season, the Tigers were shut out 12 
Ɵ mes.

LOOKING FOR THE LEFTY: Tonight’s game marks the 20th 
Ɵ me this season that the Tigers will face a leŌ handed 
starƟ ng pitcher. Detroit has gone 11-8 against leŌ y 
starƟ ng pitchers so far this season, and is hiƫ  ng .276 
(172x624) as a team against southpaw hurlers. The 
Tigers rank second in the American League with a .276 
baƫ  ng average vs. leŌ ies, while they are third with a 
.442 slugging percentage and fourth with a .337 on-
base percentage. Individually, Nicholas Castellanos 
leads the American League with a .414 (29x70) baƫ  ng 
average vs. leŌ ies, while José Iglesias ranks ninth with a 
.333 (15x45) baƫ  ng average.

AT COMERICA PARK: The Tigers are 0-3 on their 
current four-game homestand. Detroit is 23-20 at 
Comerica Park this season. The Tigers are hiƫ  ng .260 
(383x1473) as a team at home, while the pitching staff  
has compiled a 4.12 ERA (398.0IP/182ER).

TIGERS AND A’S: The Tigers have dropped the fi rst 
three games of the season series against the AthleƟ cs. 
AŌ er today’s game, the two teams will conƟ nue the 
season series from August 3-5 in Oakland. DaƟ ng back 
to last season, the Tigers have lost eight straight games 
to the A’s, which is Detroit’s longest losing streak since 
dropping eight consecuƟ ve games to the Philadelphia 
AthleƟ cs from July 30-September 13, 1952.

WILD, WILD WEST: Detroit is 7-10 against teams from 
the American League West this season. The Tigers have 
not fi nished with a winning record against the AL West 
since 2014 (18-16) and they are 28 games under .500 
against the division since 2015 (44-72, .379).

ON DECK: The Tigers tomorrow begin a six-game road 
trip as they open a four-game series at Toronto. Detroit 
won two-of-three games against the Blue Jays earlier 
this season at Comerica Park and will be looking to win 
their fi rst season series against Toronto since 2013. The 
Tigers lost two-of-three games at Rogers Centre last 
season, marking the fourth straight series they have 
dropped in Toronto.

NOTES ON THE SKIPPER: Ron Gardenhire is in his fi rst 
season as the Tigers manager aŌ er being named to the 
posiƟ on on October 20, 2017.
*Enters today’s game with a 36-45 (.444) record as the 
Tigers manager and a 1,104-1,084 (.505) career record 
as a manager, which is the eighth-most wins among 
acƟ ve managers and ranks 54th in baseball history.
*Earned the 1,100th win of his managerial career on 
June 13 vs. Minnesota.

*Spent the 2017 season as the bench coach for the 
Arizona Diamondbacks, who captured a NaƟ onal 
League Wild Card spot and advanced to the NaƟ onal 
League Division Series.
*Served as manager of the Minnesota Twins from 
2002-14 and is the winningest manager in Twins 
history, posƟ ng a record of 1,068-1,039 (.507) over his 
13 seasons...is one of 10 managers in baseball history 
to win 1,000-or-more games with a single team.
*Guided the Twins to six postseason appearances 
(2002-04, 2006, 2009-10), including a berth in the 
2002 American League Championship Series...was the 
fi rst manager in MLB history to guide his team to the 
postseason in six of his fi rst nine seasons.
*Named the BBWAA American League Manager of the 
Year in 2010...also fi nished runner-up for the honor on 
fi ve occasions.

ABOUT MICHAEL: In his third Major League season, Fulmer will make his 
16th start of 2018 this aŌ ernoon in the series fi nale vs. Oakland.

LAST TIME OUT: Fulmer took the loss in his most recent start last 
Wednesday at CincinnaƟ , allowing three runs on fi ve hits with two walks 
and nine strikeouts in 5.2 innings.

VS. OAKLAND: Fulmer has made two career starts against the AthleƟ cs, 
compiling a 2-0 record with a 0.57 ERA (15.2IP/1ER) and 12 strikeouts. He 
last faced Oakland on May 5, 2017 and earned the win, giving up two runs, 
one earned, on eight hits with two walks and nine strikeouts in 8.0 innings. 

AT COMERICA PARK: Fulmer has made 31 career starts at Comerica Park, 
posƟ ng a 10-10 record with a 3.51 ERA (197.1IP/77ER) and 139 strikeouts. 
In eight home starts this season, Fulmer is 1-4 with a 4.07 ERA (48.2IP/22ER) 
and 32 strikeouts.

AGAINST THE AL WEST: Fulmer has started 15 games in his career against 
teams from the American League West, compiling a 5-7 record with a 3.73 
ERA (91.2IP/38ER) and 76 strikeouts. Fulmer has allowed three runs-or-less 
in 10 of his 15 career starts vs. AL West teams. In four starts vs. AL West 
teams this season, Fulmer is 0-2 with an 8.69 ERA (19.2IP/19ER) and 20 
strikeouts.

