ing hit in the shin by a 108-mph comebacker...was
diagnosed with a shin contusion.

* Struck out 53 batters in 50.1 innings of work...his
53 strikeouts led the Rivercats and ranked tied for
ninth in the PCL at the time of his call up.

* Prior to being called up by San Francisco May 28 he
posted a 4-1 record with a 3.40 ERA (19er, 50.1ip),
53 strikeouts and 11 walks allowed in nine starts for
triple-A Sacramento this season.

*Signed a minor league contract with the Giants on
November 15, 2017...was invited to Major League
camp as a non-roster invitee.

*|s the son of former Major League catcher and Hall
of Famer, Ilvan Rodriguez...his dad has traveled to
watch him pitch against the Nationals in Washington,
the Marlins in Miami and against the Cardinals in San
Francisco.
