WINS AND LOSSES: The Rangers lost to the A’s last night,
6-5, and club has a 1-5 record on this 2nd ‘half’ opening
7-day, 7-game homestand against CLE (1-2) and OAK (0-
3)...Texas has not posted one-or-zero wins in a homestand
of 7+ G since 7/3-12/15 (1-7), seeking to avoid that result with
a win tonight...team has dropped 3 straight, 7 of 8, 10 of 12,
and 13 of 15...at 4-15 (.211), Texas has the lowest win pct.
and fewest wins in MLB this month...TEX has won 7-or-fewer
games in July just once in team history (6-20 in 2014)...sea-
son high for losses in a month was 10-17 mark in April...the
4 wins this month have come against DET (2), BAL (1), and
CLE (1), and 2 of the 4 wins have been SHO...team still has
a 15-17 record beginning 6/16.

» At 42-61 (.408), Rangers have 4th-lowest win pct. in A.L.
and 5th-lowest in MLB to BAL, KC, CWS, and SD...the 42
wins are the fewest for Texas after 103 games since 2014
(41-62) and 2nd fewest in last 16 seasons (beg. 2004).

* Texas has been under the .500 mark since a season best
1-1 on 3/30...team is season-high 19 games under .500 for
the 1st time...this is just 9th season in TEX history to be 19+
under as early as 7/25 (last 2014, 38-57 on 7/13)...club lost
a season high 7 straight games from 6/7-15 and directly fol-
lowed that with a 2018 best 7 consecutive wins from 6/16-23.

SERIES STUFF: Texas has lost 4 consecutive series after
dropping the 1st 3 G vs. OAK, and team is 0-5-1 in last 6
series after having won a season-best 5 consecutive series
from 6/15-7/1...need a win tonight to avoid going winless in
a series for a 6th time...the current 5: 4/9-11 vs. LAA (3), 6/7-
10 vs. HOU (4), 6/12-13 at LAD (2), 7/3-4 vs. HOU (2), and
7/9-11 at BOS (3).

IN THE STANDINGS: Texas is a season-high 24.5 GB of
division-leading HOU for a 2nd straight day...Tuesday was
the 2nd-earliest date ever for Rangers to have a 24.5-game
deficit (6/5 in 2001) and just the 10th season overall in club
history to reach a deficit so large...club has gained ground on
just 2 total days in July (once on an off day)...only other sea-
son with a 24+ game deficit in last 16 seasons (beg. 2004)
was 2014...club has lost 8.0 games in the standings over
the last 22 days...current deficit is 2nd-largest in the majors
(BAL: -41.5 GB)...club has been in 5th place in the A.L. West
for the last 107 days and in either 4th or 5th place for 117 of
118 days (T2nd following win on 3/30).

AT HOME: Texas is 20-33 (.377) in Arlington this season,
3rd-lowest home win pct. in A.L. and MLB to KC (.288, 15-
37) and BAL (.333, 17-34)...team has lost 3 straight and is
1-8 in 9 home games in July, a span which was preceded by
a 6-1 stretch in Arlington from 6/16-6/30...team is 7-9 in last
16 at home, this after a 5-G losing skid from 6/7-15, and are
13-16 in last 29 G after opening year at 5-15...overall 20-33
record matches slowest 53-G start at home in TEX history
(also 2014)...team was 21-33 after 54 G in 2014.

THE SWINGIN’ A’S: The Rangers are 5-8 vs. OAK in ‘18,
losing 3 straight to the Athletics...TEX 4-5 in last 9 G vs. A's
and has gone 23-23 vs. OAK beginning 6/14/16...Rangers
have lost season series vs. A's in 4 of last 6 seasons, and
would need to go 5-2 in final 7 meetings to forge a tie in
the 2018 series...Rangers are 3-5 vs. A's at home in ‘18, but
have won 14 of last 24 meetings in Arlington...Texas leads
all-time series 366-359, and holds leads of 194-171 in Arling-
ton and 106-104 at Globe Life Park...final 2 series will be at
the Coliseum (8/20-22 and 9/7-9).

SETTING FORTH: The Rangers will fly to Houston after to-
night's game and begin a 5-day, 5-game road trip on Friday
night at Minute Maid Park against the Astros... TEX is 4-12 in
the 2018 Silver Boot Series Presented by The Texas Lottery
entering final meetings of the year...team has lost 8 straight,
longest slide ever vs. HOU, but has a 3-3 record at MMP in
2018.

COLON STILL SEEKING MILESTONE WIN: Bartolo Colon
enters tonight with 245 career wins, tied with Nicaragua’'s
Dennis Martinez for most in MLB history by a native of Latin
America...he will be making a 4th attempt at win no. 246,
as he has taken losses in 3 consecutive outings, with Texas
scoring a total of 6 runs in those 3 contests...Colon went 28-
15, 2.99 over 54 starts with OAK in 2012-13, and he was an
All-Star with the A's at age 40 in 2013.

CHIRINOS’ BLAST: Robinson Chirinos hit a 3-R HR in the
2nd inning last night, accounting for 3 of the Rangers’ 5 runs
in an eventual loss...last night was Chirinos’ team-high 7th
game with 3+ RBI this season, T10th-most in the A.L. and
the 2nd-highest total for any MLB catcher to only NYY’s Gary
Sanchez (8)...the last TEX catcher to have at least 7 games
of 3+ RBI in a season (only games at C) was Hall of Famer
Ivan Rodriguez (8 in 2000).

» 41 of Chirinos’ 42 RBI this season have come at catcher,
the 5th-highest total in the majors to only TB’s Wilson Ramos
(51), LAD’s Yasmani Grandal (49), STL’s Yadier Molina (44),
and MIA's J.T. Realmuto (44)...3 of the 4 players ahead of
Chirinos on this list were All-Stars (Ramos/Molina/Realmuto).

