(11-8) will start today for the Astros with a chance to
claim his 200th career victory, while the A's will counter
with LHP Sean Manaea (11-8).

QUEST FOR 200: RHP Justin Verlander enters today
with 199 career victories and is seeking to become
the 114th pitcher in MLB history to reach 200 wins...
only two active pitchers have reached 200 wins: RHP
Bartolo Colon (247) and LHP CC Sabathia (244).

JET SETTER: RHP Justin Verlander has been dom-
inant in road games this season, as his 1.74 ERA
(14ER/72.11P) on the road leads the Majors...in 11 road
starts this year, the 2018 All-Star has gone 9-2 with
88 strikeouts and a .195 opponent batting average.

ROAD WARRIORS: The Astros have gone 41-20 (.672) on
the road this season, which is the second-best record
in baseball behind the Red Sox (44-21, .677)...the
Astros lead the Majors in road ERA (2.78) and rank
second in road OPS (.783) behind Oakland (.804).

GOING BACK T0 CALI: The Astros have been at their best
in the state of California this season, as they have
gone 14-5 (.737) in 19 games in The Golden State...
this includes games against the A's (6-2), Angels (4-2),
Dodgers (2-1) and Giants (2-0).

PUNCHING TICKETS: RHP Justin Verlander (217K) and
RHP Gerrit Cole (219K) are the first pair of Astros
teammates to reach 200 strikeouts in the same season
since RHP Roger Clemens (218K) and RHP Roy
Oswalt (206K) in 2004...their combined strikeout total
ranks among the best duos in franchise history.
