TODAY'S TILT...the Mariners conclude their penultimate road trip of the season — a 10-day, 9-game,
3-city trip — with the final of 4 games at the Oakland Athletics (2-1)...the Mariners opened the road trip
taking 2 of 3 games vs. the Arizona Diamondbacks at Chase Field and fell 0-2 in a brief 2-game series vs.
the San Diego Padres...following this series, will return to Safeco Field on tomorrow for a 10-day, 8-game
homestand against Baltimore (3 G), New York-AL (3 G) and San Diego (2 G)...today's game will be televised
on ROOT SPORTS NW and broadcast live on 710 ESPN Seattle and the Mariners Radio Network.

ODDS AND ENDS...Mariners have won 11 of their last 21 and 13 of their last 25 games...are 21-29 (7/4-current)
since winning a season-high 8 straight games (6/25-7/3)...the Mariners have won 36 of their last 72 games, 43 of
their last 81, 47 of their last 87 and 54 of their last 97...Seattle is 62-49 in its last 111 games, 67-52 over its last 119
games...Seattle is 23-23 during the day and 53-37 at night...Seattle is 38-28 at Safeco Field, 38-32 on the road.

¢ Close Games - the Mariners are 49-22 (.690) this season in games decided by 1 or 2 runs, the highest
winning percentage in the Majors...the Mariners are 33-18 (.647) in 1-run games (most 1-run wins in MLB)
and 16-4 (.800) in games decided by exactly 2 runs (best 2-run winning percentage in MLB).

e Four Score - the Mariners are 55-18 when scoring 4-or-more runs, but are 21-42 when scoring 3-or-fewer runs.

e Get Through 8 - the Mariners are 1 of 2 Major League clubs with a 1.000 winning percentage (65-0) when
leading after 8 innings this season, joining Oakland (66-0).

¢ 18 - the Mariners pitchers (Paxton-10, Bradford-1, Colomé-2, Diaz-4) combined to strikeout 18 batters at Oakland
on Sept. 1...the 18 strikeouts are T7th-most in club history and most since striking out 19 on June 15, 2016 vs. TB.

¢ 1,000 RBI - Nelson Cruz (295) is 5 doubles away from 300 in his career...Cruz (997) is also 3 RBI away from
1,000 in his career...he will become the 12th active Major League player with at least 1,000 RBI.

e Heating Up - Dee Gordon has an active 7-game hitting streak, batting .333 (9x27) with 2 runs scored, 2
doubles, 2 RBI and 2 stolen bases.

e Milestone - Kyle Seager (534) trails Raul Ibafiez (540) by 6 for 8th-most runs scored in club history.

e Heating Up - Dating back to Aug. 11, Ryon Healy is batting .382 (21x55) with 7 runs score, 2 doubles, 3
home runs, 10 RBI and 2 walks in 15 games...during this stretch his .382 average ranks 5th in the Majors
(min. 50 AB)...teammate Jean Segura leads the Majors during this time frame with a .439 (25x57) average.

¢ On the Road - the Mariners are 38-32 this season on the road, the T5th-highest winning percentage in club histo-
ry...Seattle has finished .500 or bettter on the road 8x in club history: 2001 (59-72/.728), 2014 (46-35/.568), 2002
(45-36/.556), 1997 (45-36/.556), 2000 (44-37/.543), 2003 (43-38/.531), 1996 (42-38/.525) and 2016 (42-39/.519).

MAKING HIMSELF AT HOME...in 27 career appearances, 26 starts at the Oakland Coliseum, Félix
Hernandez is 13-5 with a 2.81 ERA (57 ER, 182.2 IP) with 135 strikeouts and 42 walks...19 of his 26 career
starts at the Coliseum have been quality starts...his 13 wins in Oakland are the most of any visiting pitcher,
ranking ahead of Tommy John (12) and Mike Flanagan (11)...Félix’s 19 quality starts at the Oakland Coliseum
are 2nd-most all-time by a visiting pitcher, behind Frank Tanana (20)...(stats do not include Félix’s “road”
start vs. Oakland in Tokyo, Japan in 2012).

RISP...the Mariners tied their season high with 6 hits with runners in scoring position last night, going 6-for-
15 (.400) with 1 double, 2 RBI and 2 HBP...dating back to Aug. 8, the Mariners are batting .292 (50x171) with
8 doubles, 1 triple, 4 home runs, 63 RBI, 6 HBP and 17 walks with RISP...during this stretch the Mariners
.292 batting average with RISP rank 4th in the American League, trailing only Boston (.351/67x191), Houston
(-312/48x154) and Kansas City (.293/46x157).

WE'RE_GOING STREAKING...Mitch Haniger currently has a season-high 13-game hitting streak
(8/18-current), batting .321 (18x56) with 11 runs scored, 3 doubles, 4 home runs, 6 RBI, 2 HBP and 6 walks...
his active 13-game hitting streak is currently the longest in the Major Leagues and also the longest hitting
streak by a Mariners player this season...Haniger's 13-game hitting streak is also tied for the longest in his
career (also: April 6-19, 2017)...dating back to July 31, Haniger has hit safely in 26 of his last 30 games,
including 12 multi-hit contest, batting .339 (43x127) with 20 runs scored, 13 doubles, 5 home runs, 16 RBI,
2 HBP and 9 walks...during this stretch he leads the American League with 43 hits, while also ranking T1st
in doubles (13), T3rd in extra-base hits (18), 5th in average (.339), T8th in on-base percentage (.388), 10th in
OPS (.948), T10th in runs scored (20) and 11th in slugging percentage (.559).

JEAN, JEAN, THE HITTING MACHINE...dating back to Aug. 5, Jean Segura has hit safely in 14 of his last
19 games, including 11 multi-hit contests, batting .392 (31x79) with 9 runs scored 2 doubles, 1 triple, 1 home
run, 9 RBI, 2 HBP, 4 walks and 5 stolen bases...during this stretch his .373 average is the 2nd-highest in the
Major Leagues, trailing only Justin Turner-LAD (.424/39x92), while ranking ahead of J.D. Martinez (.376/35x93).

ROAD WARRIOR...Jean Segura is batting .342 (89x260) with 47 runs, 16 doubles, 2 triples, 3 home runs, 30
RBI, 4 HBP, 17 walks and 13 stolen bases in 62 games on the road this season...he leads the American League
with 89 hits on the road, while also ranking 2nd in average (.342), T4th in runs scored (47), T4th in stolen bases
(13) and 5th in on-base percentage (.390)...Segura's .342 road batting average is currently the 7th-highest in
franchise history and highest since Ichiro's franchise high .405 average (145x358) in 2004.

THE DIAZ REPORT...in 65 games this season, Edwin Diaz is 51-for-55 (92.7%) in save opportunities with a
1.93 ERA (14 ER, 65.1 IP) with 112 strikeouts and 16 walks...here are some notes on Diaz's standout season:
