2015).

SEASON DEBUT: Did not factor in decision in season debut on March 31 at Oakland...Carried a shutout into
the sixth inning before yielding three runs in the 6t frame...Was placed on DL following the start.

REHAB START: Made one rehab appearance with Adv.-A Inland Empire on Wednesday vs. Lake Elsinore and
pitched 4+ no-hit innings, allowing one run (unearned) with two walks and six strikeouts.
