ABOUT THE A’S: Have won four straight and five of the last six games after 
being swept by Seattle in a two-game series in Tokyo to start the season…
have started the season 5-3 for the first time since 2014 (won game nine 
in 2014)…this is the A’s 52nd season in Oakland where they have won 16 
American League West titles, three AL Wild Cards, six AL pennants and four 
World Championships…only the New York Yankees (18), Atlanta Braves (18) 
and Los Angeles Dodgers (17) have more division titles than the A’s…since 
the A’s moved to Oakland in 1968, only the Yankees (11), Cardinals (8) and 
Dodgers (7) have more league championships and only the Yankees have 
more world championships (7)…have a 4216-3915 (.519) record over the pre-
vious 51 seasons in Oakland…only four teams have won more games over 
that span (New York Yankees, Boston, Los Angeles Dodgers, St. Louis)…this 
is the Athletics franchise 119th season in the American League…since 1901, 
the A’s have 16 AL West titles plus 15 AL pennants and nine World Cham-
pionships…only the Yankees (27) and Cardinals (11) have won more World 
Championships.

STARTING PITCHING: A’s starting pitchers have allowed just one run over the 
last six games and have a 0.25 ERA (36.0 ip) and .134 (16-for-119) opponents 
batting average over that span…prior to this year, the fewest runs allowed 
by Oakland starting pitchers over a six-game stretch was three from July 23-
28, 1976...since 1913, the fewest by an Athletics team was two (Sept. 10-16, 
1966)…have tossed exactly six innings in each of the six games and have 
yielded five hits or fewer each time…starters have a 1.84 ERA (9 er in 44.0 ip) 
for the season, which is third lowest in the majors…have a .164 (25-for-152) 
opponents batting average, which is second lowest…starters had a 25.0-in-
ning scoreless streak snapped in the sixth inning on Sunday and currently 
have a 12.0-inning scoreless streak.

PITCHING: The A’s have tossed back-to-back shutouts and now have a 
21.0-inning scoreless streak…have three shutouts for the season, which are 
the most in the majors and match the most by an A’s team over the first 
eight games of the season (1953, 1971, 2015)…have allowed one earned run 
or fewer in each of the last four games (2 er in 36.0 ip, 0.50 ERA), which is the 
longest such streak by an A’s team since July 6-12, 2001…have surrendered 
just one home run in six games on the homestand (64.0 ip) after yielding 
four in two games against Seattle in Tokyo (21.0 ip).

THE LONG BALL: The A’s defeated Boston last night 1-0 on a first inning home 
run by Matt Chapman…according to the Elias Sports Bureau, it was the first 
time in Athletics (since 1901) history the A’s won a 1-0 game on a first inning 
home run…it was the 15th time in Oakland history the A’s won a 1-0 game 
with a home run in any inning (last: Sept. 23, 2017, Khris Davis vs. Texas)…
have homered in each of the six games on the homestand (10 home runs 
total) and now have 13 home runs for the season, which is second most in 
the American League to Seattle (17).

HOME AND AWAY: The A’s are 5-1 on this eight-game homestand against Los 
Angeles-AL (3-1) and Boston (2-0)…leave following the game tomorrow for 
their longest trip of the season, a 10-game jaunt to Houston (three games), 
Baltimore (four games) and Texas (three games)…last year, the A’s went 50-
31 (.617) at home compared to 47-34 (.580) on the road…had the fourth best 
home record in the American League but tied for the third best road record in 
the majors…it was the sixth best road record in Oakland history.

THIS AND THAT: The A’s are 5-1 in this stretch that began last Thursday where 
they are scheduled to play 18 games in 18 days from March 28 to April 14…
that is the A’s longest stretch of the season without a day off…have used five 
different first basemen this year (Canha, Morales, Olson, Pinder, Profar) after 
using just three all last year (Canha, Olson, Pinder)…completed the month of 
March with a 3-3 record…this is the fifth time in franchise history the club 
played a game in March, the first time they played more than three.