DOMINANT IN THE DAY TIME: Fulmer has pitched well in day games this season, posƟ ng a 3-3 
record with a 2.22 ERA (56.2IP/14ER) and 46 strikeouts. He enters today's game ranked seventh in 
the American League in ERA during day games. In 28 career starts in the day Ɵ me, Fulmer is 12-7 
with a 2.56 ERA (186.0IP/53ER) and 143 strikeouts.

RECORD IN JUNE: Fulmer has made 14 career starts during the month of June, compiling a 6-6 
record with a 2.73 ERA (89.0IP/27ER) and 71 strikeouts. In four June starts this season, Fulmer is 1-2 
with a 3.16 ERA (25.2IP/9ER) and 23 strikeouts.

TURNING IT AROUND: Michael Fulmer has allowed three runs-or-less in each of his last three 
starts. AŌ er posƟ ng a 6.89 ERA (31.1IP/24ER) in six starts from May 7-June 3, Fulmer has a 2.29 ERA 
(19.2IP/5ER) with 20 strikeouts over his last three starts.

LEFT VS. RIGHT: Fulmer has limited righthanded hiƩ ers to a .237 (179x755) baƫ  ng average in his career, while leŌ ies have hit .240 (186x775) against him. In 15 starts 
this season, righƟ es are hiƫ  ng .261 (36x138), while leŌ handed baƩ ers are hiƫ  ng .232 (43x185).

AMONG THE BEST SINCE HIS DEBUT: Fulmer has been among the best pitchers in the American League since making his debut on April 29, 2016. Among acƟ ve American 
League pitchers with at least 400.0 innings pitched since April 29, 2016, Fulmer ranks sixth with a 3.60 ERA, trailing only Corey Kluber (2.57 ERA), JusƟ n Verlander (2.76 
ERA), Chris Sale (3.11 ERA), J.A. Happ (3.46 ERA) and Carlos Carrasco (3.55 ERA). 

ALL-STAR SELECTION: Fulmer was selected to the American League All-Star Team for the fi rst Ɵ me in his career last season. He was one of four pitchers selected to the 
roster by MLB. Fulmer was not on the acƟ ve roster for the American League since he pitched on the Sunday prior to the All-Star break.

2016 AL ROOKIE OF THE YEAR: Fulmer earned American League Rookie of the Year honors from the BBWAA in 2016, becoming the fi Ō h player in franchise history to earn 
the honor and the fi rst since JusƟ n Verlander in 2006. Among AL pitchers with at least 150.0 innings pitched, Fulmer ranked third with a 3.06 ERA, while he was seventh 
with a .231 (136x590) opponents baƫ  ng average and a 1.12 WHIP. Fulmer also posted 132 strikeouts, which were the second most by a rookie pitcher in Tigers history, 
trailing only Les Cain, who struck out 156 baƩ ers as a rookie in 1970. Along with being named AL Rookie of the Year by the BBWAA, Fulmer was named the American 
League Rookie of the Year by The Spor  ng News and the American League Outstanding Rookie in the Players Choice Award balloƟ ng.

SCORELESS STREAK ENDS AT 33.1 INNINGS: Fulmer posted an impressive scoreless innings streak of 33.1 innings during his rookie season in 2016. The streak, which was 
the longest by a Tigers pitcher since at least 1913, was snapped on June 17, 2016 at Kansas City when Salvador Perez hit a two-out solo home run in the sixth inning. 
According to the Elias Sports Bureau, the streak was the second longest by a rookie starƟ ng pitcher since 1971, trailing only a streak of 35.0 scoreless innings by Fernando 
Valenzuela during the 1981 season.

COMPLETE GAME SHUTOUT: Fulmer threw the fi rst complete game and shutout of his career on August 14, 2016 at Texas, scaƩ ering four hits and striking out nine. 
Fulmer became the fi rst Tigers rookie pitcher to throw a shutout since JusƟ n Verlander on May 22, 2006 at Kansas City.

ONE RUN-OR-FEWER IN EIGHT STRAIGHT STARTS: Fulmer allowed one run-or-fewer in eight straight starts from May 21-July 1, 2016, becoming one of only six pitchers 
since 1913 to have eight straight starts with one-or-fewer runs allowed, joining Bob Gibson (11 straight starts, June 6-July 30, 1968), Josh Johnson (8 straight starts, May 
13-June 20, 2010), Derek Lowe (8 straight starts, August 31, 2008-April 10, 2009), Johan Santana (8 straight starts, August 23-September 29, 2004) and J.R. Richard (8 
straight starts, August 3-September 6, 1979). Fulmer threw at least 6.0 shutout innings and allowed three-or-fewer hits in four straight starts from May 27-June 12, 2016. 
According to the Elias Sports Bureau, since 1893, when the mound was moved to 60 feet, 6 inches away from the plate, Fulmer and Jake Arrieta are the only two pitchers 
to record four consecuƟ ve starts of 6.0-or-more shutout innings and three-or-fewer hits allowed. Arrieta’s streak occurred from September 22, 2015 to April 4, 2016.

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES: Fulmer was acquired by the Tigers along with Luis Cessa from the New York Mets in exchange for Yoenis Céspedes on July 31, 2015. Fulmer 
was originally selected by the Mets in the fi rst round (44th overall) of the June 2011 MLB draŌ .