SEVEN ON SEVEN: Elvis Andrus and Rougned Odor both
carry 7-G hit streaks (dating to 7/15) entering tonight’s
homestand finale...mark just the 7th and 8th hit streaks of
7+ G by Texas batters this season, and this is the 1st time
multiple Rangers have had active 7+ G hit streaks at the
same time in 2018...Andrus (.385/.433/.692/1.126 in streak)
had a season-high 9-G hit streak from 6/25-7/5...0dor
(.444/.484/.630/1.114 in streak) has had just 3 hit streaks
longer than 7 G in his career, including a career-best 10-G
run from 6/28-7/8/17.

TOUGH SLATE: The Rangers’ 4 post-break series to fin-
ish out July are against 2 division leaders (CLE/HOU) and
2 teams within 1.5 games of a Wild Card spot (OAK/ARI)...
in fact, 7 of the Rangers’ 1st 8 series after the break come
against teams within 1.5 G of a playoff spot, the lone excep-
tion a 4-G set vs. BAL when club returns home on 8/2.

LATE LOSSES: Texas had a 5-1 lead after 6 innings last
night and held a one-run lead through 8 frames...it marked
the club’s 2nd straight loss when both leading by 4+ runs
at some point as well as holding a lead after 8...according
to Elias Sports Bureau, it was the 1st time for TEX to lose
consecutive games when leading in the 9th-or-later since
4/16/00 at CLE and 4/17/00 vs. NYY, when John Wetteland
endured blown saves in back-to-back contests...Elias Sports
Bureau notes that the Rangers last lost consecutive games
when holding a 4+ run lead at some point in each contest
on 7/8-9/10 vs. BAL, a pair of games which opened an 0-4
series against the O’s prior to the AS break.

LECLERC STREAK ENDS: By allowing the HR to Khris
Davis in the 9th last night, José Leclerc’s homerless streak
ended at 46.1 IP/49 G dating to a HR by George Springer on
8/11/17 vs. HOU...Leclerc did not allow a HR in his 1st 37
G/35.2 IP in 2018.

* Prior to Khris Davis’ HR last night, the last TEX opponent
to hit a GA HR in the 9th while trailing and down to club’s
final strike was also Davis, who hit a walk-off grand slam on
5/17/16 at the Coliseum off Shawn Tolleson.

SHORTS: TEX batters have hit HR in 7 straight games,
T2nd-longest span by club in ‘18 (13 G, 4/27-5/9)...Rougned
Odor is tied for MLB lead in steals since AS break (4 - also
Mike Trout)...last night's effort by Martin Pérez was 22nd
time in ‘18 for a TEX starter to not record a win in a quality
start, T6th-most in A.L. and T8th-most in MLB...starters have
not earned wins in 22 of team’s 37 QS (59.5%)...staff has
allowed 15 HR in 6 G since the break, including 10 HR in the
1st 3 G of this series vs. OAK.

TONIGHT: The 45-year-old right-hander is scheduled to make his 21st appearance
and 19th start of the season tonight in the finale of this 4-game set with the Athlet-
ics...enters tonight with 245 career wins, tied with Nicaragua’s Dennis Martinez for
most in MLB history by a native of Latin America...will be making a 4th attempt at
win no. 246, as he has gone 0-3, 5.30 (11 ER/18.2 IP) in his last 3 outings, with TEX
scoring 6 total runs in those 3 games...has gone 3-6, 6.22 (38 ER/55.0 IP) last 10 G/
GS to raise season ERA from 3.51 to 4.85...is already the career leader for wins by
a native of the Dominican Republic (previously 243 by Juan Marichal)...last started
and took the loss in a 16-3 Rangers setback on Sat. vs. Cleveland...ranks among
A.L. leaders in BB/9 (2nd, 1.46) and pitches per inning (3rd, 14.9)...has permitted
22 HR, 4th-most in A.L...was selected Rangers March/April Player of the Month by
broadcasters and writers that cover the team on a regular basis, this after going
1-0, 2.87 (10 ER/31.1 IP) in 6 G/4 GS in April...took perfect game bid into 8th inning
on ESPN Sunday Night Baseball, 4/15 at HOU...has won games with 11 different
teams, tied for most all-time (also LaTroy Hawkins, Edwin Jackson, Mike Morgan,
Ron Villone)...Colon is the oldest MLB player since Omar Vizquel's final game on
10/3/12 (age 45.162)...joins teammate Adrian Beltré (21 seasons) as the only active
MLB players to have appeared in 20+ seasons...Rangers are 8-10 in his 18 starts.

AMONG THE GREATS: Earned career win no. 245 in start on 6/30 vs. CWS, tying
Nicaragua’s Dennis Martinez (245) for most in MLB history by a native of Latin Amer-
ica...Colon is already all-time wins leader for a native of the Dominican Republic
(formerly 243 by Hall of Famer Juan Marichal)...Colon leads all actives with 245
wins and 3425.2 IP (Sabathia is 2nd w/ 243 wins/3417.0 IP).

LAST START: Last started and took the loss in a 16-3 Rangers’ defeat on Sat. vs.
Cleveland (4.2 IP, 8 H, 5 R-ER, 1 BB, 2 SO, 0 HR, 73 pitches/46 strikes)...matched
up with Carlos Carrasco, who held Texas scoreless over the 1st 6 innings...had
allowed just 2 hits through his first 4 frames. but permitted 4 runs and 6 hits in the
5th inning before exiting the contest...was charged with a run on inherited runner af-
ter Yonder Alonso’s 2-run homer off Austin Bibens-Dirkx...has received one-or-zero
runs of support in 3 straight starts.