ROSTER NOTES: The average age on the A’s Opening Day roster was 29.48 
years, which was the oldest A’s Opening Day roster since 2004 (30.16)…fol-
lowing the roster moves last Wednesday and Thursday, the average age is 
now 30.20…Fernando Rodney was the oldest at 42 years and 2 days and he is 
the oldest player on an Opening Day roster in Oakland history…there are six 
players on the roster new to the A’s organization, which includes four who 
were signed as free agents (Estrada, Grossman, Hundley, Soria) and two who 
were acquired in trades (Morales, Profar)…Hundley is the first non-roster in-
vitee to make the A’s Opening Day roster since Sam Fuld in 2014…only four 
players have played for Oakland in each of the last five seasons (Canha, Dull, 

Phegley, Semien) and of those four, only Semien has been on each of the A’s 
last five Opening Day rosters…the A’s have no rookies on the Opening Day 
roster for the second consecutive season and third time in the last six years 
(also 2014).

THE INJURED LIST: The A’s began the season with five players on the injured 
list for the fourth consecutive season (Cotton, Gossett, Herrmann, Manaea, 
Martini) and added two more last Wednesday (Bassitt, Olson) to bring the 
total to seven…four of those players are on the 60-day IL (Cotton, Gossett, 
Herrmann, Manaea)…Oakland used the disabled list 26 times last year, 
which was second most in Oakland history to the record of 27 set in 2016…
it marked the fourth consecutive season and eighth time in the last 12 years 
the A’s have used the IL at least 20 times…have had at least four players on 
the IL every day since Aug. 24, 2015, at least three every day since July 30, 
2011 and have not had fewer than two players on the IL since the end of the 
2006 season when they had just one.

DURING THE SPRING: The A’s went 14-8 (.636) this spring, which was the best 
record in the majors…it marked the first time Oakland finished Spring Train-
ing with a winning record since going 22-11-2 in 2015…the .636 winning 
percentage was the seventh best mark in Oakland history and the best since 
2015…the 22 games played were the A’s fewest during the spring since 1980 
when they had 20…had a .248 batting average and .320 on-base percent-
age, both of which were the lowest marks by an A’s team during the spring 
since 1991 (the earliest year spring stats are available)…had the second low-
est batting average among Cactus League teams, the fourth lowest on-base 
percentage and the fifth lowest OPS (.749)…the pitching staff had the third 
highest opponents batting average (.276) and the sixth highest ERA (5.26).

A’s vs. RED SOX: The A’s have shutout the Red Sox in each of the first two 
games of the season series…it marks just the second time over the last 88 
years the A’s have shutout Boston in back-to-back games...the other time 
was Aug. 30-31, 1996 (Telgheder/Groom and Adams)…won the season se-
ries last year 4-2 after going 4-3 in 2017, which marks the first time Oakland 
has won back-to-back season series against the Red Sox since 1987-88 (8-4 
and 9-3)…went 2-1 in Oakland last year and 2-1 in Boston…are now 10-5 
(.667) against the Red Sox over the last three years, which matches the best 
record by any team against Boston (Milwaukee, 2-1)…have won eight of the 
last 10 games in the Coliseum but have lost nine of the last 12 at Fenway…
are 246-296 against Boston since moving to Oakland in 1968…that includes 
149-122 in Oakland, 96-173 in Boston and 1-1 in Tokyo…all-time, the A’s are 
888-1077 against the Red Sox.

TODAY’S TIDBITS

Matt Chapman has homered in each of his last two games, driven in a 
run in his last three, hit safely in his last six and reached base safely in all 
eight…Khris Davis is tied for the Major League lead with five home runs…
the five home runs match the most in Athletics history over the first eight 
games of the season (fifth time, last: Chavez in 2006)…Ramón Laureano 
has an assist in each of the last two games…he now has 11 assists in 55 
games in the outfield dating back to his Major League debut last year on 
Aug. 3, which is more than twice as many as any other ML outfielder over 
that span (Parra, 5)…Blake Treinen has not allowed a run in his first five 
games and now has a streak of 24.0 consecutive innings without allow-
ing an earned run dating back to Aug. 23, 2018…he has a streak of 25.0 
consecutive scoreless innings at home.

THIS DATE IN ATHLETICS HISTORY

In 1984 the A’s trail 5-2 entering the bottom of the ninth on opening night 
against Milwaukee but score four times to defeat the Brewers 6-5…Davey 
Lopes starts the comeback with a leadoff home run and the other three 
runs score on a sacrifice fly, a fielder’s choice and an error…in 1987 the A’s 
acquire Dennis Eckersley from the Chicago Cubs…the future Hall of Famer 
would move into the closers role later that year and would go on to save 
a franchise record 320 games for the A’s…in 2000 Jason Giambi becomes 
the first player in Oakland history to hit two home runs on Opening Day 
and the A’s hit four home runs total but lose to Detroit, 7-4…in 2017 Khris 
Davis becomes the second player in Oakland history to hit two home runs 
on Opening Day…he also singles and ties an Oakland Opening Day record 
with nine total bases.

FOR OPENERS: Is scheduled to make his third start of the season…tossed six 
shutout innings in his last start after allowing three runs in 5.0 innings in his 
first start…had a no decision in each start, both A’s losses…begins his 12th 
season in the majors and is with his fourth team…has pitched for Wash-
ington (2008-09), Milwaukee (2010-14), Toronto (2015-18) and Oakland 
(2019)…is on his seventh Opening Day roster (2012-15, 17-19)…was signed 
by the A’s as a free agent on Jan. 25, 2019.

LEFT AND RIGHT: Left-handed hitters are 0-for-19 with a walk off him over 
the first two games…right-handers are 7-for-21 (.333)…has four strikeouts, 
all against left-handers…last year, his opponents batting average included 
a mark of .231 (56-for-242) against left-handed hitters compared to .306 
(99-for-324) against right-handers…his career splits are .217 (487-for-2246) 
against lefties, .255 (622-for-2440) against righties.

FIVE-GAME LOSING STREAK: Lost each of his final five decisions of 2018 and 
is now 0-5 with a 7.12 ERA (29 er in 36.2 ip) and .294 (45-for-153) opponents 
batting average over his last nine starts…has surrendered 10 home runs and 
has received just eight runs of support (1.96 RSA)…the losing streak matches 
his career high…it is the fifth five-game losing streak of his career…his last 
win came on Aug. 20, 2018 against Baltimore.

FIRST START: He had a no decision in the A’s 5-4, 12-inning loss to Seattle in 
Tokyo on March 21…allowed a two-run home run to Healy in the second and 
a solo home run to Haniger in the third…Oakland scored twice in the fifth to 
narrow the gap to 3-2 and he was relieved by Petit to start the sixth inning…
the A’s tied the game in the seventh to get him off the hook.

LAST START: He had his second consecutive no decision in the A’s 6-2 loss to 
Los Angeles (AL) on Friday in Oakland…shutout the Angels on two hits and 
two walks in six innings and the A’s scored twice in the bottom of the sixth to 
give him a 2-0 lead…Soria then allowed four runs in the eighth inning, with 
Buchter being charged with the blown save, and Rodney surrendered two 
more runs in the ninth.

2018 RECAP: Went 7-14 with a 5.64 ERA in 28 starts with Toronto…the losses 
were a career high and tied for fifth most in the American League…his ERA 
was his highest in a season with 13 or more innings pitched as were his .274 
opponents batting average, .331 on-base percentage, .521 slugging per-
centage and .852 OPS…struck out 103 in 143.2 innings for a career-low 6.45 
strikeouts per nine innings…walked 50 and his 2.06 strikeout-to-walk ratio 
was his lowest since walking five and striking out 10 in his debut in 2008…
the Blue Jays were 5-2 in his no decisions and had a 12-16 (.429) record in his 
starting assignments.

2018 LEAGUE LEADERS: Led the majors by allowing a career-high tying 49 
doubles and ranked second with 80 extra base hits (Bundy, BAL with 84)…
based on a minimum of 140 innings pitched, he had the third highest ERA 
and opponents slugging percentage in the AL and the fourth highest OPS…
also tied for fifth in the AL in sacrifice flies (7), ranked sixth in home runs (29), 
tied for seventh in earned runs (90) and tied for eighth in lowest winning 
percentage (.333).

2018 OPPONENTS BATTING: His opponents batting average included a mark 
of .231 (56-for-242) against left-handed hitters compared to .306 (99-for-
324) against right-handers…yielded a .311 average with runners in scoring 
position…had a .252 opponents batting average the first two times through 
the lineup, .349 after that…held the number one hitter in the batting order 
to a .159 average but the three-hitter batted .417.

2018 SPLITS: Was 4-7 with a 4.72 ERA in 17 starts before the All-Star Break…
then went 3-7 with a 7.17 ERA in 11 starts after the break…posted a mark of 
4-4 and a 4.55 ERA in 11 starts on four days rest…was 3-10 with a 6.40 ERA 
in his other 17 starts…was 2-3 with a 4.40 ERA in eight starts during the day, 
5-11 with a 6.17 ERA in 20 starts at night…compiled a 2-5 record and a 4.43 
ERA in eight starts against AL West competition, 5-9 with a 6.18 ERA in 20 
starts against all other teams…was 1-2 with an 8.78 ERA in four interleague 
starts.

2018 HIGHLIGHTS: Tossed a season-high 7.0 innings and allowed three runs 
in his first start March 31 against New York (AL) but had a no decision in 
the Blue Jays 5-3 win…recorded his 1,000th career strikeout when he fanned 
Mitch Moreland to begin the second inning on April 26 against Boston…took 
the loss that day to begin a career-high tying five-game losing streak that 
spanned seven starts through May 29 (5.89 ERA, .311 opponents batting 
average)…was 2-2 despite a 6.75 ERA and .317 opponents batting average 
in four starts in April…then went 0-4 with a 5.40 ERA and .300 opponents 
average in six starts in May…his May losses tied for the most in the majors…
walked a season-high four batters May 6 at Tampa Bay but tossed 6.0 score-
less innings…struck out Matt Duffy to end the first inning to become the 
20th pitcher in Blue Jays with 500 career strikeouts…struck out a season-
high nine in a 13-3 win over Baltimore on June 10…combined with three 
other pitchers on a three-hit shutout in a 2-0 win over Washington on June

LHP Brett Anderson (1-0, 0.00 ERA): Is scheduled to make his second start of 
the season…was the winning pitcher in his first start, a 4-2 A’s win over Los 
Angeles (AL) last Saturday in Oakland (6.0 ip, 3 h, 2 bb, 4 so)…now has an

before he was reinstated from the DL July 8…went 3-2 with a 2.90 ERA and .239 opponents bat-
ting average in nine starts before returning to the DL Aug. 28 with a strained left forearm…com-
bined with Petit, Buchter and Pagán on a five-hit shutout in the A’s 6-0 win at Cleveland July 8…it 
was his first win as an Athletic since April 7, 2013…tossed five of the innings, allowed three of the 
hits and walked two…it was the last time he walked more than one batter as he issued one free 
pass or fewer in each of his final 12 starts (5 bb in 60.0 ip, 0.75 walks per nine innings)…struck 
out a season-high six batters in a 15-3 win at Texas July 23…those were his most strikeouts in a 
game since Sept. 15, 2015 vs. Colorado…finished July with a 2-1 record, a 3.98 ERA and .309 op-
ponents average in four…then went 1-1 with a 2.15 ERA and .184 opponents average in five starts 
in August…did not allow a run in three of his August starts and the game went into extra innings 
in two of his three no decisions…walked just two batters in 29.1 innings…logged 7.0 shutout 
innings Aug. 3 against Detroit but had a no decision in the A’s 1-0, 13-inning win…allowed a 
two-run home run to Calhoun in the third inning Aug. 10 at Los Angeles (AL), which was the first 
home run he surrendered to a left-handed hitter since July 28, 2015 at Oakland (Reddick)…had a 
season-high 18.2-inning scoreless streak from Aug. 10 to 27…tossed a season-high 7.2 scoreless 
innings Aug. 15 against Seattle but had a no decision in the A’s 2-0, 12-inning loss…it was his 
longest outing since Oct. 1, 2015 at San Francisco (7.2 ip) and his longest scoreless outing since 
May 26, 2011 at Los Angeles-AL (8.0 ip)…combined with Familia and Trivino on a two-hit shutout 
in the A’s 6-0 win over Texas on Aug. 21 in Oakland…tossed seven of the innings, allowed one of 
the hits and matched his season high with six strikeouts…allowed five runs on seven hits in 2.2 
innings in an 11-4 loss at Houston Aug. 27 before going on the DL a second time…did not have 
a rehab assignment before he was reinstated Sept. 13…went 1-1 with a 6.46 ERA and .318 op-
ponents batting average in four starts following his return…tossed 3.1 innings or fewer in three 
of those starts…combined with Dull, Montas and Brooks on a four-hit shutout in the A’s 10-0 
win over Los Angeles (AL) Sept. 19 in Oakland…tossed 6.2 innings and allowed three of the hits.

NASHVILLE: Went 2-1 with a 2.78 ERA and .248 opponents batting average in seven starts…did 
not allow a home run in 32.1 innings…struck out 36 (10.02 per nine innings) and walked just six 
(1.67 per nine innings) for a strikeout-to-walk ratio of 6.0…his opponents batting average in-
cluded a .223 (21-for-94) mark against right-handed hitters compared to .314 (11-for-35) against 
left-handers…yielded a .156 batting average and just one walk to batters leading off an inning 
(.182 on-base percentage)…opponents hit .182 with the bases empty, .346 with runners on…in-
cluding .333 with runners in scoring position…was 1-1 with a 1.89 ERA in four starts when he was 
selected by Oakland May 2…returned on June 23 for a three-start rehab assignment and went 
1-0 with a 4.05 ERA before he was reinstated from the DL July 8.

2017—Was signed by the Chicago Cubs Jan. 30 and went 2-2 with an 8.18 ERA in six starts be-
fore going on the disabled list May 7 with a strained lower back…missed nearly three months of 
the season and would not pitch for the Cubs again as he was released July 31…signed a minor 
league deal with Toronto Aug. 15 and returned to the majors Aug. 29…went 2-2 with a 5.13 ERA 
in seven starts for the Blue Jays and combined with both clubs for a 4-4 record and a 6.34 ERA in 
13 starts…allowed a .322 opponents batting average, including .298 against right-handed hitters 
compared to .436 against left-handers…surrendered all five of his home runs to righties…yielded 
a .371 batting average with runners in scoring position…opponents hit .345 when leading off 
an inning, but he issued just one walk…went 1-2 with a 15.68 ERA in four starts at Wrigley Field 
and 1-2 with a 7.62 ERA in three starts in Rogers Centre for an 11.19 ERA in seven starts in his 
home ballparks…was 2-0 with a 2.81 ERA in six starts on the road…was 2-0 with a 2.05 ERA in 
four starts during the day, 2-4 with a 9.18 ERA in nine starts at night…was 1-1 with an 8.84 ERA 
in five starts on four days rest, 3-3 with a 5.00 ERA in eight starts on five days rest or more…had 
a 7.04 ERA over the first two innings of his starts, 3.06 after that…opponents were successful in 
6-of-7 (85.7%) stolen base attempts…went 1-for-7 (.143) with a RBI, walk and three strikeouts in 
eight plate appearances with the Cubs…was in the Cubs starting rotation to open the season and 



allowed just one run over his first two starts…struck out a season-high five batters and allowed 
six runs on a season-high eight hits in 3.2 innings on April 18 against Milwaukee, but had a no 
decision in a 9-7 win…walked a career-high six batters April 24 at Pittsburgh, but allowed three 
runs in a season-high 6.0 innings for the win…finished April 2-0 with a 3.54 ERA in four starts…

2016—In his second and final season with the Dodgers, missed a majority of the season due to 
injury…all told, pitched in four games (three starts), allowing 15 runs in 11.1 innings while going 
1-2…in March, underwent arthroscopic surgery to repair a bulging disk in his lower back…began 
the season on the 60-day disabled list…went a combined 0-1 with a 2.25 ERA in three rehab 
starts with Single-A Rancho Cucamonga and Triple-A Oklahoma City before he was reinstated, 
Aug. 14…was placed on the 15-day DL Aug. 23 (retro to Aug. 21) with a blister on his left index 
finger…was reinstated Sept. 22 and pitched in two games (one start), going 1-0 with a 4.91 ERA.

ip, 7 h, 6 r, 6 er, 3 so), a 13-7 decision.

2014—Limited to just eight starts with the Rockies due to a broken left index finger and lower 
back surgery…went 1-3 with a 2.91 ERA…allowed only one home run in 43.1 innings…permitted 
three or fewer earned runs in seven of his eight starts, including five quality starts…broke his left 
index finger, April 12 at San Francisco, and missed the next 83 games…while recovering, made 
two rehab starts for Triple-A Colorado Springs and went 1-0 with a 0.96 ERA…injured his back 
during an Aug. 5 start against the Cubs and underwent surgery, Aug. 14 to repair a herniated disc 
in his lower back…the surgery was performed by Dr. Chris Yeung in Phoenix.

1992 with three three-inning saves in one season (Doug Jones, 1999)…allowed a .214 batting 
average to hitters leading off an inning…made his first career Opening Day start April 1 against 
Seattle but was the losing pitcher in the A’s 2-0 loss…struck out the side in the first inning to 
become the first A’s pitcher since at least 1947 to strike out the side in the first inning on Open-
ing Day…struck out a career-high tying 10 batters in 6.0 innings in his second start, a 9-3 win at 
Houston April 7…it was his only win of the season…tossed 1.0 inning April 19 at Tampa Bay, al-
lowing four runs on four hits and two walks…left the game early with a sprained right ankle…was 
scheduled to skip his start April 29 against Los Angeles (AL) but ended up pitching 5.1 innings of 
relief that night in the A’s 10-8, 19-inning win…entered the game in the 13th inning for the first 
relief appearance of his career after 73 starts…allowed just one run…was placed on the 15-day 
disabled list May 1 with a sprained right ankle…was diagnosed with a navicular stress fracture 

of his right foot May 17 and was transferred to the 60-day DL June 14…was reinstated from the 
DL Aug. 28 and pitched exclusively in relief following his return, logging a 5.74 ERA and .306 op-
ponents batting average in 10 appearances…recorded his first save in his first outing following 
his return Aug. 28 at Detroit…pitched the final three innings of the A’s 14-4 win, allowing three 
runs on five hits in 3.0 innings.

2012—Completed his rehab from “Tommy John” surgery in late August and made six starts be-
fore his regular season ended when he strained his right oblique Sept. 19…went 4-2 with a 2.57 
ERA and .225 opponents batting average…allowed just one home run in 35.0 innings…yielded a 
.148 average with runners in scoring position…was reinstated from the disabled list Aug. 20 and 
started the next day against Minnesota…allowed just one run in 7.0 innings for the win…it was 
his first start since June 5, 2011 at Boston…combined with Cook and Balfour on a two-hit shutout 
in his second start, a 3-0 win at Cleveland Aug. 27…tossed 7.0 innings and allowed both of the 
hits…allowed one run in each of his next two starts to become the first Athletics pitcher since at 
least 1918 to begin his season with four consecutive starts of one run or fewer…won each of his 
first four starts to become the first Oakland pitcher to start the season by winning at least his 
first four starts since Dave Stewart had six wins in his first six starts in 1990…the four-game win-
ning streak matched the longest of his career (third time, last: Sept. 6 to Oct. 2, 2010)…had a 0.69 
ERA, a .185 opponents batting average and three walks in 26.0 innings over his first four starts…
left his final start Sept. 19 at Detroit after just 2.1 innings with the oblique injury…returned to 
start and win Game 3 of the ALDS against Detroit in Oakland…combined with Cook, Doolittle and 
Balfour on a four-hit shutout in the A’s 2-0 win…tossed 6.0 innings and allowed two of the hits 
(2 bb, 6 so)…combined for a 1-1 record and a 4.62 ERA during a six-start rehab assignment with 
Single-A Stockton and Triple-A Sacramento…began his rehab assignment July 21 with Stockton, 
one year and seven days after having reconstructive surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in 
his left elbow…was transferred to Sacramento July 26.

2011—Was limited to just 13 starts and was 3-6 with a 4.00 ERA when he underwent “Tommy 
John” surgery on his left elbow July 14…went 2-1 with a 1.56 ERA over his first five starts and did 
not allow a home run in 34.2 innings…then went 1-5 with a 5.73 ERA over his final eight starts, 
yielding eight home runs in 48.2 innings…allowed a .270 opponents batting average, including a 
.252 against right-handed hitters and .303 against left-handers…his opponents average dropped 
to .221 with runners in scoring position…tied for seventh in the American League with five pick-
offs…opponents were successful in just 5 of 12 (41.7%) stolen base attempts…tossed his second 
career complete game in his second start of the season but took the loss in a 2-1 decision at 
Minnesota April 8…matched his career high by tossing 9.0 innings May 5 against Cleveland, but 
had a no decision in the A’s 4-3, 12-inning loss…allowed a career-high 10 runs on a career-high 
11 hits in a 10-3 loss to New York May 31…allowed five runs on nine hits in 5.0 innings in his final 
start, a 6-3 loss at Boston June 5…was placed on the disabled list June 7 with left elbow sore-
ness…received a Platelet Rich Plasma injection after he was examined by Dr. James Andrews at 
the Andrews Institute in Pensacola, Fla. June 13…was examined again a month later and it was 
determined that his injury required surgery…Dr. Andrews performed successful reconstructive 
surgery to the ulnar collateral ligament in his left elbow, July 14.

2010—Lowered his ERA by more than a run from his rookie campaign of 2009 but two stints 
on the disabled list with elbow problems limited him to just 19 starts…was 7-6 with a 2.80 ERA 
after going 11-11 with a 4.06 ERA in his first season…opponents batted .257, including .225 with 
runners in scoring position…tied for eighth in the AL with four pickoffs…did not allow a run in his 
first two starts of the season April 8 against Seattle and April 13 at Seattle to become the first 
starting pitcher in Oakland history (among pitchers who began the season with the A’s) to start 
the season with two consecutive scoreless outings…the last Athletics pitcher to do it was Alex 
Kellner of the 1953 Philadelphia A’s, who started the season with back-to-back complete game 
shutouts…agreed to terms April 16 on a four-year contract through the 2013 season with club 
options for 2014 and 2015…had his season-opening scoreless streak snapped at 14.0 innings in 
his third start, an 8-3 loss to Baltimore…that was the third longest season-opening streak by a 
starter in Oakland history and the longest since Matt Keough set the record with a 16.0 inning 
streak in 1980…was 1-1 with a 2.35 ERA in four starts before going on the 15-day disabled list 
April 27 retroactive to April 25 with left elbow inflammation and a proximal medial forearm 



strain…was reinstated from the DL May 29…had a win and a 2.35 ERA in two starts before return-
ing to the DL with left elbow inflammation June 4…was reinstated July 30 and went 5-5 with 
a 2.98 ERA in 13 starts following his return…finished the season with a career-high tying four-
game winning streak…walked a season-high three batters Sept. 11 against Boston, snapping a 
22-start streak dating back to Aug. 19, 2009 where he walked two batters or fewer…that was the 
second longest streak by a starting pitcher in Oakland history…went 3-1 with a 2.23 ERA in six 
starts in September.

2009—Set an Oakland rookie record and led Major League rookies with 150 strikeouts…com-
piled an 11-11 record and 4.06 ERA in 30 starts…tied for third among American League rookies 
in games started, ranked fourth in innings pitched (175.1) and tied for fourth in wins…is one of 
four 21-year olds in Oakland history to win 10 or more games…went 8-4 with a 2.96 ERA over his 
final 17 starts, beginning June 29…was charged with 15 unearned runs, which tied for the most 
in the AL…also ranked tied for fifth in grounded into double plays (24), tied for seventh in shut-
outs (1) and pickoffs (4), eighth in walks per nine innings (2.31) and strikeout to walk ratio (3.33), 
and 10th in strikeouts per nine innings (7.70)…his season run support of 4.62 was eighth lowest 
in the AL…did not have a wild pitch and his 175.1 innings were the most in the majors among 
pitchers with no wild pitches…did not commit an error in 29 total chances, all assists…tied for 
the lead among AL pitchers in double plays (5) and tied for fourth in assists…was ranked number 
7 on Baseball America’s Top 100 Prospects lists entering the season…was the losing pitcher in his 
Major League debut, a 5-4 A’s loss to Seattle April 10…allowed five runs in 6.0 innings, with all 
five runs coming in the second inning…recorded his first Major League win May 20 at Tampa Bay 
when he yielded four runs on four hits and no walks in 6.0 innings in a 7-6 A’s win…at the age of 
21 years, 108 days, he became the sixth youngest pitcher in Oakland history to record his first ML 
win…tossed a complete game two-hit shutout in the A’s 6-0 win at Boston July 6 (2 bb, 9 so)…at 
the age of 21 years, 155 days he became the fifth youngest pitcher in Oakland history to toss a 
shutout and the youngest since Mike Norris July 4, 1976 against Kansas City…did not allow a run 
over his next two starts, including July 19 against Los Angeles when he retired each of the first 
20 batters he faced before Bobby Abreu singled with two outs in the seventh inning to break up 
the perfect game…became the second rookie in Oakland history to take a perfect game into the 
seventh inning (Mike Norris, June 28, 1976)…had a career-high 23.0-inning scoreless streak from 
July 6 to 24…was named American League Rookie of the Month for September after going 4-0 
with a 2.28 ERA in four starts…struck out a career-high 10 batters and tossed 6.0 shutout innings 
in a 2-1 win over Cleveland Sept. 18.

2008—Combined for an 11-5 record and a 3.69 ERA in 20 games, 19 starts, with Single-A Stock-
ton and Double-A Midland in his first season in the A’s organization…also pitched for the United 
States team in the All-Star Futures Game at Yankee Stadium July 13 (1.0 ip, 1 h, 1 bb) and for Team 
USA in the Summer Olympics in Beijing, China…was 1-0 with a 4.97 ERA (12.2 ip, 13 h, 8 r, 7 er, 3 
bb, 10 so, 2 hr) in two starts during the Olympics…was rated as the A’s number one prospect by 
Baseball America following the season…was named California League Pitcher of the Week, June 
9-15…won both of his starts and allowed just one run in 14.0 innings, while striking out 16…
joined Team USA for the Olympics in August…had a no decision Aug. 16 in a 5-4 win over Canada 
(5.2 ip, 9 h, 4 r, 3 er, 4 so)…then started and won in the Bronze Medal game Aug. 23 against Japan, 
an 8-4 win (7.0 ip, 4 h, 4 r, 4 er, 3 bb, 6 so).

2007—Was Arizona’s second round pick in 2006 but did not sign until Sept. 1, 2006…made his 
professional debut in 2007 and was a combined 11-7 with a 3.07 ERA in 23 games, all starts, with 
Single-A South Bend and Single-A Visalia…was 8-4 with a 2.21 ERA in 14 starts at South Bend 
and was a Baseball America Low Class A All-Star…made one postseason start for Visalia and took 
the loss (4.0 ip, 3 h, 1 r, 1 er, 1 bb, 4 so, 2.25 ERA)…was traded to the A’s on December 14 and was 
named Oakland’s third best prospect by Baseball America.

Brett F. Anderson was originally signed by Diamondbacks scout Joe Robinson…graduated from 
Stillwater (OK) High School…was a Baseball America 1st Team High School All-America selection 
in 2006 after going 9-0 with two saves and a 0.37 ERA in 12 games as a senior…struck out 102 
and walked just nine in 57 innings…his father, Frank, was the head baseball coach at Oklahoma 

State University from 2003-12 and is now pitching coach at the University of Houston…was part 
of the A’s 2010 Holiday Caravan, which featured many public appearances around the Bay Area, 
including autograph sessions at a holiday party for Oakland elementary school children and an 
after-school mentoring program, hosting a holiday shopping event for children from the Sal-
vation Army Garden Center Shelter, and visiting a local adolescent substance abuse treatment 
center.

eight-hit shutout in the A’s 16-0 win at Kansas City June 1…tossed a career-
high eight innings and allowed seven of the hits…had his scoreless streak 
snapped at a career-high 15.0 innings June 8 against Kansas City…then went 
2-2 with a 5.06 ERA and .330 opponents batting average over his next five 
starts from June 14 to July 9…allowed a career-high seven runs on a career-
high 11 hits and a career-high tying four walks in a 7-3 loss to Houston on 
June 14…tossed a career-high 105 pitches and yielded just one run in 6.2

.519 OPS against lefties, .816 against righties…opponents hit .314 with run-
ners in scoring position but that dropped to .222 with RISP and two outs…

9…however, ended up with a no decision in the Sounds 18-9 win…went 2-0 
despite a 5.96 ERA in five starts in August.
